FIRST CASES OF YELLOW FEVER AT MEM-
PHIS, :

Dr, R. W, Mitchell, ia the National Board
of Health Bulleting gives the following ac
ccunt of the first cases of yellow-fever at
Memphis:

Case 1.—The fitst case was Thomas Mul-
brandon, who was takenm mick with a chill
while at work on Ja'y 5tb; had black wvomit
on the seventh, nnd died 1n convalsions on
the pinth, baviog o mplete suppression of
the utine after the morning of the eighth,
The house in which Mulbrandon died is sita-
ated neur the corner of Desoto and Pontotoc
streets, in the southern portion of the city,
on an clevated platean of ground. It is a
one-slory frame buoilding, containing wsx
rooms and well ventilated. The sanitary
condition of the premises is most excellent;
the privy was well cleaned in May ; Rood
drinkiog: water from a cistern fully firty feet
from privy; draioage ¢xcellent. This bouse
#ud ccoupred tm 1878 by Mr. Holland and
farily, A scn of Mr, Holland was sick in
the room 1a which Mulbrandon died in the
latler part of July, 1878, but his disesse 18
not known to have been yellow fever, After
the recovery of Lhe boy, and at the com-
mencement of the epidemic of 1878, the
Hollund family removed to a point five miles
distant from the city, where Mr, Hollaond
died of the yellow-fever. Tho family now
returned to the city, and remained in the
houss at present occupied by the Mulbrandons
until Apnil 1st, the presest occupants taking
Eoneuion May 1st, bringing their own house-
old farniture and goods, They did not re-
paper or whitewash the walls. The Mal-
brandon fami'y were not exposed to the tever
during the epidemic of 1873, baving moved
to Browpsville, Tennessee, where they re-
muined uolil alter the epidemie. Mrs. Can-
ningham, a sister of Mrs. Mulbrandon, cawe
to hive with the family May lst, but, ss she
stutes, she did not bring any of her bed-
clothes. During the Frldemlu of 1878 there
were seven cases of yellow-fever in Mre, Cun-
ningham’s family, six of which were fatal;
she pursed three of these cases.
The bed-clothes which these  per-
sons used were mot burped, bat,
us she sayr, were thoroughly fumigated with
sulphar und exposed to the severe winter for
days at a time. Mr. Mulbrandon bad not
been cut of, Lhe city since his return after the
epidemic of 1878; nor bad he been aboard of
any steamboat or train; was on the bluffs to
wiloess the dizsp'sy of fireworks on the night
of the fourth. His place of business, on
Shelby street, was not oc-upied during the
epidemic. l'hete is a family living in the
same building who bad the fever last year, at
Camp Williams, and sow usc the same bed
clothing. Fever raged severely around both
his shop and residence in 1878. His business
and location of shop guve him considerable
trade smong river men; in fact, his chief
daily amsociation was with *‘river men and
roustaboutls."”

Cases 2 and 3.—The second case was Mrs.
Muaurice Tobin, white, who was taken ill Jul
Sth, wilh chill followed by fever; had blac
vomit on the third day an died on the eightb
duy. 7Tbe third case was Mr. Maurice Tobin,
white, who was taken 11l July Tth, with chil.
followed by black vomit on the second day,
and died on the fourth day. Mr. and Mrs
Tobin were extremely poor and lived ina
very humble way. The houae is a one-story
frame boilding situated upon a very elevated
piece of ground. The sanitary conditions of
the surroundings were excellent, This bouse
was not occupied daring the epidemic of
1878, the Tobins having removed at the com-
mencement of the fever to Fayette cocunty,
Tennessea, where they remmned until the
close of the season., They had not been ont-
side of the city since thewr relurn, No ex-
posure to the disease can be discovered. Mr,
l'obin was a harness waker, and bad po occa-
wion to vieit the railroad or river depots. No
cause for the fever can be ascertained. Mra,
l'obin was taken sick within three or four
hours of Mulbrandon's attack. Mr. Tobin
pursed his wife op to the time of his illness,
The distance of Mr. Tobia's house from Mr.
Malbrandon's is about oneé mile,

Cases 4, 5 and 6. —Judge Ray had a chill
July 6Gth, followed by fever, had black vomt,
and died on the fourth dar. Coarlie Ray,
uged twelve, eon of Judge Ray, bad chill foi-
lowed by fever July 7th; bad black vomit,
and died on the followmng day. J. E, R.
Ray, jr, aged twenty-one, was takea sick
July 10th; stomach aud bowels quiet doring
illness; kidpneys acted freely; urine highly
albominons; eyes yellowaud injected, Treat-
ment by ice-puck. Patient recovered. The
distunee from Judge Ray's bhouse to Mul-
brandon‘s houss is about Gfteen bundred
feat Jodge Ruy was taken sick two days
after Mulbrandon.

THE HOWARDS AT WORK,

The report of the Howards for yesterday
shows sixty-six persops under their charge
apd filty-five nurses on duty, besides a num-
ber of nurses supplied to persons who pay far
their services. They reporl twelve new cases,
three deaths and one convaligcing yesterday.
Among those supplied with nurses are Mr.
Dupratt and wife, residing on Hernando
voad, near Nonoconnah creek, and Mr. Goe-
bel's family, st the south gate of Elmwood
cemetery. The Howards honor all prescrip-
tions for medicines and ordera for supplies for
the sick given by the attending phyeicians.

