CURE FOR YELLOW-FEVER.

A New York State paper containa the fol-
lowing_startling yellow-fever cure: '“When
in the first stage of the dissase, let the per-
gon's feet be put inlo warm water, to which
put a bandinl of salt and one of wood ashes;
feet to bLe kept in while the water keeps
warmg then wipe the feet dry with flanmel;
then to be put in bed. Then take balf a g1l|
of lime juice put into half a pint of boiling
water, and faken as warm as possible; then
if it stould not procore a persciration in hall
an bour, repeat half the dose of lime juice
and water, the person to be kept well cov-
ered; when the perspiration begins to go off
take oﬂ' all the wet clotbing from the body
and bed, and replace them with well-dried
clothes or sheets that bave been used, and
flannel on the person. This change takes
the disensw from the person. Aasroon as that
ia done give the person a goed dose of oil to
elear, and heal the system. If this is care-
folly and faithfully done, in twelve bours the
person will be entirely clear from the dis-
ease,

At No. 8 Morgan slrest are seven desti-
tute families from Memphis, In one or two
rooms, LThey bave no bedding of any des-
cription, and the women and small children
are compelled to sleep om the floor. Itis
doubtfu! whether these people have enough
to eat, and something cught to be done for
them at once.

M. L. Brandy, buzband of Mre, Brandy,
and father of the child Lizzie who died of
yellow-fever at the quarantive hospital, ar-
rived in the city vesterday from Memphis,
which he left last Sunday night. He stated
to a Globe Demiera: reporter yesterday that
his wife had bad chills while in Memphs,
but never had the yellow-tever. He did not
think she had the yellow fever now, and at-
tributed her illness to the privations she un-
derwent coming up on the Coanboma. He
went down to the quarantine nospital yester-
day afternoon lo see his wife.

SOUND THEORIES,

New York Herald, 27th: *‘If a maa se-
verely ipjured by frost 1u some fer-away
vorthern clime should hesten by boat and rail
to milder regicns, and in the course of his
flight reach Lhis city, his arrival here would
not cure him of the injuries the cold bad al-
ready inflicted, and in the heat of ocuor sum-
mer weather he might die of the conse-
quences of those ipjuries to vilal organs
which the cold bas bronght absui. Bat such
a death would not furnish any ground for the
opinion that other people who had not visited

northern regices were likely to be affected in
the same way—that frost-bite was to become
epidemic here in July. Yet people who
believe that there i3 danger of yellow-
fever im this city because a refugee in
Memphis bhas died here give tHeir
minds up practically to jost such a belief.
Joimna Brennen cavght the yellow-fever in
Mewphis, came away with the diseass in her
system, and her arrival herve did not prevent
the full consequences of the derangements of
the disease. er northern journey could not
save her. Buteven if we suppose that the
elements from which the disease could be re-
produced were brought in her person or her
garments, theas elemsnls do not find bere
the conditions in which they can thrive. If
the hot period we had several days since were
on us now as ordinary weather; if a tempera-
turg hike that should persist for thirty days,
then the yellow-fever might spread. Other-
wise its spread 1s simply impossible,”

Resolvel!, That we fully conceds to these peoplé
the Inallenable right of thinking and of acting, un-
der the laws of the land, for thelr own good.

We learn there is a fesling of tneasiness
exieling in regard to the Memphians who are
at Montvale, or trom others who ttiay srrive
directly from the yellow fever city; and we
lesirn that several of our guests, who have

been leaving, have done =0 on that account,
and we know of a large number of persons at
different parts of the south who would have
been with us know, dnd who siill desire to
some, but for the fear of coming in contact
with persons directly from Memphis. To all
such we feel Lthat, in jastice to ourselves, 1t is
our duty to say that we have no persons here
that have been exposed to the fever and have
been out of Memphis less than ten days;
we do not expect mny arrivals directly frem
Memphis, and if such persons should eome
to Montvale, we will give thém rooms outsidé
the grotinds until a sufficient time shall havé
elapsed to make 1t perfectly safe to put them
in the hotel, or in cott ges inside the grounds,
Bat, as we smd before, we do mot anticipate
such arrivals, as we shall have from this time
an agent in Knoxville, whose daty it shall be
to see all parties from the sotith arriving in
Kuooxville, to solicit them to come to Mont-
vale; and skottld &ny paclies directly from
Nlumpbia. or any other infected distnict, be
found on their way to Moatvale, they will be
told tbat they will be put in guarantine &
sufficient time to mak: it sate for our guests
wbho are here, or those who may be coming
in, befora they can take rcoms in the hotel.
We are indaced to do this for the prolection
of our guoests, as well as for our own interest.
We do not want it understood that we are
afraid of Memphiaus or yellow-fever aut
Montvale, but as we have guests who are, we
feel that it is our duty to make them feel ot
ease. For ourselves, we know there cannct
be balf the danger at Montvale that exisis 1n
Knoxville, or at the different stations alopg
the line of railroad in Eust Tennessee, where
there are being unlonded elmost dany from
ten to cpe hundred Memphians, directiy from
the infected distriet; and we hope our Knox-
ville friends, as well as others; will give this
matter full consideration, and not act haalily
in leaving Montvale, or in making up thesr
minds not to come, for we assure you there is
pot the least parlicle of danger bere, not
near as much as 1n Kooxville, or along the
