He prevented the license be-
ing obteined in Kendall county, but the ne-
gro came to Grundy county, and the clerk,
not knowing that it was a white girl that he
intended Lo marry, issued a license, and a
justice of the peace in Morris married them.
Considerable feeling 15 manifested against
the justice for his performing the ceremony,
but he claims that it was impossible for him
to refuse; that there is a pepalty which wounld
be inflicted apon bim if he should refuse to
marry those who came to him with the proper
license; undonbtedly if he had known all the
circumstances, and the strong objection of the
girl's parents, he would have risked the pen-
alty. But he supposed that it was a case of
mutual love, although, as frequently is the
case, unaccountable, and therefore performed
the ceremony. The futber of the girl is al-
most dislracted, promises to give her any-
thing, eveu to the whole of his property, If
she will leave the negro, who is now her hus-
band, and return to ber hone. The negro
was formerly a Iaborer on Coduper's farm.

The Very Latest from Miles,
Epecial Dispatch to the Globe-Democrat ]

Bismarck, D. T., Aagust 4 —Lieutenant
M'Clerland, of the Sacond cavalry, and Gen-
eral Miles’s cor mand ernived to day by
stenmer direct from Fort Peck, and Miles's
present camp on Rocky creek.  He partici-
pated in the fight on the seventeenth of July,
and followed with Miles the Indians to the
line. He credits the successon the seven-
teenth to the wide and bold front that Miles
presented. He swept down on the Indians
in a gallop, and threw them into a panic that
they did not recover from. The line made a
far greater show of streogth than it really
bhad. Major Walsh, of the Canadian polics,
gaid the Indians were very badly demoral-
izad. Miles is now scoanting to the left and
right with the hope of keeping (he buffalo
routh of bim. Whalsh estimates that the
buffalo meat on hand will be exhansted by
the twentieth of this month, and the hostiles
will have tov come down for more or surren-
der. There is some hope that Sitting-Ball
may capitalate. The boffalo, bowever,
s2em inchned to roturn north, Lieutenant
M'Clerland had heard nothing of the can-
tiopary telegrams from Washington, or the
orders tiat they were not to fight. They, in
common with the others, took it for granted
that they were to drnive the Indians out of the
country. The idea thal they were there to
protect Upper Missoari river navigation bad
never occurred fo them. He says it is im-
possible to be near {hose hostiles and not
fight. If the soldiers don't make an attack,
tbe Indians surely will. There 15 no cther
alternative but to strike. They mast either
fight or keep away from them.
