climate, or high expense in preparing the
prodact for the market. We bave long
claimed, and still beheve that the olive de-
rerves relatively more favor in Californiathan
any olher plant, becaase it will bear valnabla
crops on poor soil, with less atlemtion. It
ought to cover the hillsides that are now
worthless. It requires wo irrigation, will
grow on clay or rocky soil, withont cultiva-

vears, thoagh it will not come into full bear-
ing till ten years old. Last week Elwood
Cooper, of Santa Barbara, brought to San
Francisco one thousand gallons of well-clari-
fied olive-oil. Mr. Cooper has found a little
trouble in disposing of his oil., e wauts
twelve dollars a case of a dozen bottles,
whereas the imported arlicle (adultersted
with oils made from muslard, cotton or rape-
seed, psanuts or lard, and in many instances
the liqmd does not contain a particle of olive-
oil) can be had for nine dollars. Nr. Cooper
has six thousand trees, some of them seven
years old, and these produce tweaty gallons
of bermes each on an average in a good year,
and one gallon of oil is obtained from seven
of berries. Tress ten years old in a good soil
will averago fifty gallons of berries in a good
year, but sometimes will yield one bhundred
and fifty gallons. After a guod crop the tree
usually takes a year's rest, so that ils good
years alternate. The old yield from a maturs
orchard may ba set down at two hundred gal-
ions of oil fo the acre, and of this fifty gal-

stolen Bouds Detected.

Wasnwmveros,Jaly 30.—Among the United
Stales boads gtoles from the Manhattan sav-
ings bank of New York, when that institu-
tion was robbed o short t'me ago, were a
number of coupon five-twenty boods of the
depomination of ons thousund and five bun-
drad dollars. The widest puoblicity was
giwven to this robbery, apd the accurate des-
cription publisbed of the stvlen bonds would,
it was believed, prevent their negotiation. It
appears, however, thal the stolen coupon
bonds were successlully negotiated, na sev-
eral of them have been sent to the treasury
departmment for redemption, and were discov-
ered by the fnct that the beads bearing simi-
far nowbers bad already been received for
redamption or exchiauge for tour per conts
The nombers of e stolen bonds were
changed 1o & wanner which shows that the
operation wus Lhe work of skillful experts.
The red-ink numbers were removed or
changed by the use of alkalies, new numbers
were printed on the bonds, and the back-
ground of the pumbers, which was also re-
moved Ly alkalies, was skillfully restored by
painling with & brush. The entire operation
was dono o artistioally as to defy detection
without the aid of .. good glass. Thus far
five ul the stolen bonds have bean dwscoveed
by the treasyry officers. two being of the de-

nomination of one thousand and three of five
bundred dollars, The numbers of the thou-
sand-dollar stolen bonds were 178,650 and
208,419. On the former the figure 6" was
changed :p'to A cipher, and on the Jatler the
figare “®" was thanged into & “5."" The
uawbers of the thres five-hundred-dollar
bords detected were altered as follows: No.
97,928 to 97,828; No. 208 746 208,748, and
No. 194,597 to 194,697.
