The Answer of County-Trustee Knight
to the Charges of the Revenue
Commissioners,

eominitted by the commission®rs In making oat the
reporl.  Knight takes up each account separately—
that ls, the ordinary fund, school fund, speclal rall-
road fund and regular rallroad fund-and by facts
nod Agures undertakes to clear away the damsging
fucts presented by the revenue commissioners (n
thelr report of last Monday. For instance, he
