Open nir servicos are held there
every Sanday morning at eight o'clock. The
Catholics of the vicimity are invited to attend.

—Clarksville Tobaeco-Leaf, 12th: The
ecolora of the Chickusuws are displayed at
half-mast in consequence of the death of Ser-
geant A. W, Jones, who died suddenly of a
congestive chill, in Memphis, last Thursday
morning.

—T'bere is no doubt that the Howard visit-
ors and physicians are sometimes imposed on
by people who pretend to be sick in order to
secure rations, but the swindlers are being
discovered dmly, and are at once cot off
from their base of supplies,

—You can procure marriage-licenses as
nsanl at the office of Lhe county conrt clerk,
located at the courthouse., During the pres-
ent weok quite a numbor of persons, princi-
pally colored people, indulged in the laxary
of purchasing a fifty-cent marriage-license.

—1t is complained that the news-bhutchers
along the line of the Charleston railroad are
solling the Arpeav at ten conts o copy. The
regular price of the ArreaL 1s five cenls a
enpy, and a!l charged owver that is extortion.
The news-butchers got their ArpraLS at the
usual price.

—Some one, yesterday, was complaining
as to Lhe thinmess of the chickens "supplied
to the wick by the Howards, but another
citizen sawd that the physicians ordered thin
chicken-broth tor yellow fever patients, and
be thought a thin chicken would best supply
the regnirement. .

—There is trouble in the camp of the col-
orved stalwarts who wanted to run a free ra-
tion machine, ostensibly for the benefit of
their colored brethrenr buththe colored people
have not any too much confidence in the hon-
eaty of their would-be colored leaders, and
they had better not have too mach confidence
in them,

—The murky, damp and chilly weather
yesterday was not calculated to spread the
yellow-tever if it be true, as has been assertod
by nathority, that yellow-tever requires hot,
dry atmosphere, as mdieated by bigh barom-
eler, to spread itself over the lnnd. A month
ot such weather as that of yosterday and last
night wonld kill yellow-fever as dead asa
anlted mackerel.

—Saeveral parties, by way of a joke, went
around yesterday among the crowd of col-
ocved nurdes on  Main street, near Madison,
and stated that they wanted a number of
nurses to go to Grepads, Mississippi. Ina
shorl time the Howard rooms wers crowded
by unemployed nurees who wanted their
names enrolled for the expedition, It wasa
cruel hoax, not exactly in keeping with thess
melancholy times,

ored people continue to indulge 1n petty law-
Auits before magistrates, They quarrel over
thewr bm:h-fut;uuu; then they swear out peace
warrants against each other, They love to
mount the witness stand, and after taking a
swear on the good book, tell all they know
and more oo, about their neighbors, Then
the lawyers do_ their loud talking regardless
of law or the facts, and the Justice solemnly

resdrves his opinion until the following day.
A more litizious class of ple do not exist
on earth than the colored race, but why this
iz so 18 somewhat of ® mystery yet unsolved
satisfactorily to the close observer of races.

—Louisville and Nashville are tradiog
with and .shipping goods to all the little
towns along the Louisville railroad, even up
to Bartlett, the north gate of Memphis. Thia
is & good sanitary measure for the two aities
above mentioned, but it weans death to
Memphis, which cannot even secure a daily
mail over the Louisville raiiroad.

Last
Friday evening perhaps five hundred people
witnessed lheir evolutions, and at the time of
the next drill one thousand may be expected.
