In the infected districts the yellow flags
of disease are Heating proudly in tbe western
breeze.

Yf.8Tkrday afternoon W. H. Ennis, black
smith and wagon-make- r, died of yellow-fev- er

at 116 (iayeso street.
Tne Howards rec3iveu yesterday seven

boxes of soap from Colgate & Co., of New
York city, as a donation.

It is somewhat of a protection to
house to have a yellow flag hung out in front
of it. It keeps burglars away.

By request of the authorities the Second
Presbyterian church will be closed, and no
more services held until further notice.

During the past two days and nights
people have needed fires in houses, overcoats
when out of doors and blankets when in bed.

The police have been instructed to stop
and arrest all persona who are out late at
night, and who cannot give a good account
of themselves or their business.

There will be religious services at the
Sixth street Methoditt Episcopal church, cor-
ner Sixth and Jackson street?, af. eight
o'clock this evening, by the pastor, Rev. A.
T. Bell.

A telegram was received here yesterday
from Bailey Station, on Charleston railroad,
twenty-fiv- e miles from Memphis, asking for
a nurse for a yellow-feve- r case just developed
at that point.

It still prevails as an epidemic one hun-
dred and eisrhty-thre- e new cases of yellow-fev- er

last week. The deaths from fever dur-
ing the week numbered torty-si- x, against
twenty-tw- o from all other causes.

A telegram was received here yesterday
fr.-- Baiiey Station, twenty-mile- s out on the
Charleston road, stating that a case of yel-lu- v

fever had bruken out, and that a nurse
was wanted immediately.

Tbe Howards are taking cire of one
hundred and ninety-fiv- e sick persons and
have two hundred and six oilrses in the field.
They have charge of seventy-fiv- e colored sick
and one hundred and twenty whites.

People continue to go to the camps, but
not in large numbers. The colored people
yet hold on to their cabins and other resi-
dences in the infected districts. They can-
not stand camp-lif- e like tbe white people;
they are too delicate.

It makes a man stop and think for a sec-
ond when he is confronted suddenly by a
yellow-fla- g. He at once feels like crossing
the street and flanking the battery, but he
walki on and passes it rapidly and apparent-
ly in a careless manner.

Notwithstanding the fever, marriage-license- s
are procured as usual. But few

white people engage in matrimony . these
times in Memphis, but the colored people are
not t) be frightened so easily from uniting
in wedlock for better or for worse.

A Chelsean slated to our reporter yester-
day that not more than fifteen unaonlimated
white families reside in Chelsea at present,
but he added, "the quarantine patrol force
will prevent cow stealing, which has been
prevailing around Chelsea since the lever
commenced."

"I knows some colored folks living next
door to me," said a colored woman yester
day, "who have the yullow flag on their
bouses but who are not sick with the fever,
whenever the Howards come around you bet
they are in bed very sick, but when they
leave they are up again."

A colored man and a white man had.' a
row about a loose chicken yesterday on
Main street, both claiming the chicken. The
matter was settled by a magistrate, both lit-
igants having to pay out several dollars as
costs and lawyer's fees. The chicken was
worth ab.mt til teen cents.

. Nearly three hundred orders for rations
for rick people were filled by the Howards
yesterday, lhe otders called for many arti-
cles, including tea. oatmeal, sugar, candles,
soap, crackers, salt, rice, chickens, bread,
condensed milk, seltzer water, turpentine, oil.
mustard, pcrter, brandy, whisky, lemons,
waici uieiua-Bee- a, etc.

which charity is needed for the sick.

unable to rav rent again in advance on the
ninth, the hard-hearte- landlord instituted
suit for possession. When so many land
lords intend remitting the entire rent during
the prevalence of yellow-feve- r, this action of
the landlord above mentioned is to be con
demned. If he had a fquare case of yellow-fevf- -r

his heart would relent and he would be
a belter man for ever afterward.

Ac-
cording to a resolution passed by the Teu-
tonia Yerein no assistance will be furnished
by the committee within the city, except to
indigent sick, which rule will be strictly car
ried out. All the objections of German fami-
lies going into camp being overcome, by the
arrangement for a separate German camp,
we would advise our German friends to move
to Teutonia camp as soon as possible. There
they will be furnished with nice, clean tents,
provisions and firewood, while the Teutonia
Yerein is willing to assist them in procuring
such necessaries of life as are not provided
for by the commissary department, and will
in every manner work for their protection
and welfare.
