The grand army of sanitary critics con-

tinues to know more about yellow-feve- r pre
ventives and cares than do the doctors. Bu
they fail to advance any plans better that
those proposed to be inaugurated by the
health authorities. They should be isolated
ia a body, where they can experiment among
themselves.

It 3 claimed by the papers at New Or--
loans that the health cf that city was never
better than it is now, and they point to the
mortality records to demonstrate it. The
deaths front July 1st to August lOlh num
bered this year five hundred and ninety
eijzht; for the com-spondin- g period in 1878,
seven hundred and seventy-three- ; in 1877.
eight hundred and thirty-two- ; in 1876, sevei
hundred and twenty-fiv- e, and in 1875, cevet
hendred and thirv-onf- .

She had been in peril of ber life, referring dis-
tinctly to one oc casion when be had uolnteda loaded
pistol at her, threatening t shoot her. Governor
Sprague referred to Senator Conkllng's intimacy
m.ia Mrs Bprague, and she rep-lie- d any insinuation
ot wrong-doin- g on her part with great ludlgnatlon.
At last eiovrnior Spr t:ue said: "Do you Intend to
return to Canonchet?" "I fear for my life If I do.
she replied. "I never harmed any one," was the
governor's answer, and you are safe."

After many aemands on the part of Governor
Snnurue for the children, and nroi refusals on the
part of Mrs. bprague, a consultation was held wllh
Mr. Thompson and with another lawyer.
a Mr. bklnner, wno naa been sum-
moned from the Atlantic house.
and It was decided that the children should be sur-
rendered to their father. He placed them la bis car
riage with their nurse, who bad accompanied Mrs.
Bprague from Providence and down to Canonchet.
Mrs. tinrague was greatly agitated alter tne departure
of ber children, and finally decided that she would
follow them to Canonchet.

Accordingly after nightfall sbe was also driven to
tbe splendid mansion which sbe had left under such
sad circumstances a week before, and within which
so many brilliant companies have gathered In tbe
days when the husband and wife were younger In
their married life. Mrs. bprague was accompanied
by Mr. Skinner, wbo. at her request, remained In tbe
hour over night, bhe was very anxious that M'ss
Koadlok should also accompany ber, but this tlie
eoveruor positively reiused.

Charles blckeps read In It on his last visit to Amer
ica, and for three years the large Monday noon audi'
etic?s hate gathered In it to bear Rev. Joseph Cook.
The room was regularly used Sunday for tbe Free
Baptist church. Rev. Dr. Lorimer. who ha lust
taoved to Chicago, was tbe last pastor. Tueoigan
was built by H ok Sc Hastings, and was one ot tbe
finest in the city. The building was undergoing rep-
