AH that
this government Intend by Its circular Is to ask
powers that are friendly to put In operation tbese
laws against persons wtK Intend coming to this
country with the purpose of committing bigamy.
Tbe only part that Mormonlsm plajs In the matter
Is that the religious belief of that sect does not ex-
cuse Its members from the penalties of tbe statute.
Foreign governments have been notified of this fact.
In order that their people wbo may embrace this
religion shall not come here with tbe mistaken Idea
that this government winks at the offense when
committed under tbe guls of religion. As many
tformons as like may come, provided they do not
Intend to practice bigamy."
