The official reports of the board of health,
as published below, show that the fever is
holding its own in our midst. Fifteen col-
ored people and twelve whites were attacked
yesterday, and last night a number of new
cases was repotted at the Howard rooms.
The mortality continues to be light, six deaths
only occurring vesterday both inside and out-
side the city limits. It ia expected that the
enforcement of isolation and other quaran-
tine regulations will prevent the spread of
the fever, but it is feared that these prudent
measures come too late to aid ns to any ex-
tent. Had they been enforced at an earlier
stage of the fever, much good might have
been accomplished.
