WOMAN'S PLUCK.

Counrageous Girl's Fight with
Tramp.— Defeading Herself and
Bister with a Mtout Hick-
ory Cluab,

But the rascals
aiso procured clobs, and returning to the
asssult, wonld probably have overcome their
fair foes had it not been that fortunately
a neighbor, who was on his way to this aity,
drove into the lane from the woods, and the
scamps ran off throngh a cornfield, effecting
thear escape. The father of tha girls, with
two grown brothers, and the neighbor who
came to their rescne, sconred the woods and
fields in the vicinity armed with guns, bat
they failed to find the rascals. A beavy set,
able-bodied tramp on Taesday evening made
s appearance 1o Miamisburg, and calling
at residences of citiz-os in the southern por-
tion of the town, demuuded money and viet-
vals ot the women of the households.
