The British Plan of Advance on Cabul—
No Possibllity of a Sudden Dash,
but a Conflict with the
Qutposts Imminent,

A Survivor of the Cabnl Massacre Tells
How the Bloody Work was. Done—

Loxpox, Beptember 13 —A Simla dis-
patch says that Geperal Roberts has tele-
graphed for four additional regiments. The
military avthorities have decided to increase
both the Kuram and Kyber columuos to
twelve thousand men each. Tt Bas been de-
cided that there is no possibility of a sudden
dash on Cabul, but it 15 believed there will
be ab eany collision between the outposts.
I'be disquiet among the border tribes 15 in-
creasing. The vagueness of the comtuoni-
cation brought by the mesteoger of the ameer
to Ali Kebyl causes fear in fsomo quAtiers
that be bas already alienated himself from
bia ulliances.

The home government telographed the
viceroy of India last wmight, exprossing ap-
proval and gratificaticn at his military ar-
raogements.  The political department of
the Iolia office bere considers it extremely
wobable that Hert, Budukshan and Balkh
wil! support the revolt, but has no delinite
pews on the subject. The %ery abseuce of
news from those districts is accepted as evi-
dence that the country bayond Cabul is prac-
ticetly in the bands of the Heratic iroops,
which 18 considered exceedingly probable,
The Times says: “Nothing is known up to
the present time to confirm the romors of a
general rising in Afghapistan. We are jus-
tified in belteviog the condition of the coun-
iry has become no worse since the first out-
break.™

A correspondent at Candabar says that a
fanatical outbreak is possible here on the fifth
of this month, which is the concludmng day o?
the Mobamedan fast.

_ A sumilar dispatch gays [hat a body of mu-
tinoua Afghan® has gone to the Zurroat dis-
trict, eant of Ghognee, hoping to incite the
tribes Lhera to attack the Britisn flank in 8hu
targardan Pass.

I have not concealed the faet that whilein New
York, some tek da}ys ago, I was comsulted by
goma 0 the largest bondholdersgnd asked to
confer with their lawyern in Mew 1 ork, which
[idid. 1t wonld Bol be praper for me to disclose
whit took place, further than to say that 1
declined to take a fee unless it was upon an
assurance that even mfter judicial investiga-
tion, and when it was found by judioal ne-
tion Lhat the bondbolders hivd alegal remedy,
the people of the State should have an op-
portunity of stil! making a compromise, The
whole question of terms was discussed, but
no conclusion was reached, and 1 am not
their lawyer."

Reporter-~Would ?you have any objections
to stating the terms

Mr. Colyar—Yes; this would e going fur-
ther than ¥ think ¥ otght to go, as no result

was reached,

Reporter—May I ask you what vou think
abeut 8 suit or guits being brought?

Mr. Colgar—Iit 18 ambsolutely certain the
duestions will have to be met by the State in
the courte. The bondholders have consulted
some of the ablest lawyers in New York, and
upon one or two pointa there 1s not mech dit-
ference of opjgiom

Reporter—Lio you mean as to the right to
Liave their bouds turned over to a State, and
suit to be brouzht in the supreme court of the
United States?

Mr. Colyar—No; that question was not dis-
cussed, 3

Reporter—Then what vemzdy can they
have agtins! the State?

_Mir. Uolyar—The main guestion which the
New York lawyers are agreed upon is, that
the third rection of the fanding aot of 15743
was a part of 3 contrint lelween the State
and the Wondloiders, and conld not be re-
voaied; and that the act of 1875, repenling
it after the fanding was domne, was void, and
that it is still the daty of the treasurer, under
the third section, to set apart a sufficiency of
the revenue s it comes in to pay the inter-
est, and that under the Usborn case and
cases more receatly decided by the supreme
court of the United Sta.es, the {reasurer
withouat the State being inade a party can be
compelled to set apart the revenue as it
comes 1o. They assume that under this third
section all the money going mto the treasury
goes in charged with this trust, and that the
case therefore falls directly onder the Osborn
case., A question will also be raised, nader a
case decided in 4th Wallace, as to whether the
forty-cents tax, fixed by statute at the time
the fundiag took place, did not become a
part of the contract, apd therefore the law
reducing the Slate tax fo tem cents a nullity;
and if 88, whether, under the act of 1869, the
comptroller cannot be compalled to eollect the
forty-cent tax. ;

Reporter—Ia it probable thia litigation wiil
be commenced any time soon ?

