Nashville Baaner, 16th: “It seems to be
s favorite pastime with people in all times to
find fault with doctora when the§ are well.
But when sickness comes they become de-
moralizad, and call earnestly on them foraid.

We
wope our National and State boards have too
nuch sens2 to ba offended ab the roflactions
hat are 82 liberally cast upon them, and will
ot flact that it is only & vent for the instinctive
spleen possessed in a mors or less degree by
ol men. In pont of fact, the National bourd
hina no powers of ketion whatever, [t is trne
‘nough they have a limited command of some
money or it would be without the power to
ffect apything of good whatever. They
eanaot force anything; they have no way of
'mpressing tbeir opinions on other boards
“ave 10 eniz, that iF their ideas or rulea are
vZopted and carried out they can recommend
pecantary aid to be gtanted them to assist in
carrying them oat. Still, the commanity ex-
pect them to do everything accordiog to their
sevaral notions, It would require the most
meonsistent and reckless course of condact to
viease everyome, which, by the wuy, is an
imposstbility. As a matter of course, what
plenses those under quarantine will please no
wme else, and vice versa. The people who are
unfortunate enough to bave a deadly epi-
J;Ew in their midst, see the nee saity of

We deeply sympathize with the
sufferings of Memphis, and would gladly uid
them in any possible manner; but how can
quarautine do any good if every oneis al-
lowed to pass and repass at theiwr 0 .o pleas-
ure? Clearly, it would be an act of bad faith
to the people of the State, out of Memphis,
not to emloree it, and yet it ie bard upon
those inside to cut them off alto-
gether from the world. In the last epi-
demic we bhad abondant evidence of
the ill effects of no restrictions, and those
towns that opened their doors to receive them
suffered severely enough never to repeat the
experiment. If the people of Memphis conld
bave soen the manner in which the cardon
sanifaire wag established and enforced around
the stricken villages of Rossia last winter,
they would no longer complain of the board
of heaith. There, if a man attempted to
croas the line he was shot down like a dog;
und one man, delirious with the fever, di
run throogh it, failing to stop at the word
halt, and be was killed at once. While we
would do anything we could for our friends,
wo would abithe same time advise them to
accept as resignedly as possible Lhe de-
crees of the boards, for they will nse all the
clemency possible consistent with the salety
of the country. Both boards are composed of
wise, experienced and clever gentlemen, who
deplore as deeply ss possible the necessity for
stringent measares; but they have a high
and rea_laonmhle duty to perform, and we hope
they will go forward in ita discharge, unin-
fluenced by any reasons save those that will
conduce to the safety of the whole country,
It requires moral courage of a high order to
do it, but we believe they bave it.”

city, and only for twenly days.

MEDICAL PRESCRIPTIONS FOR THE POOR,
It was decided that a sufficient supply of
drugs, ete., should be placed at the office of
the local board of health, from which the
pecessary prescriptions could be obtained by
the poor.

MEETINGS OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.,

It was resolved that in future the execuo-

PURCHASING SUPPLIES.

Op motion of Mr. W. W, Thacher, it was
resolyed that hereafter the anditing commit-
tee, from aund after this date, shall not audit
any bill sguinst the committee of safety, ex-
cept it have the approval of eilher a member
of the purchasing commitiee or chanity com-
mittee, and that no other member be suthor-
ized to make acconnts against this committee.
DONATION FOR THE ORPHAN.

President Porter stated that he had re-
ceived one hundred dollars, to be divided
pro rata amoung the orphan asylums, which
he would do at the close of the eprdemie.
CAMP REPORT.

The camup report for the twentielh showed
2233 persons in camps, to whom 2040 rations
were issued. One person was sick at the
Camp Marks hospital. Twelve State troops
are sick in the city.

EXPRESSION OF OPINION.
President Porter protested against such a
tax, W.W. Thacher also opposed it. He
had paid several hondred doliars for private
sowers, and would make legal fight against
any such proposition of levying a special tax
for such purpose, or for the benefit of any
private sewerage company. Several other
members of the committee expressed them-
selves in like manner.
GOVERNOR MARES WILL AID US,

President Porier addressed the committee
on the subject ot his recent trip to Nashville.
He stated that be had several interviews with
(Governor Marks. who expressed himself as
deeply interested in the present condilion
and future welfare of Memphis,

The governor stated that, whenever it was
necessary, whoen Memphis was unable to sap-
port the refugees in camps, bhe would support
them in the name of the State; that be would
check upon the State treasurer for whatever
amount was necessary, and the State treas-
urer wounld pay out the money on his check.
I'he money would be expended to feed the
people in the camps, but not those who re-
mained in the city. The governor feels a
Jdeep interest in our condition, and will do
everything in his power to render us material

aid. He was a firm friend of Memphis, and

particularly at the ent time whem Mem-
phis was suffering from the yellow-fever.

