THE THIRST FOiR (wﬂl..:l)

Wenderful Development of the Mining
Interests of Georgin,

Allanta special to the Lonisville Courier-
Jowrnal, 12th: “The growth in the gold
mining interests of Georgia has been remark-
able in the past few years, and the yield of
bullion now goes over one tmilion dollars per
annum, and s rapidly increasing, The his-
tory of these mines 18 curicns. o 1847, nug-
gels of gold were discovered in the beds of
branches rll through the [Blue Ridge region
of North Georgia. Some of these ‘finds’
were marvelous, nuggeis reaching thousands
of dollars in valve being found. The story
of these discoveries went abroad in the land,
the miners fincked in by the thousands. 'Ihe
territory belonged to the Creseks, and the
government warned the adventorers off.
The rough-and ready miners continued to
pour in, and the Indiaps then crganized to
defend their lands., Seyeral sanguinary en-
counters  took :-lame, and the whcle
hiastory of the ‘intrusion,” a3 1t
called, was marked with blood. There
was no ssstem in the mining that followed;
it was 2!l sorface-work, the =01l being dis-
solved in rocks and paps, After a heavy
rain the hills wonld swarm with ‘swindlers’
as the pan-miners were culled, picking up the
grains of gold washed up by the flood. There
were searcely any stamp-mills, and no scien-
tific mining. The yield was so large, how-
ever, that & mint was established at Dahion-
ogi, and a heavy work was dose. Thoe sar-
face mines were worked out in ten or twelve
vears, and the gold-seekers left for new
fislds. The mint was dismnantled and aban-
doned, and the mines eank to nominal prices,
After the war, northern capital began to in-
spect these forsaken mines. It was diacav-
eced that the quartz was rich, was easily
worked, that labor was cheap nnd water-pow-
ers abondant. Yarious companies, such as
Hand & Co., Cleveland, and the Blakes and
Lombards, of New York, came in and
invested heawily, The mines were bought
at a ftrifle, but elaborate machinery
was put wuap. The Ym: ula, company
ran an aquedoct over forly miles io
length. The yield was slow at first, bat
remunerative in all cases where the quartz
was properly crushed. Toe buosiness has
grown immensely sinee, Six years ago the
yield, as reported by the statistica in the
Georgia bureau, was less than one hundred
thonsand dollars. This year the yield ia over
one million dollars, and new mines are being
constantly opened. The mounntains are full
of prospectors, and machinery is shipped
over the roads daily. A railroad 18 being
bailt into the heart of the gold region. Thers
are \dll].ul..m properties for sale, or that can
be comrolled by the advaoce of mp\*sl to fit
them up. Many youne men are going and
fitting up ten-stamp mills st a cost of about
two thousand dollars. Dr. Little, State
geologist, says that there are t'no‘.cupied
mines epough to increase the yield to tem
million dollais per ancum, without exhaust-
ing the quartz in a generation. Georgia gold
stands high at the mints, and 13 of the best
quality."
