Our attention has
been called to this subject by a recant ad'
dress delivered by Senator M. C. Butler, of
South Carolina, before the Cheater agricul-

tural fair. The address of Senator Butler is
very interesting. His views on political
economy are sound and philosophical. Ha
showed most conclusively the importance of
subdividing the lands into small parcels lor
the purpose of diversifying the industries of

the State, and attracting immigration. By
facts and figures ' he demonstrated that, in

all countries and in all ages, those States
have prospered and developed in material
woalth mora abundantly where lands have

been subdivided into small parcels. France
owes her wonderful recuperative powers and
her marvelous wealth and prosperity to this
nn Curt mora than any other. England it
no exception to the rule, for while her lands
are owned by a few they are subdivided into
small farms and leased td tenants for almost
indefinite periods, the landlord receiving

rent and retaining the fee simple title cnly.

Rome, in her palmiest and most prosperous
days, allowed an allotment of but six acres
to her aericultural-citizen- . Senator Butler
showed that South Carolina, with her small
area of territory, had more large farms than
the largest of the northern States, and that
the rrOFDeritv of the north is attributed to
small farms. In comparing the material
prosperity of thg south with the north the
disnantr was most unfavorable to our
nection. But there was something to
b3 proud "of in other comparisons,
The figures which Senator Butler adduces
show that South Carolina, with a population
oi 705,606, had in 1370 2343 paupers, sup
ported at an "annual cost of f224,805, while
Massachusetts, with-- a population of 1,458,- -
350. about twice the population of South
Carolina, had at the same period 8036 par
pera, about four times as many as South Car-

olina. On the first of June, 1870, South Car
olina had 732 persons in prison, and Massa
chusetts had 2526, more than three times as
mini as Rnnlli Carolina, pol k k.i Vl
twice the population. Continuing the com
parison, we will find that in 1S70 Massachu
setts had 2C62 insane persons, while South
Carolina had but 333, eight times as many
with twice the population, or four times as
many with the same population. Of the' 732
prisoners in South . Carolina, only 130 were
nativo white, and 584 colored and IS foreign
born, and of 2526 prisoners in Massachusetts
there were 1152 native white, 139 colored
and 1235 foreign born. This comparison
will thow similar results when made with
any cf the other northern Slat, and it is
proper to bi made to correct misapprehen- -

sions at hemi as well as abroad.

lIALABIAIi POIHOW.
Everything that concerns the public health,

Mia di!verv of the cause and preventive of
disease, is read with interest. It is now an
nounced that the poison germ of malaria has
been discovered. The Baltimore Sun says

"That innumerable attempts have been made
to ascertain the poison that produces malaria,
a m 3 atrarty mof finrA tin til jr haira

ttWrafam1uTOi6r-cognizabl- 6 by the
senses, nor could it be detected by chemical
tests. The air of malarial districts has been
analyzed, the soil has been submitted to
microscopical examination, but no light was
thrown on the subject by any investigation
that had been undertaken. It was not
difficult to describe the places favor
ablo tb the production of the mala
rial poison, or to prescribe the proper
medical remedies for those who were
suffering from it. It was easy to say
that the poison was generated in salt and
fresh water marshes, in wet meadows, from
vegetation decaying nnder a hot sun, in lands
alternately flooded and drained, in the mov
ing of earth rich in vegetable matter, and in
the drying up nnder certain atmospheric
conditions of stagnant pools. But what the
poison was that produced those remitting
and intermitting diseases which are known
by the various names of marsh fever, malarial
fever, fever and ague, and popularly as
'chills' and 'shakes,' no physician could ex
plain, i At length, however, a series of in
vestigations into the origin of malaria has
been crowned with success. Two men of
science, Signer Tommasi, of Rome, and Prof.
Kleb, of Prague, after spending three weeks
in that fever-stricke- n region, the Roman
Champagna, experimenting on its soil, its
atmosphere and its stagnant waters, 'have
succeeded,' it is said, 'in discovering
a micropcopic fungu?, which, being placed
nnder the skins of healthy dogs, caused
distinct and regular paroxysms ot in-

termittent fever, and produced in the
spleens of these animals that peculiar
condition which is a recognized part of the
pathology of this disease." The report of
their investigations and experiments, and the
success that crowned them, was read a short
time since in the academy of Rome, and if
further tests substantiate the truth of their
discovery, the next series of experiments will
have for their object the means whereby
these poisonous fungi may either be destroyed
or rendered innocuous. It is doubtful wheth
er anything can be done in this direction
The practicable agricultural remedy for
draining and liming must remain, we appre
hend, the only certain one. But the discov
ery of the source of malaria in a minute fun
gua, discernible only under tne microscope,
merits nevertheless the applause with which
it has been received, and will strengthen
very materially the belief in the germ theory
of disease which has found in Tyndall one of
its ablest advocates.

The defend-
ant in error is a Russian countess, who was
traveling for pleasure, and the laces which
it is alleged were taken from her trunks were
valued at seventy-hv- e thousand aouars. it
was argued by the counsel for the railroad
company, that the failure of the countess to
intorm the company s agent, wnen sno gave
them her trunks, of their value and of the ex
traordinary nature or their contents, was in
itself an act of bad faith and fraud upon the
earner, whicn should prevent any recovery
in this action, in the opinion ot tms court
it is undoubtedly competent for a carrier of
passengers, by specihc regulations, distinctly
brought to the knowledge of the passengers,
to protect itself against liability as an insurer
for baggage exceeding a fixed amount in
value, except upon payment of additional
compensation proportioned to the risk; and

of a passenger to disclose the value of his
baggage is itself a fraud upon the carrier
which defeats any right ot recovery, it is
Bate to say that by general law, in the ab-
sence of special regulations by the carrier of
the nature indicated, a passenger has a right
to carry without extra compensation such
articles adapted to his personal use as his ne-
cessities, comfort, convenience or gratifica
tion may suggest, to the extent that such
articles exceed in quality and value such as
are ordinarily earned by passengers of a like
station and pursuing like journeys; to that
extent they are not baggage by which a
carrier by general law is responsible.
This court holds, in view of the
scope and bearing of the charge of
the court below, that no .error was com
mitted to the prejudice of the company or of
which it can complain. The judgment of
the lower court is aihrmed. Justice Harlan
delivered the opinion. Justices Field, Miller
and Strong dissented, on the ground that two
