More upon his Native Heath, where
he Meels with an Overwhelms
Ing Reception.

Imposing Reception and MNeligions Ex-
ercises Over the Hemsains of the
Dead enator at Dewrolt.

Derrorr, Mica., November 5. —Puarsnant
to previous arrangement, the remains of Sen-
ator Chandler were conveyed undsr the es-
cort of a detachment of Metropolitun police
this morning from the maossion to the city
ball, where the commitiee of arrsngements
and n detachment of the Light Guard re-
ceived the body, and placed it in the center
hiall, at the foot of the maip staircase, where
it laid in state until one o'clock in the after-
noon. Al a quarter after eight o'clock the
Fort street entrance to the city hall was
opened, when an avalanche of people poured
into the corridor. As they passed into the
south corridor they were separated into
pairs, nod a8 they reached the hail where
the body lay the pairs were separuted, and a
conlinuous line of humanity poared into each
side, every person bending and looking into
the face of the deceased. The cusket
was of black walnat, loed with
salin; the exterior was cov-
ered with black silk velvet,
relieved with a drapery of gros grain silk.
At the bead of the cofiin was a white Horal
ercss and crown, sod u base of evergreens
which rested on a columa druped with crape.
On either side wasa center cross ol red,
formed of scarlet double geraniums, At the
foot of the caskel was another column drapad
in black, on which was placed a sheat of
wheal with a white floral sickle, forming a
beaatiful and touching symbolism of the ripe
usefulnesa of the deceased befors being cat
down by the great reaper—Death. On top
of the coffin was a " floral stur, given by the
Chicago Veteran club, At eacﬁ epd, fucing
the remuins, stood the soldiers of the Datroit
Light Guard, with nfle and fixed bayouet at
parade rest, each guard as immovable
as a statue, [Overhead the remains were
covered by a canopy of red, white and blue
streamers, intermingled witn folds of costly
crape descending in graceful lines to the
four corners of the intersection of the cor-
ridors. [I'be remains were elothed m the
usual black broadeloth suit. The upper half
of the body could be seen through & Freach
late-glaas covering. Thearms were peacelully
lded across the breast, and the determined
face scemed as patural as life. The cease-
less stream of people, which poured through
the building in two continuous lines, lasted
from a guaarter past eight o'clock in the
morning till one o'clook in the afternoon,
and it is estimated thal during the time is-
toru@ming nobt less than eighteen thousacd
persous viewed the remams. The body was
removed to the Fort street maupsicn a little
after one o'clock, where religious exercisas
were conducted by Rev. Dr. Pierson.

After this the freedmen wili be onder obh-
gation to work under contract or toliow some
avocation under the protection of the gov-
ernment for another term, at the expiration
of which they will aecquire civil and political
rights. The government wiil secure the ful-
fillment of the obligations regarding tha work
by the passage of & vagrant law, This bill
is mnuigered to fulll tha law of July 4, 1870,
taking care for the preservation of order and
oblhging the freedmen to work.
