The Knights of Honor relief committee
meet to wind up their yellow-fev- er

business. They meet at the Peabody.
The most shameful and lamentable ig-

norance ruled sanitary and quarantine mat-
ters during the past epidemic.

Many Memphians who were refugees at
St. Louis do not feel in the most friendly
manner toward the people of that city.

The Howards have gone back into regu-
lar business life, and have doffed their famous
and honorable yellow badges for the season.

Business has opened up briskly on our
principal streets. The rattle and roll of drays
and wagons ia heard from morning until
night.

The Memphis papers have been full of
personal rtfl actions during the past few days,
and yet no fights have taken place in conse-
quence.

The house to house inspection by the
National board of health will be commenced
in a day or two, so soon as the proper blanks
are ready.

Daily the number of ladies seen on the
streets grows larger. By the end of the
week the women and children will be at
their old homes.

When a refugee returns and gets on a
big spree at night he is bound to be sick
the next morning. Even a "sporad" citizen
cannot do such a thing with impunity.

Not many people from tbe country have
yet come into Memphis. They are busy
gathering the cotton crop, and believe they
had better make hay while the sun shines.

When a returned refugee takes a chill
the rumor is at once started that the sick per-
son has the fever. All this is amusing to the
citizen who remained here during the late
epidemic.

When you see an old, familiar face on
the Btreet corner now, you have to think
when you saw it last, and where, and then
by what name was the owner of that face
known before the epidemic.

The body of a floater was found in the
river yesterday. An inquest was held by
Esquire S pel man, but nothing was discovered
on the body that would lead to identification.
The body was very much decomposed.

ELECTION NEWS.

for governor, 16,852; Rice, Democrat, 14,827;
Oilman, for lieutenant governor, 14,477; Bar-nu-

13,916; YonBaum Ouch, for secretary
of state, 17,544; Boorer, 13,946. Gilman has
lost about aa many Republican votes as he
has gained Democratic. His majority is about
the average of the ticket. The returns are
from the larger towns. Those to come from
the interior towns, where the Republican pre-
ponderance is greater, will, it is estimated,
increase Pilsbury's majority to at least 12,000.
This iB about 1000 behind the rest of the
ticket.

Slarylaad.
BALTIMORE.

Baltimore, November 5. Hamilton,
Democrat, has a majority for governor in th'8
city of 11,102. The remainder of tho State
and city ticket is about the same. Baltimore
county gives 2000 Democratic majority for
the State ticket.

Additional returns show that Frederick
county gives a Republican majority of 293,
Wicomico county, a Democratic majority of
900, and Worcester county 1000 Democratic
majority.

The returns from some of the counties have
not been yet received; but sufficient is known
to show that the Democratic majority will be
from 17,000 to 20,000.

Virginia.
PETERSBURG.

Petersburg, November 5. The returns
received op to this morning from different
cities and counties in the State give the

a much larger vote than was ex-
pected, but the State debt-paye- rs are conf-
ident of a heavy vote in counties not heard
from, and claim tbe legislature by a small
majority.

RICHMOND.
Richmond. November 5. The Dispatch,

the debt-paye- rs organ, foots up the result of
the election for tbe legislature as follows:
For the house of delegates, the conservative
debt-payer- s elected 42; Republican debt-payer- s,

3; readjustee, 10; doubtful; 10. For
the senate, conservative debt-payer- s, 17;
Republican debt-payer- s, 3; readjusters, 10;
doubtful, 10. The paper asserts that not-
withstanding its disappointment in these
figures, the returns make it absolutely cer-
tain that the debt-payer- B will have a small
majority in both houses. Tne Whig, a lead-
ing organ of the readjusters, on the contrary,
claims from the returns received that the
debt-payer- s have met with a Waterloo, and
that unless there is a change in the tenor of
the news to come tbe readjustees will have a
handsome majority in both branches ef the
general assembly. Probably it will be a day
or two before a positive result can be stated.

Leading readjusters state that the returns
so far are favorable. They claim twenty-fiv- e

out of the forty senators, and fifty-eig- of
the one hundred delegates, lhe indications
are that the readjusters will certainly hare a
majority in both nouses.

