Large amounts of goods are now being
received and shipped daily. Trade is becom-
ing lively and merchants are jubilant.

The afternoon train over the Louisville
road was three hours late yesterday. A large
delegation of returning Memphians came
home.

The city is becoming haunted with drum-
mers. They now think Memphis is a great
city, although during the epidemic they gave
her a wide berth.

Last nisht a negro named Alfred Butler
was arrested by Officer Logan on the charge
of stealing a pair of pants from Wolff's
clothing store, on the corner of Concord and
Main streets.

You can now stand on a street corner
and study the fashions. Three weeks ago
there were no fashions to be seen walking
around. Women were scarce, and men
were in bad humor.

Now that cold winter is setting in nr
norta, an army ot trampa will be down upon

to winter south, where the climate is
milder and the inhabitants are more easily
imposed upon. Our authorities intend to do
a large amount of street-pavin- g this winter,
and it is nrooosed to utilize the tr&mna who
arrive here by inviting them to break stone
during their visit to our city.

The farmers of the eleventh and twelfth
cm I districts of this county, and the farmers
of Desoto county, Mississippi, have organized
a association, to be known as the
J? armers association.

KNIGHTS OF IIONOU.

Report of Presldeat JaaiesB. Cook, of
tbe Belief Beard, of Receipts aad

Kxsesses Dulu the Past Ep-idem- le

Tne Death Roll
of the Order.

Last night the representatives of the dif
ferent lodges of Knights of Honor assembled
at the ladies' ordinary of the Peabody hotel
to receive the report of James B. Cook, pres-
ident of tbe Knights of Honor relief board
during the epidemic of 1879. The report is
very voluminous and elaborate, containing a
large amount of most valuable statistics ana
other information. From the report the fol-

lowing svnopoBis has been taken. On the
sixth of July of the present year, the six
lodges of the order in Memphis organized for
the expected epidemic, ana appomtea wree
membew from each lodge as a re
lief committee, to meet . in convention
and organize a relief board. Ihe reliet
board organized ai follows: James IS. Cook,
president; W. I. Berlin, V.
Goodyear, treasurer; A. N. M Collum, secre
tary; I. M. Johnson, superintendent oi
nurses. Up to July 26tb, the work was car
ried on in assisting members to leave the
city, and from that time active operations
were carried on. Brother K. W. Davis was
elected superintendent of nurses, vte I. M.
Johnson resigned, and Brother W. B. Glis- -
son was elected secretary, vice A. jn. M sol-
ium resigned. The board as organized for
active duty was as follows:

The contribution ot titty cents irom eacn
member of the order, asked for by the su-
preme dictator, enabled tbe relief board to
care for tbe sick. Everything was conducted
on a cash basis. The sick list shows one hun
dred and sixty-on- e members and families as
having been sick; twenty-tou- r members have
died, and out of that number the relief board
lost thirteen five members having died
during the organization of the board. The
superintendent of nurses. Brother K. W.
Davis, was one hundred days on auty. lie
traveled upward of three thousand miles
and made thirty-on- e hundred and fifty visits
to the tack, attending to all their wants
promptly and faithfully. All other officers
did their duty faithfully. The total amount
of cash received was nine thousand two hun
dred and fifty-nin- e dollars and eighty-seve- n

cents.

The Son ot the Ulurdered Ageat later-- "
viewed Ills Ideas on the Indian

(location Freely Vnrnletaed Ttae
Principal Points of an Inter-

esting Conversation.

Correspondence St. Louis Globe-Democra-t.

Denver, November 1. In an interview
with Mr. Ralph Meeker, this morning, the
following somewhat novel and interesting
conversation took place. Coming as the
words of an only son, whose father was one
of the chief victims of the terrible massacre,
they cannot fail to be of general interest to
the public, as they but reiterate the sober
Bentiment at present prevailing in Colorado:

"What is your general impression concern-
ing the peace policy which has been adopted
by the government toward the Utes?"

"This is a hard' question to answer. The
British government and the Mormons have a
peace policy, and they are a success. In
Trinidad, papers in the archives show that in
less than one hundred years after the landing
of Columbus, the Jesuits traveled from the
Isthmus all along the foot of the Rocky
mountains tor thousands of miles, and no
Indians hurt them. Father De Smet spent
thirty years among Sioux. He never lied to
tbem; they never killed mm, because they
knew him so well. My father was a stran
ger to the Utes in many ways, and he was
misunderstood. Many white men haze slan
dered him, but had he lived long enough
with them, and had power to carry out his
plans, the Indians would have thought dif
ferently ot mm. io be an agent is one
thing; to be a missionary is quite another.
But it is an unchangeable law ot tne universe
among animals and men, that square dealing
and decency always win in the end. Wild
men cannot be managed with mere talk, ihe
Indians have lost iaith in American civiliza
tion and American whisky. 1 believe at first
thev need a gentle, humane despotism."

