When the legislative council of the city
meets, which may not be before next Monday
or Tuesday, the bids tor the Adams street
paving will be opened, and if the contract is
awarded work will be commenced immedi-
ately. City Engineer Meriwether and his as-
sistant, A. J. Murray, are ready to superin-
tend the work.

These cases will be heard on
their merits, probably during the easing
term of court.

Complete metamorphosis Change Is
Eyerr Part or Onr Only Legitimate

Place of Amusement Actors
and Public Alike Hand-

somely Provided for

The Gods and Goddesses or Scandina
via mastered Into the Service to

Point a Moral and Adorn
a Tale Lenbrle's Grand

Enterprise.

The Memphis Theater, for several years
the only legitimate place of amusement
our city could boast, is no longer the Mem-
phis Theater. It has become the victim of a
series of metamorphoses that will be truly
astonishing to its former habitues in
other words, the Memphis Theater, from
cellar to roof, has- - been placed
in the artisan's crucible, melted
over, and from the molds comes Leubrie's
Theater a daisy, a perfect bijou, presenting
new features of the painter's and uphol-
sterer's art, a study of which alone will fur-
nish abundant entertainment for one even
ing, without raising the drop curtain. We
propose to tell the readers of the Appeal
all about it, prefacing the narrative with the
information that the Appealer found it
out by a slant for which he is individually
and aione responsible, w e cauea on

ICR. I)U LEUBRIE,

the proprietor, who has conceived and, with
characteristic enterprise, pushed the work on
to its present nearness to completion, without
regard to the existence of a yellow-fev- er epi-

demic in the city. Conversation opened on
the general topics ot the day, during which
we are being conducted through the various
departments the most elegant storerooms iu
the south of the Leubrie Brothers' store on
Main street. Mr. Lou Leubrie s elabora
tions on the specimens of decorative art to be
seen in bis establishment furnished a cue for
inquiry about the coming theatrical opening,
and what the programme ot the season
would be, but we were soon impressed with
the fact that, while he was the boss of the
great work of improvement coing on at the
theater, he had nothing to do with the pres
ent season's management ot the entertain
ments arranged by

MESSBS. BROOKS A DAVY.
the lessees. Bat Mr. Leubrie Lou Leubrie

entertained us for , an hour, or less, with
what he thought would nlease Memphis pat
rons of the drama. He word-painte- d the
picture in such glowing colors that we doubt
ed the man's sanity, and concluded to go and
see for ourself. Luck was in our favor, for
we had not gone half a square before Mx.
Frank Gray. Brooss & Davy s treasurer,
hove in sight, and we buttonholed him until
he essayed to shake us by an invitation to
beer. We never beer, therefore his invita
tion was declined, the nickel returned to its
place of retreat in his pocket book", and con-

versation on the epidemic, ensued
We drew him into the subject of the improve'
ments going on

AT TBS THEATER,
and mildly hinted that we had just time
enough to walk down and get a peep. Mr.
Gray politely assented to chaperons the Ap
peal man through the establishment, but
not without some difficulty, as a fresh em
ploye among the workmen happened to be
near the door when Mr. Gray knocked for ad
mittance, and promptly responded JNo one
admitted here except on business." "We
belong to the show," or words to that effect
broke the sacred seal of privacy the open
sesame, 68 it were and we were ushered
into the vestibule, which was filled with scaf
folding, on which five or six painters ere
busily engaged giving the final touches to
the walls of the staircase and ceiling. Here
we met the chief artist of the work,

MR. HENRI KROXAUER,
who was on the scaffolding doing some mag
nificent frescoes on the ceiling. An
delicately urged, failed to draw Mr. Kron
auer out as to what shapes or designs were
contemplated for this descrjtira, which he
said he wanted to complete before any de
scription of the woik would be given to the
press. We inclined to the opinion that he
was correct, but we kept on noting on our
wristbands and finger-nai- ls whatever of in-

formation we could gather from the cursory
conversation and our own observation. Mr.
Krocauer is assisted in his department by
Mr. Arnold, a probcient as a scenic artist.
under whose skillful touch beautiful figures
and designs were produced as it by magic,
Ascending the grand staircase our attention
was attracted by tho beautiful walls, done in

jasper-marbl- e panels (closely r.sembling the
unexcelled red marble ot leonessee quarries
the white veins being wider and more clearly
denned;. Ihis was the artistic skill of

