Another Celilnion at Sea,

A HORRIBLE NURDER

Confen:ed by a Prisoner who Thought
he was Going to be Lymeched—A
Htory of Wife-Stealing,
Arsom and Bloody
Batehery.

St. Pavi, November 10.-—Tha Pioneer
Press has a special from St, Clond, giving
the particulars of a horrible erima in Todd
couuty, this State, and the lynching ot the
pérpetrators. It seems that early last spring
a family by the name of Caldale settled in
the town of Ward, as neighbors to Jobn and
Michael Maede, who were living tovether as
bachelora. In a very short time John Maede
succeeded in alienating the affectious of Cul

dale’s wife, and induced her to come and
live with him. A few days ago Maede's
house was burned, which is supposed fo
bave been done by the women of the
neighborhood, they hoping thereby to
terminat: the scandalons performances in
their midst. Maede lgid the crime to Cal-
dale, whom be knew was his bitter enemy,
and mgade Lhreats that he woold shoot him.
Ancther man, whose name is not learned,
was living with Caldale, and a few days at-
ter Maede's house was burned they were
both missing. The investigation resulted in
the stro t evidence that they had been
murdered. Buckshot holes were found in
the walls of their rooms, An ax covered
with blood was also found in the house, Sus-
icion at once rested on thae Maede
amily. John Masde was fouand, arrest-
ed and taken to Long Prairie, the county
seat, and had an examimation last Saturday.
Although the evidence wagy shight, he
was held to await the actiunag the grand
jory, which will meet in February. Oan Sat-
urday a large number of indignaat citizens
came in from the surrounding country, and
the cfficers had wll they could &3 % keep
them from doing the prisoper wviclence. In
the afternoon, spparently becoming some-
what frightened at the condact of the crowd,
he made a full confession of the bloody trag-
edy to Shenff Davis. He claimed his brother
Michael did the killing; that he was present
and helped drag the bodies off aad bury
them; that one of them was shot and in-
stantly killed and the other badly wounded,

and an ax was used to finish the job.

The bodies were found as stated by him,
wrapped in & sheet and buried 1 the brush,
The horribly mutilated remains presegted a
most sickemag wight. Yhis was more than
the indignant citisens could stand, and on
Satorday might the prisoner was tauken from
the jail by the mob, and Sunday's sun shone
upon his lfeless body hanging to a tree.
The brother, Michael, who had left the coun-
ty, was arrested Sunday in a German settle=
ment at Lake Heary, ﬁt.en.n wounty, and was
taken to Jong Prarie {ast night, wheye it is
said the mob awaited bim. The officer hav-
ing him in charge did not know the fate of
John, probably did not learn it before reach-
