A Fiame of Considerable Propertiens
Bostox, November 11.-——A fire broke ont
shorlly before noon to-day in the building =t
Nos. 414 and 416 Bleeker street, which ex-
tends to Hudson street and faces on Abing-
don equare. It is_occapied by a number of
manufactorers. Flames meuing from the
windows of the fourth floor, used as a caba-
netmaker's shop by J. A. Thomas, attracted
the attention of people in the street, and the
alarm was quickly given. All the fire-engines
in the district turned oat, but the flameg
spread, despite the efforis made to check
them, to the floors above and below, sod
soon four of the ifive floors were in fiames.
Crowds of people assembled in the neighbor-
hood, and atreet car traflic was stopped.

LETTERS FREOM THE PEOPLE.

Letter from Major NMiles Meriwether.
Eprrois ArrearL—The questions now up-
permost 1n the minds of the physiman and
sanilarian—the intelligent and thinking pop-
plation of the city and State—and osag de-
weadipg the most earoest attention of the
entire peopls ot the city, aret
First—1'c what lecal eagzes and to what ex-
tent, if local and primary, ia duoe the exist-
ence of yellow-feverin our midst?
Second— What shall be done to prevent a
recurrence of the fever and the dire ¢alami-
ties that follow—loss of population by death
and desertion, loss of momey, depreaation
and decay of all property values, loss of
character and the eateem of our fellow cili-
zens far and pear?
In answer (o the first, there is gregt vari-
ance of opinion. Some claiming that ivis ip-
digenous, and more or less local. Others,
that it 15 an exotic, brought to our shores
snd homes through the many agencies for
the trapsmission ol diseasee, whoerever man
dwells and moves. These, however, are
mere gquestions lor the sgientist and the
fature. If an exotie, it bas found in our
midst a soil of wonderful fertility, and from
which it must be eradicated as a noxious
weed, root and branch, if we woald live and
prosper as n great commercial center. In
the light of science and the teachings ol ex-
penence, wa read that all towns and oities
grow and prosper in & ratio with the secarity
of life and health, other advantages being
equal. For Memphis we can secure good
permanent health by having an abuvdaace
of pure waler (that we have in
Woll river above the overflow
of the Missisippi river)—and by means of
thoroughly and perfectly built cisterns—
above and below ground—according to lo-
cality. In the thorough paving of our streets
with good macadam nand ranite block
pavements, as rapidly as posmble. A thois
ough system of surface drains nod gutlers,
The discontinuance, as far as practicable, of
the underground privy system, for fecal
matter, and the subatitution of the dry-earth
closet, and burning of eame, or the construc-
ion of privies of cast iron set in the ground,
or built of concrate beton, and wholly dia-
conncoted from the residenmces. These priv-
ies can be constructed wilh an arrangement
to syphan the liguid matter intoan adjoin-
ing vault, leaving the solid matter to be taken
out at stated periods and destroyed. The
cellars and basements of our business houses,
and homee, too, whenever possible,should be
thoroughl and repeatedly whitewashed
with fresh lime. It should be used
reat abundance all over the city.
fn connection with all this work, we should
begin at 8a early a day as practicable. A
system of sub-sewers for the drainage of
oset, surface water and manufactories, and
in part fecul matter, The straightening,
walling in and paviog of the bayous, orarch-
ing of same, and the construction of a well-
considered system of sewers and drains, are
matters of great importance to the welfare
of our city, as conceled by all who bave giv-
en the subject serious consideration. Batb be-
ing works of magmitude, in our depressed
and impoverished condition, do nol now seem
ible of accomplishment, except ia a very
limibed degree, within the next few years,
and require some specific legislation, large
capital and great degree of energy and de-
termination. Yet must we look to them ina
great measure as a sourcé of reliel from our
woes, and as true adjuncts of a great city of
the future.

thus drnink rank poison instead of pure water,
which is so essential to human bealth. Ua-
defined stinks, which are poisoming the very
air wa breathe, on every hand from
poorly covered old privy vaalts. Our daty is
very plain: Every and new vawlt showld
be ferreted oui, emptied of ite discase-breed-
ing contents and filled wp with earth, and
none but earth-closets should be allowed un-
til connection with our contemplated sewer-
age system is established. All cisterns
should then be emptied and made sipe-
proof, and then the people can 6l them up
this winter with a fresh supply of good water,
The Nicolson pavement aléo furnishes, to
eome people, the 1dea of a disease-breeder.
To quoiet the a i

would advise the removrl of it during Febru-
ary next; we cennot soare it jast yet, unless
stone pavement cin be sul-fituted at omce.
With these nuoisances abated, we can safely
count on immuyaily from another epidemic.
Memphis, the once proud and gay Bluff City,
has been sadly bum-'at>d, ser merchants
have suffered ontold reverses—enother epi-

demio will be like the ha’r *hat broke the
camel’s back.