CO-OPERATIVE RELIEF BOARDSE,

An important mee'ing was held yesterday
at the headquarters of the Knights of Honor,
for the purpose of having a complete organi-
zation in reference Lo nurses for the yellow-
fever.. A call was responded to by the heads
of the various relief bourds of the city, and
at twelve o'clock, the meetiog haviog been
called to order, on motion of A. D. Langstafl,
of the Kupighta of Pythas, James
B. Cook was elec chairman
and K. W. Davis appointed secretary. Mem-
bers present: A. ). Laogstaff, reprecenting
Knights of Pythias and Royal Arcanum;

H. Edmondson, representing the Howards;

J. W. \Vaym—uburg the Masons; W. 1, Ber-
lin, tbe Ancient Ocder of United Working-
men; K. W, Davis, the Knights of Honor;

also, James B. Cook, president of the relicf
board of the Knights of Honor.

It was moved and seconded, on motion of
W. 1. Berlin, that the repreaen*atues of the
various relief boards bere present form them-

Meeting of the Colored Feople.

About two hundred and fifty colored peo-
ple beld a mesting st Cochran hall yesterday
day evenng, to make a formal ¢xpression of
their views upon the question of removal to
the camp, to which they, as a class, are op-
posed, and to devise means of relief,

An organization was effeccted by maklng
Jobn Wheatley chairman and Rev. R. A
Countee secretary.

After addresses by Ed Shaw_and ofhers
the following memorial was read and adopt-
ed, as expressing the views of the meeting.

THE MEMORIAL.

By the census of the city of Memphis, just
completed, it appears that the censns takers
fonnd ermnln in tha city limits 16,110 in-
habitants, of om 11,827 are colored and
4253 white. lt. will thus be seen that nearly
tbree-fourthe of our present population are
cologgd, according to this impertect account.
We can therefore safely assume that we
stand three colored to ome white. By the
last week’s mortoary report of thirty-four
deaths from yellow-fever, thirly-one were
white and only three colored. More than
ten of the former to one of the latter. These
figurea show that while the death rate among
the whites for that period was nearly eight to
one thousand, it was among the colored peo-
ple for the same period only one
to four thousand, or abtout thirty-two whites
to one colored. Those figures clearly demon-
sirate Lhat we bave bat hitle tofear from yei-
low-feyer, as compared with the whtes.
Hence, there is no necessity for our leaving
the comforts and conveniences of our humbie
city homes, leaving cur personal property ex
pcsed to probable destruction and exposing
ourselves to the certainty of contracting those

lmonusry discases which are so very preva-
f::at. and fatal among the colored people in
this damp and changeable chmate. Our peo-
ple, knowing Lhese facts, firmly refuse to go
to camps, feeling that they are more secure
io the city than they wounld be in camps any-
where in the Mississippi valley. In this con-
cluosion we are in accord with the whites,
who, with few exceptions, decline
to accept the hospitalities of
camp hife ander military sorveillance, with
its attendant horrors of debauchery and out-
rage, as they prevailed last year in the
camps established by the citizens’ relief com-
mittee. Far this determination to remain at
home we are denied any assistance whatever
from those who have assumed the authority
to receive and disburse everything that may
be contributed for the relief of the thounsands
thus rendered destitute and dependent.
Torown thus upon our own resources, we are
orgonizing oor own mutoal aid associations,
and helpiog one anotber to the extent of oor
very limited means. From our unavoidable
poverty, we can do but little ip this direc-
tion. We therefore appeal to a generous

ublic in those sections of our country more
avored than this valley of death, to lend us
of their more abundant means, that we may
not perish from starvation, which is now
staring ua in the face.
RESOLUTIONS,

A commitiee was appointed, composed of
Rev, James Lott, chairman; Dr. T. R. Mor-

o and Messrs, K. R. Bell, A. Stephenson,

M. Holland, H. l'rumnu, er., and A. W,
Brown. wh> reporl.ed the followmg, which
were adopted :

Waereas, We are informed in advance by
the president of the Taxing- District, through
the columps of the Mempbis DarLy AppPraL,
that no aid would be given to persons not
going to the camp established by him, and
that every effort would be made to prevent
the poor of Memphis from obtaining relief
irom any other source; therefore be it

Resolred, That as freemen we boldly assert
the right to use every mecessary and proper
means to relieve oarselves, and that we bere-
by express our determination to apply our
u;utetti efforts to the accomplishment of this

olgec

Resolved, That we immedmtely proceed to
raise mouney to carry out the objects of the
reliefl association; and furthermore, that we,
the eolored people, solemuly declare that it is
our porpose und iotention to protect the
property of our refugee friends, as we have
done heretofore; and we call upon the mer-
chants who are absent from here to assist as
in rempiniog m the city, as so many of us
now have charge of their homes.

After some discassion as to the best way of
raising money amocg Lhemselves, the meet-
g adjourned,