Mr. Colyar—Yes; in my opinion it ia only
suspend=d on account of some supposed com-
plications with the railroad hbtigation, but
most hkely 1t will be instituted and prose-
cated while the raillroad suits are still pend-

ng.
fi?pmter-—l)o you regard thias litigation as
serious ¢

Mr. Colyar— From the time [ first exam-
ined the question I felt surp we would be
renched in some way through "the courts. [
have no doubt but that the third section of
the funding act is still in force, and tnis be-
ing 80, every lawyer will at once see our
danger. And all thinking men must now
see our dnﬁgw from another quarter. Thesucs
cres of the Rapublican party in Califo:nia and
Maine, and the split of the Demooratic party
in New York, are encouraging signs for the
Hepublican party. This party means to sus-
tain pubie credit at all bazards, and in that
toey will be supported by many Democrals.
The fourtesnth amendment may be en-
torced by appropriate legisiation, and if re-
pudiation by a State of a public debt shall be
regarded a8 depriving the boadbolders of
property, we may expect legislation to com-
pel such repodiating States to pay. Whoever
thinks we are not in imminent peril from this
quarter is looking out upon the pohtical hori-
#on from a standpoint which certainly has not
my surroundiog.

Reporter—In your opinion, will the vote
cnst on the seventh of August be regarded as
repudiation of the debt, or will future efforts
be made to compromise with the Loadhold-
ers ?

Mr. Colyar—Men who are not 11 sensible to
shame can no more acquiesce in *vhat would
seem to be the decision—repudiation, the
coatest being between a low compromise and
out-and-out repudintion—than & man could
take bis wife and children 1ato the woods,
pever agiin to have shelter, when his house
wns burned down. The Democratic party,
when it meets in convention next year, must
assert its honesty or admit its dishonesty.
I'o deny v debl moude as the debt of Tennea-
wee wos, 18 aimply an open copfession of dis-
lioneaty. As to the amount we can pay, that
1% another question., We must admit the
truth, and then geta settloment.

Reporter—But do you think there will be a
aplit 1o the party?

Mr. Colyar—Not serious. Next year will
be a political year, and when the convention
meets, even the rankest repudiator will be
slow to write down “‘repudiation’ and sign
his name to it. There 18 much difference be-
tween covert repudiation, as we have had
this year under the banver of *“‘opposition,’’
and arvowed repudiation; and besides, [ have
no doubt there will be sew complications,
growing out of actual actual litigation.

Reporter— What will hikely be the platform
of the Democratic party on the State debt?

Mr. Colyar—1 can't tell, bat with courage
and wisdom in the convention, it will be
treated as a business transaction, to be dealt
with as business men deal with business.
This being done, and every good man in the
State stung by the disgrace hanging over
os, we will carry the State. This is not a pohi-
tical guestion, uor is it a guestion of a settle-
ment of the whole debt, but the gunestion is,
will we facknowledge the debt am? pay what
we can.

Baling of the lint com-
mences us soon as a suffivient amount to
make a bale has been thrown off by the gin,
and | feel jostified in saying that not enough
lint to make & doten balne 1a ever allowed to
actumulale in any gin m Memphis. Your
order is injurious to the planter. DBy it he s
deprived of his only resource for obtaining
money to support his family and pay laborers
to gather his crop.

It allowed to _deliver cotton as tast as it is
picked, his commission merchant will ad-
vance to him, and his ¢rop ean bs gathered;
otherwisa, it %11l be iost betore the epidemic
is over. 1 passed through the dye!luw-fcver
epidennics of 1867, 1873 und 1278, and to my
knowledge tha 2iss were empioyed duoring
each epidemic, yet I fuil to recall a single
case of yellow-fever in any factory in Earope
or America nttnbuted to Mewphis-packed
cotton. One other reason 1 would urge. So
soon a8 the gins farnish ssed, onc entton-seed
oil-mills PoMtensy Cperaung, and | am in-
formed by Colonel Cochran, a large manu-
facturer of cotton-secd oil, that employment
will be given three bundred laborers now
idle. This employment will enable them to
supply the wants of fbeir families, numberiug
perbapa one thousand, many of whom aré tu
o destitute condition. After mature delibera-
tion, 1 hope your board will deem it expedi-
ent to revokethe order.

The sudden breakiog out of yellow-fever
on the lower Horo Luke road, at two points—
one at Arnold’s, some six mnles south of the
gity; snd (be other at Hora Lake island,
some fifteen miles south—presents o curons
phasa as to the movements of the strange
disense, At Horn Lake isiand, Mrs. Kraa-
kel was taken sick with fever on the twen-
tieth of Avogost, and recovered. Mr. Krau
gel was taken sick September Tih, aud 18
convalesang. Mr. Kreoter, who lived with
them, was taken sick September 1lth and
died September 14th, Mrs. Kreatercame to
Memphbis on the eighth, remaiued here until
the eleventh, and retarued to camp sick with
fever on that day. The history of the sick-
ness of the Ammold family, residing some six
miles south of the eity, 1s as follows: Mr. F.
M. Arnold had been very particular with
reference to persons visiing biz house; he
igolated himself and family as much as
possible, He was tuken sick with fever
on the twentielh of August and died on the
twenty-fifth. His sister, Mrs, Gleno, wbo
with her family resided one hundrad yards
away, visited aod porsed him during the
first threa days ¢f s sickness, and then re-
turned home.