ADJOURNED.

The statement of President Porter was lis-
tened to witli ttention, and itcreated in the
minds of all a most pleasant feeling toward
our friendly governor.

Oa motion, the commitiee meeling ad-
journed over to Tuesday afternoon next.

A ¥ruitless Visit to the Cabimet Offi-
cials In #‘ﬂf of Memphis.
Bpectal to the Appeal.]

Wasamnaron, September 20.—Mr. Frank
8. Davis, president of the First national bank,
of Memphis, received the following dispatch
from Memphis: 1

“We want one hundred thousand rations
for §wenty-foir hundred peaple 1n camps,
and can double the nuiiber when able to as-
guré them we can feed them. Cannot doso
unless the goveroment assists. Call on Dr.
Billings, of the Nationatboard of health, and
Ganeral Key to accompany you to see the
honorable secretary of war. We have but
little money, no provisions and twenty-three
hundred people now in camp, whom we are
in honor bound to feed.

Immediately on the receipt of the above,
Mr. Davis, accompanied by Judge Key, called
on varions members of the catinet. The at-
torney-general referred his visitors to the
Natiopel board of health as ths omnly body
competent to afford relief, saying that, under
his late opinion, the secretary of war had no
suthority to furnish supplies. The officials of
the board of health informed Mr. Dawis that
the board of health could not under the law
supply rations for the people now in camps
at Memphis, takiog the ground that the act
of congress creating the board did not give
it authority to disburse funds except to pre-
E'—m the spread of yellow-fever from State to

ate.

Mr. Davis suggested that a failure to re-
lieve those mn the camps and the inability of
the Memphis anthorities to furnish them aid,
might result 1n their disbanding and spread-
ing the disease to the adjoining States. The
reply was that this was 1mpossible, inasmuch
as they had been quarantined for a sufficient
period to develop any traces of infection in
their eystem. The board of health officials,
however, agreed that if the persons in the
city were isolated in campes, they would sup-
ply rations and tents for & reasonable period.
Uunless reliefis furnished the committea from
some source, great destitution and suffering
will prevail,

THE GREAT AMERICAN TRAVELER

Arrvived Safe on the Pacific Hlope—The
Event the Occasion of an Immense
Demonstration in San Fran-
cisco — The Heception
FPostponed.

Special to the Appeal.]

SAx Frawcisco, September 20.—The first
tap of the bell aud boisting of the flag on the
merchants exchange announcing the approach
of the City of Tokio, startied the aity from
the spell of suspense that bhas prevailed for
the past three days and transformed the idle
throngs that were lounging about the streets
into an excited Lurrying crowd. Bells are
ringing, steam-whistles screaming and the
thunder of cannon is reverberating over the
hills and harbor. Thoosands of men, Women
and children, on foot, in carringes and on
horseback are povring in i the direction of
Presidio Hights, Point Lobas, Telegraph Hill
and every other eminence in the vicinity eager
to caten the first glimpee of the incoming
ship bearing the guest for whose reception so
great preparations bad been made and whose
arrival has been so anxiously anticipated.
The crowds are hurrying toward the wharves
where the steamers and yachts that will take
part in the nautical pageant are lying. The
reception committee's tug Miller Gnifith,
will leave at once from the Pacific Mail dock
to intercept the City of Tokio outnde, and so
arrange her arrival in the harbor as to con-
form with the preparations for reception in
accordance with Ereconcartmi plans, The
reception 18 not likely to take place to-day,
the bour being 8o lale. The executive com-
mittee is in seasion to determine whether it
shall come off to-morrow or be delayad natil
Monday.

At the moment the alarm giving notice of
the approach of the City of Tokio was struck,
the executive committee having charge of the
demonstration were in session at the Palace
hotel, warmly discussing the gquestion of car-
rying out the programme to-morrow in case
the steamer arrived 1n time, or defermug it
till Monday., The first stroke of the bell
ended ths discassion. It was three quarters
of an hour later than the time that bad been
previously determined, but it was at once re-
solved to carry out the demonstration 1mme-
diately. A reception committee of five hast-
ened to the mail dock and put oul to seaward
without delay to expedite the movements of
the City of Tokio, while warions other com-
mittees and other guests betook themselves
to their posts on shipboard or at the landing.
In view of the lateness of the hour, all pre-
concerted limits of time will be contracted.
A flotilla of steamers and yachts will leave
the city front at half-past four o'clock, and it
is expected that the landing will be effected
by balf-past six or seven o'clock. The line
of march will then be taken up and a gen-
eral illumination will compensate for the ab-
seace ot sunlight.