Chicago, November 5. Complete figures
tor treasurer in Chicago give Johnson, Re-
publican, 22,644; Guerin, Democrat, 18,987;
Altpeter, socialist, d912; Johnson s plurality

son, 29,386; Guerin, 21,278; Altpeter, 4040;
Johnson's plurality, 8108 majority 4069.
Returns from local elections throughout the

Occasional Correspondence of the Appeal. I

Brownsville, .November 1. To your
numerous renders in this section of country
there is one question being agitated just now
of more than ordinary interest and impor-
tance. I mean the treopening of Hatchie
river to navigation. The great mass of the
people contiguous to said stream have never
accepted its irregular closure as at all con-

sistent with right and justice, and, from that
day to this, they have determined that such
irregular and unjust action should be re-

buked by its total repeal at the earliest
practical day. A wealthy and influential
railroad combination have hitherto strongly
opposed them in perpetuating its unjust
claim. But the last legislature, in obedience
to a generally expressed will, of the people,
declared that the closure should be raised
and the river returned to that condition in
which the railroad at its first projection found
it. I need not tell you, Messrs. Editors, with
what joy they hailed this enactment, as the
repeal of a flagrant injustice in its claim on
the one hand, and the reassertion of the peo-

ple's rights above the rights of a corporate
few on the other. Let no one unacquainted
with this stream underestimate its value and
importance. It navigates and drains a rich
and populous country, whose cotton pro-

ducts alone freighted at one and the same
time, when open to navigation, four regular
steamers of an average capacity of a thou-
sand bales. Men are living who remember
the trade then, and who are ready to invest,
and, indeed, would have invested tens
and tens of thousands of dollars in
new cratts for this trade had the bridge
obstructions been removed. They tell me,
too, from their own lips, that they fear
not the temporary drifts, gathered by disuse
along the waters; that, formidable as they
may seem to the uninitiated, they are not by
half as formidable as drifts were when they
first ascended its waters years ago. All
they ask is the privilege of mak-
ing the trial, and they will glad-
ly and anxiously do so at their own risk.
Amid such reflections as these we have
monthly been watching with more than or-

dinary Bolicitude whether the opposing rail-
road interest would observe in good faith the
solemn enactment by withdrawing their
bridge obstruction at this point, and give to
the world free accesa to the navigation ef its
upper waters. Ths anxiety was one time
hopefully relieved, when it was announced
that estimates were being taken and prepa-
rations being made for a suitable draw, to be
completed before this date. Imagine, then,
our disappointment again on learning
that, to all appearances, they now
intend to ignore the will of the
people, to utterly cisregard a solemn
enactment of our State legislature, and to
close forever against all profitable navigation
one of nature's easiest and best highways.
There are at this writing no signs of any ef-

fort being made to accommodate boats at the
bridge, but, on the contrary, their present
structure is being repainted and otherwise
adjusted to the present condition of things,
for aught we know, for all time to come.
Now, Messrs Editors, we desire to cay to the
railroad authorities, that we are by no means
unfriendly to them or to their legitimate suc-

cess. Indeed, they now seem to ns almost
indispensable, and their loss or their crippling
would be seriously dep'ored by all in the
line of legitimate and fair dealing. In that
line there is a handsome living for them,
there is a handsome living for the boats, and
there is a handsooje living for our people in
patronizing both. Already steam-mill- s are
mounted along the river's banks, looking
boldly on its waters as a valuable
in converting our rude forests into the util-
izing building elements of civilization and
refinement. Already sheds are being rebuilt,
and wood is being cut and seasoned to
supply the boats when they shall
arrive. Already many a producer
has pictured to himself the
pleasant day when he shall have the privil-
ege of boarding the craft for Memphis that
carries him and his produce for less than
half of former rates. Selling mean-
time in one of the best markets in
the world, and then returning with supplies
purchased in a market blessed with every
advantage of position and communication
that tend to make his supplies cheap. And
all accomplished to and from his very door
that no other transportation will ever reach
in all probability. Shall these visions ever
be realized? We have this to say to all con-
cerned : If not, they will continue to haant
legions of us until the day of our death. We
may, through improper influences and un-
worthy means, be defeated for a time, but
we will continue to denind legislation in the
broad and catholic interests of the people
and the country, and we shall continue to de-
mand a governor that will see that our lawB
are honestly and faithfully carried out.