'Have vou any iaea mac iney can ever oe
coaxed or persuaded that a life of agriculture
and industry is better than tne nomaaic one
which thev lead at present?

The Hudson Bay lur company has em- -
bloved Indians for years as hunters. They
pay for the work done. It occupies their
mind, and they are so busy with their busi
ness that they forget to growl and mutiny
and shoot white people, because they are em
ployed by whites. A. man ot wild nature,
with nothing to ao, is dangerous anywhere
Deviltry goes out when work comes in. So
it is in agriculture. Hiring Indians to work
for money always paid, lhen they will learn
to work for themselves, and their children
will not be born lazy.

"Do you think civilization can be attained
without law among them?

"The Indians should be held accountable
to law here the same as in Canada. When
they kill, enforce the law. When whites
kill them, enforce the law. Make them un
derstand that they will hang for murder, and
they will take to peace. '

"Are you not justified in saying that there
exists in the Indian Bomo interior character'
i8tics wnicn precludes tne idea ot their ever
being cmlizsd?

"No. The Indians are preferable to the
fourth ward bummers of New York. The Uie
massacre is no worse than the massacre ot
the Cnisholm family by leading citizens, or
the fat. Bartholomew by the blue-blood-

aristocrats of France. We all came from the
ground.

"Do you think that the Indians would be
just as well protected in the hands of the war
department r

"I think that the Indians ought to be en
tirely in charge of some one department,
either war or interior. I spent six months
investigating the frauds on the Sioux, under
Delano, ana tnpy were simply astounding. A
more corrupt system of management could
not be devised. Hence the sentiment in fa
vor of the war department.

"Wouldn t a little heroic treatment apply
to advantage in tne case of marauders from
the tribes i

"Yes, certainly. The bad Indians need to
be managed with an iron hand. They should
be made to obey the laws of the land, the
same as bad whites. Ouo law for all, and
justice behind the sword. Sometimes he will
intimate or insinuate what he dares not say.
ana it nothing eise win enable him to accom
plish his purpose he will seldom hesitate to
tell a downright falsehood. The Indian is i
good student of nature. Having the illus
trious example of such men as Disraeli at
Berlin, Napoleon 111 in our Mevican aiiairs
and the Greenbackers at the national canital

annot help feeling that it is not good for
man to live Z12re- -

"What is your opinion of the prevailing
impression among the people of Colorado
'that the Utes must go' '

"The spirit of our constitution is that ma
jorities shall rule. A majority of Colorado
voters favor a Bpeedy removal of the Utes,
treaty or no treaty, reservation or no eaei va-tio- n.

Tbe Indians are in the way of develop- -

ing the richest mining districts in America,
if not in tbe world. If the Indians were in
the white settlers' places to-da-y. they would
say. the whites must go. cut, betore tne
Indians are removed and new treaties made.
it would be well tor the government to pay
what it owes the Utes, and to bang the chiefs
who participated in (he outrages on white
settlers. It would also be well to try the
same policy on the Mexican border, where tho
bronzed assassin rules the country, and pre
vents a fine mineral recion from being
opened to the honest industry of the world.

"Don't you think that these trial regula
tions, which now exist, must soon give way
to positive lawr

"The Indians ought to be subject to the
laws of the United States the same as other
people, Chinese, Sandwich Islanders, or na
tives of New Jersey. But chiefs might,under
the new conditions, still hold their superior
relations toward the common Indians.

"Are not these peace 'talks' a kind of
catering to the vanity of the Indians ?"

"They evidently place the relations of the
Indians to tbe whites ou a wrong and dan-
gerous basis. Law, citizenship, and stern.
unyielding justice should be the real basis of
peace.

lno result is generally an impression
among them, is it not, that their style of
oratory is superior to that of the pale-f;ices- ?"

"They think that they know more of war
fare than the whites and they look on edu-
cated men who sell them moldy fliur as poor
white trash. Like roost American orators,
thev are conceited.

"Don't you think they understand the, law
ot lorce better taan any other t

"Yes. A good Gatling gun with plenty of
ammunition in tbe hands ot an honest man
would have a wholesome effect in suggesting
to the aboriginal mind the superiority ot ag
ricultural over promiscuous massacres. :