KB. HEKRT HARFORD,
who has been steadily at this work for the past
seven weeks, lbe perfect imitation and
carefully drawn lines indicated that the
artist's nerves were not in the least unsettled
by the raging of the epidemic in the
city. Atother two or three steps ascended
brought us to the grand entrance, where we
were struck with another feature of the
work, not completed, but in progress. On the
newel-post- s ot the staifsase, on eitter side,
two half life-siz- e figures, of appropriate sub
jecte, are placed, each bearing a four-glob- e

chandelier ot gorgeous pattern. And then
there were the immense new folding-door- s,

with glass panels. Everybody remembers
the old concern through which they had to
pass, and which during an entertainment
slammed backward and forward, making a
noise similar to that of a mule kicking the
stuffing out ot hia empty feed-bo- x. The new
doors hang under a grand arch, from the cen
ter of which an elegant chandelier will hang,
The doors are hung so as to make no noise
whatever in opening and closing. We en
tered the grand auditorium, and at the first
glance we were 6truck with amazement at

THE SREAT CHANGE
that had taken place. Tt was really a scene
of enchantment. Standing in the gtand en
trance, the first attraction was the life-siz- e

figure of one of the muses, on the back of
soaring eagle, bearing in her hand a harp,
On the right the subjects of History and
Science, and on the left Art and Music, were
faithfully represented on the ceiling over the
parquet circle (formerly known as the dresa
circle). The walls of the theater were done
in panel work, of Sienna marble, the pilasters
in brown, with black and gold fresco work,
and edged with gilt moldings, aa are the
panels and pilasters in the ceiling above. A
few steps further down the main aisle
brought us in full view of the main ceiling
or canopy of the theater. Here we were in
the presence of some of the most striking
characters of

NORSE MYTHOLOGY,
presenting a study for those posted in its his-
tory. In the center was the Sua, represented
by a hundred gas jets, ingeniously con-
trived by powerful reflectors to throw a
flood of light down into the remotest recess-
es of the auditorium. This is the only one
of the old-tim- e features we discovered, but it
had been so furbished up and regilded that
made it almost unrecognizable as the old
one. The ceiling is in cerulean blue, typical
of the blue canopy of heaven. In each of
the four circular divisions around the Sun
appear life-sw-e representations of mytholog-
ical characters, the first the goddesses

7RIOQ AND FREIJA,
the successive wives of Odin. Mythologians
wrote that one was but the development of
the other, at the same time that the first-name- d,

who Bat enthroned beside the royal
spouse, surveyed all, knew all, and exercised
control over the whole face of nature, was
his best-belov- wife. Freija was also a god-
dess, the good-nature- d, sweet-temper- god-

dess, who presided over smiling nature, send-
ing sunshine, rain and harvest. She was
also the goddess into whose charge the dead
passed, tee tradition giving that half the
number of dead heroes who fell in battle be-

longed to her. Next is
MARS AND VENUS,

the first the god of turmoil and storms in
human affairs, pr in other words the god of
war. Of all the mythological characters he is
pictured the most fierce and terrible, having
pleasure only in slaughter and massacre.
Venus, the second figure in this piece, was
the god ot love, and as we have ail loved
"sooner or later" in life, perhaps universal
familiarity with the attributes of her charac-
ter renders further remarks about this divin
ity unnecessary. We pass on to the next
Diece,

pia. Andromeda had been bound to the
rock by her father, having been persuaded to
do so by the oracle of Ammon in Libya, in
order that certain evils and disasters that
had been visited upon the people might be

abited. Ferseus, in saving her, was prompt
ed, not so much by humanity as by his in
fatuation with her beauty, and extorted irom
her a promise of marriage, al- -
thnnffh she was previously in matri
monial prospective with her father's brother.
The story goes that she promised the love
lorn Perseus to marry mm, wnereupon ne
slew a monster that threatened to make a
feast of the fair maiden, and took her to wed.
The marriage feast was broken in upon by
the first-lov- e of the bride, who headed a
strong body of soldiers, but Perseus shook
the head of the monster he had slain at his
armed assailants which turned them all to
stones, and the marriage proceeded without
further interruption. This piece will
form one of the chief studies
for the chivalric youth and fair
maiden attendants on the present season's
entertainments, and the more intense his
love for her, of a couple, the more he will
wish she was Andromeda and As Perseus,
armed with the head of a dead dragon.