WasnmwaeroN, November 11.—A. D.
Hazan, third assistant-postmaster-general,
has completed his annuval report. It exhibits
the operations of the postoffice department
during the Jast fiscal year in the divisions of
finance, postage-stampe, etec. The total re-
ceipts of the department for the twelve
months ended June 30, 1879, were $764,466
more them those of the preceding year, and
about $1,000,020more than estimated. This
result is attnibated Lo the revival of business,
and tho consequent increased demand for
postage-stamps aud stamped envelooes, the

sales of which amounted to $769,452
more than the total for the preceding year,
%3%6387.539 more than for the fiscal year of
The Shanghal Cotton Crep.

Wasamsaron, D. C., November 11 —Mr,
Bailey, United States consul-general at
Shaunghai, China, in a dispatch to the depart-
ment of state, reports that the cottom crop in
that district will not be more thao half the
avernge yield. This will probably make the
usual demand 1 China and Japan for cotton
goods. The United States consul at Odessa
reports to the departmect of state that the
wheat crop of Russia will fall far short of the
usual hbarvest, and that American wheat
must be in great demand in ell perts of
Europa.

Misecellancous.

Arrangements having been made with the
trunk railroad lines for haif-fare rates to the
reanion of the Army of the Comberland and
unveiling of the statue of General George H.
Thomas, at Washiogton, on the nineteenth
instant, the veterans and organized bodies
intending to participate are notified by the
execative committee that they should at once
complete arrangements to reach g point on
the trunk lines so as to arrive in Washington
on the eighteenth. The committee on trans-
portation will designate through the press
the parties to whom application should be
made for certificates, upon which tickets can
be purchased. Colonel P. R. Wright, char-
man of the commttes (Riggs house), should
be notifed by orgamized bodies indicating
the members that will attend.

The funeral of Mrs. Margarat Eaton,widow
of (General Johm H. Eatop, secretary of war
under President Jackson, took place in this
gity to-day, and was largely attended.
Among the floral offerings were a bouquet
from Mrs. Hayes and Secretary M'Crary.

Important Cablnet Sesaion.

The cabinet meeting to-day was atlended
by all the members and was of ucusually
long duration. Most of the time aside from
that devoted to the transaction of merely
rontine business was occupied in discussing
questions of constitutional and international
law 1 connection with the subject of the
proclamation recently issued by the Canadian
government permitting American vessels to
come to the relief of Canadian vessels in the
waters of the Dominion only when danger
of loss of life or cargo is absolutely
immioent. A law pow upon our
statute books permits Canadian wvessels to
enter our waters freely and reader astistance
to American yessels in distress under any
circomstanges and fo any extent. [t was
suggested to-day that the President should
declore by proclamation that the privileges
of Capadian vessels in our waters shall be

recisely the same as those accorded by the
Bominion anthorities to American veasels,
and no greater; bat the cabinet were divided
in opinion as to the powec of the President
under the exisling law 'to issue a qualified
proclamation of the nature above indicated,
and at the close of the discussion the whole
matter was leflt updeteymined. [t will prob-
ably be deciged within the next few days.

acres. The amouut of land surveyed the last
fiscal year exceeds by 414,769 acres the total
area surveyed in the preceding twelve months,
and while the report shows a falling off of
gome 777,000 acrés in cash wsales of State
selestions, scrip locations, and lands patented
for railroad grantg, the ingregse ip arep taken
up by settlers under the homestead and tim-
ber cnltare lawe, has been sufficient not only
to counterbalance this falling off, but to make
the nmggregate disposals of the year
grealer by 642,204 acres than the
total for the previous year. The
increase in  the homestead entries was
841,776 acres, and in timber-culture entries
896.f39 acres. (wing to the existing laws
for the disposal of pghlic lgnds for home-
steads and timber-calture, it ia shown that
during the last fiscal year, with a larger dis-
posal of land, there were received from all
sonrces only $1,883,113, being $139,418 less
than the amount received during the fiscal
year ending June 30, 1878. Referring to the
absentee Shawnee lands nnd Miami laads in