EKATO AND EUTERPE
are the subjects of the remaining piece in the
group. These are a couple ot the muses, the
first the muse of love and marriage songs,
represented as playing on a lyre She is
sometimes represented holding a lyre by her
side in one hand, while in the other she car
ries an arrow or a wreath ot myrtle and
roses. The artist selected the former atti-
tude aB most striking. Euterpe, the muse of
the art of musie and giver of pleasure of
sweet sounds, is here presented with her
favorita instrument, the flute. Euterpe
played on many instruments, which in her
day might have caused her to be regarded
as a rarely accomplished musician. If she
were to apply tor a place in musical circles
of the present day her universatility would be
a poor recommendation, as this is the age ot
specialists.

These complete the group around the
Sun," all of them life size, and as speci

mens of fresco work they do credit to the
artists, Messrs. Kronaur and Arnold. But
these are not all. In front of the proecenium
are three equally well executed pieces, the
central being

ODIN.
the od of the air,"according to the mytholo
gy ot the .Norsemen, tie is the ideal person-
ification of the moviug air, the ethereal sky
itself, and as such was he worshipped, and
we are historically tntormed that a trace ot
the worship ot Odin survives even to the
present day. Jn one of the Orkney islands
there is said to be a stone which takes its
name from this god, the Odin stone, in a
hollow of which superstitious people thrust
their beads by way of testifying on their sol-

emn oaths, as we, the more enlightened race,
testify the truth of our statement on the holy
bible. The Via Lactat, or Milky Way, seen
bt night, is known also as OJin'b Way.
Odin was also the Norsemen's god of war.
He is faithfully represented in this picture
sitting on his throne wearing his crown and
regal robes, with a raven on each shoulder,
and a hound (probably the "daps ot war ) on
either side. On the right of Odin is a pic-
ture of

THOB,
the god of Thunder, said to be the son of
Oim. He is represented as driving through
the clcuds in a chariot drawn by two goats,
with the hammer .with which to forges the
thunder-bolt-a lifted high in the air. That
hammer, though apparently insignificant,
was an object of great reverence among the
pagan Norsemen, bearing with them the
same relations that the cross of Christ does
with christians. Oa the opposite side, and
left of Odin, appears

FREIJA,
the favorite wife of Odin, whose mythological
history is given above. In this picture she
appears in a chariot drawn by lions, flying
through the clouds, and presents rather a
dashing, reckless, wild character for one who
was supposed to be the dispenser ot bo much
sunshine and happiness.

These complete the ceiling pieces. After
the spectator has studied all the shades of
character represented in them, Lis eyes drop
to the front panel ot

THE FROSCENEUM,
where the attraction-i- s a life-siz- a bust picture
of Shakespeare, the likeness striking. Un
tha risht and left are Terpsichore and
Euterpe, the first the muse of dancing and
the latter of music as described above,
Terpsichore's millions of votaries will admire
this picture and compliment the artist for
his splendid ideality. The next attraction is
the arch on the prosceneum, a beautitui piece
of work, and will attract the attention ot tho
vonnz people of both sexes. At each end
Amor, or Caoid. is respresented astride
a lion bearing the ends ot garlanda of
flowers, extending the entire span of the arch,
supported at regular intervals by little cupids,
the background of black velvet showing up
the high colors ot the images and norai dec
orations. The side panels of the prosceneum
are also attractive, the right side bearing the
bust portrait of Sir Walter Scott, and the
left that of Lord Byron, both fair specimens
of portrait painting in fresco. The sides,
like the arch, are in black velvet back
ground, edged with gilt mouldings and pat'
tern decorations, that will make pleasing con
trasts under the strong gaslights. Turning
the back to the stag we are struck with the
changes apparent on every bani in the audi
torium. In the parquet and parquet circle
(formerly dress circle) there are no chairs
the old ones having been removed and fixed
in numerical order up-stai- rs in tho balcony
circle (formerly family circle), in their place
we learn that the latest approved chairs will
be placed, styled.the patent iron folding opera
chairs, notable for their convenience and
comfort. The borders are all freshly painted
in crimson, gold and black, with gilt edgings,
and are to be cushioned in red silk plush
Several important changes in the arrange
ments were here brought to our notice, the
principal one3 being stair-case- s on either
side of the stage, by which communication is
established between the parquet and parquet
circle.