In Arkansas alone the annual Jo:s
to the government by the destruction of valua-
ble timber is estimated at not less than five
bundred thousand dollars. A large amount
of lamber has been recovered, and covsid-
erable sums of money received a8 comprom-
ise on suits brought by the government
against timber depredators, and many other
suits are still pending in Michigan and else-
where. Along the northern national bound-
ery line extensive depredations are reported
to have been committed uponm our public
timber lands by Canadians, These cases are
now under investigation, The powers of
the de are so enfeebled by
imi __appropriations for  detecting

limited
and punishing timber trespassers, that byt a

part of the plonder and destruction of the
timber of the public domain can now be pre-
vented, and there is great necessity for more
prompt and vigorous action than the govern-
ment hus vre taken for the Erotection
of ils_intercats. In conclusion, the acting
commissioner adverts to the necessity of em-
ploFing a large number of clerks, and em-
braced among them men of expenence and
ability; and in this conneclion he calls atten-
tion to the imsufficiency of the existing pro-
vigions to meet the requiremenfs of this
branch of the public service. He says it is
certainly time that adequate measures were
adopted to bring this office iuto a proper con-
dition for dmbargln_g promplly and efficient-
ly the difficult and important dalics devolv-
ing upon it nnder laws of conpress.

TERRIFIC STORM

Over In Arkaosas—Hall-Stones of Un-
precedented Size and Quantity—
A Clear Bweep of Everylhing
in its Fath—One Man Killed
and Several Injured.

Lirrie Rock, November 11.—A tarrific
storm passed over a porlion of Crawford
county, on Saturday last. About three o'clock
in the afternoon, at Van Barep, the bail fell
m an’ unprecedented quantity. Hail-stones
were found in the streets two by three inches
in dimensions. The center of the force
seemed to be near the Natoral Dome, six-
teen miles norlh.

BRITISH GRALIN PROSPECTS,

The Weather, the Great Agricultural

LoxpoN, November 11.—The Mark Lane
Express says: "'A decided improvement n
the weather the past week facilitated wheat
sowipg, which iy fairly forgard in the south-
ern and some :%i land nties. [n the
higher distyicts o land the ¢rmmence-
ment of snow and nigiht frosts have wnecessi-
tated the reaping of much in an imperfectly
ripened condition. The oat crop is only ex-
cted to be a balf average yield, It is stated
e Eroapecta 18 the mosat serious ever encoun-
t by the present generation of Scotch far-
mera. Irish reports are less nnfayorable, the
weather having beed vyery hne. At Mark
Lane English wheat is rgther more freely of-
ferpd, but the supply 13 undoybtedly sgall
for b time of the yeawr. The condilion is
somewhat improved, owing to the more fav-
orable weather for threshing. At a
majority of the provincial markets busi-
ness has been quite impracticable, as a large
roportion of the grain offered has beon use-
ess to millers. The few fine dry luts to be met
with changed hands on the former lerms,
while inferior parcels are quite neglected.
The imports of foreign wheat into Liondor
have been fuir, but not excessive. There
was a slight réyival in business Monday, but
singe then some reaclion has laker place.
Specalators held wlopf aud oconfdence is
somewhat shaken by the increase of the visi-
ble supply in Amernica, Holders have been
upheld by the rise in prices in New York,
and there has been a disposition to force
sales, ()a the whole there has been only a re-
tail consumptive demand, which was gatistied
at previous pricea. Sales of English maltin
barley was checked by imports of Frenc
and German barley. Maize ia neglected and
prices slightly easier despite the comparative
absence of eicivals. The arrivals at ports
upon call haye Leey Igrge. Whealigina
state of ouppression, buyers pldmig off
pending further arrivals, and p.ices fully a
shilling and a quarter lower on the week.
Maize is in fowr demand al about threepence
per quarter decline. Bosiness in wheat for
shipment 15 very limited at two shillings per
narter decline.

Sax Fraxcrsco, November 11.—The dis-
tribution of the estate of M. S. 0’'Bnen, de-
ceased, amounting to nine million dollars,
which was to have taken place August 29th
last, has, by the degision of the probate
court, rendered yesterday, been pestponed
indefinitely, the estate being defendant in
four suits brought by John H. Burke against
J. C. Flood and others, amounting to three
million eight huondred and eighty-foor thou-
zand dollurs. Burke filed an opposition to
the distribution, together with copies of the
complaint in all the actions pending, and
which was demurred to by the executors and
legatees of the estate. Judge Myrick, of the
probate court, in overruling the demurrers,
says: “Suffiment appears in the opposition to
show that a ial distnbution shruld not be
made until the controversy as to the rights of
Burke is disposed of."