THE STAGE
has been entirely rebuilt, and the green-roo- m

and dre3sing-roo- have been placed beneath
the stage, of larger size, and generally more
commodious than the old ones on the stage
floor. They will be nicely furnished, with
mirrors and other conveniences for the act-
ors. Gas, water, and heating apparatus,
carpets, etc., all of which will be appreciated
by the profession. Besides the green-roo-

there are four dressing-room- s, all nicely
painted. The "star" dressing-roo- m remains
on the stage floor, but has been remodeled
and otherwise changed so as to be more con-

venient in all particulars.
THE DROP CURTAIN

is not in position, but from the description
of what it is to be, given on a former
occasion, we know it will be one
of the attractive features of the new theater.
It will be draped above in heavy fringed
lambrequin, beneath which heavy curtains in
crimson drawn aside revealing an oval land-
scape, representing the home of Maximilian
at Miramar, near lrieete, in Austria. It is
said of his sleeping apartments that they
were afac simile ot the cabin of the ship in
which be served his term as midshipman in
the Australia naval service. The picture
was selected by Mr. Leubrie months ago, it
striking his fanc7 as the most lovely land-
scape on the earth.

be painted. Mr. Leubrie declares that
none of the old Bettings shall be presented.

PUBLIC HEALTH.

Hou&e-to-Hou- se Inspection to be Hade
by Tax liie-DIstr- lct Inspectors Cel-

lars to be Inspected and Pat
In Sanitary Condition Side-

walk Obstructions.

Privy Vaults to be Emptied, Disinfected
and Filled Up Dry Earth-Close- ts

to be Used, or Connections
to be Wade with

Sewers.

The city board of health has laid out a
plan of campaign ou a sanitary basis. War
will be made on privy-vaul- ts that are be-

lieved to be the principal cause of outbreaks
of yellow-feve- r in Memphis. These death-hol- es

taint all the cisterns in their vicinity,
and in that way destroy health and life. The
earth, saturated with excremental matter ot
the most poisonous character, impregnate!
the water in cisterns by means ot sipe-wate- r,

and, although the senses do not detect this
in the water we drink, yet it can be easily
detected when that apparently clear and pure
water is subjected to a chemical analysis.
The health board has therefore ordered
that all privy-vaul- ts be emptied, disinfected
and filled up, the work to begin on the third
of December. When the privy-vaul- ts are
filled up, connection can be made from water-clxe- ts

to sewers, if such exist in the vicinity,
if not, the earth-clos- et plan win be enforced.
The plan is simple and cheap. The houses
that are built over privy-vaul- ts can easily
be utilized. All that is necessary is to place
a box partially nuea witn ory eartn unaer
the seats, and keep a barrel or box' of dry
earth inside the privy house, to be used
whenever the seats are used by residents.
These boxes when filled should be removed
and other boxes put in their place. Once a V

month will be sufficiently often to make the
change. This plan u much less costly than
having to tucnp out an ovei flowing privy- -
vault every few months, to say nothing ot the
great benefit to health and the saving ot
lite. Private health means public neaitn.
When everv citizen puts his own premises in
a good sanitary condition, the entire city will
bo in a good sanitary condition, and yeuow-fev- er

epidemics will be numbered among the
things of iVe past.

Lost night about twelve o'clock a pistol
fired in the alley on Gayoso street, east of
Second, created a commotion in the vicinity.

He stated to our reporter
that he worked in the freight depot ot the
Mississippi and Tennessee railroad, and re
sided in a house in the alley on Gayoso near
Second street with his wife and aunt. The
latter went out to the privy, and was
startled to discover a man within. She ran
back to the house and awoke Mr. Perkins,
tellin? him that somebody was in the plce.
He got a pistol and went out, thinking that
some one was trying ' to steal his horse,
which was in the stable near by.
When he approached the pnvy he
hallooed, "Who's in there?" No answer was
returned and be threw a brick at tne bouse.
