THE LATE SULCIDE,

A Fow Porticalars as 1o the Histery
of the Late Nirs., John Donovawm,
Formerly Mre, A. Mayer, who
was Burned to Death on
Monday Last.

The late Mrs, John Donovan, who commit-
ted suicide on Monday last, came here from
New York city as the wife of a German
named Sievel, who died in this city during
the epidemic of 1873, DMrs. Sievel was of
Irish parentage, and at the Lime of her mar-
risge was ouly fifteen years of age. She had
four children by Mr, Sievel, the children now
liviog at 179 Main street, the ecena of the
sorror of Monday lash, In 1879 she ioter-
married with Mr. A, Mayer, a well known
GGerman ealoon-keeper, who had lost his
wife by yellow-fever in 1873, B8he had
no children by Mr. Mayer, who died
last year., Mr. Mayer left her some property
and willed her about five cr six tgomand
doilars lelt him by his brother, who died
about two years ago. Mrs. Mayer had some
five or 8’ x thousand doliars in money and the
saloon property, where she continued bum-
uess since the death of Mr. Mayer, When
she and John Donovan left here at the out-
break of the late epidemic and went to St.
Loms, she opened a salcon and restanrant in
the latter city and drew out a large portion
of her moaoey from this point to estab-
lish berself o business at St. Lowma.
After her unfortunate marnage with Dopovan
she beard that he had boasted that he had
made fifteen thouesand dollars by the trans-
action, and she separated from him and re-
tarned to Memphis with her four children,
Bhe believed that her merriage with Dono-
van by some connbiy magistrate was not le-
wal, and she expressed herself keenly as to it,
feeling that she had committed a orime, The
property which she absndoned in St. Lonis
waus in charge of her huosband, and her
friends say ehe had but little here to leave
her children under the will which she made
ere she breathed her laust. The scene be-
tween her and her sorrowing children
ere she died is said to have
been heactrending. She adjured them
never {o act as foolish as their mother had
done; then she blessed them and died. The
affair bas created no little excitement and
bitter feeling toward Mr. Donovan, whom
she charged with being the anthor of her
troubles and the canse of her death. Her
troub! 3 unsettled her reason and then she
committed the termble act of puuring kero-
gene 01l over her clothing and setting them
on fire. A more horrible, ghastly sight conld
not well be imagined than that presented b
the unfortunate woman, crisped and borne
#s she was from her knees up to her head,

Meeting of the Committees Appointed at
the Meeting of Memphis Business
Men Held at St Louis—
Interchange of -
Yiews.

Mass-Meeting to be Held Next Saturday
Evening to Consider Samitary
Matters and Calling for

Meeting of Legis-
latare.

Yesterday afternoon the commitiees ap-
pointed at tbe St. Louis meeting of Mem-
phians, on the thirtieth of September, and a
pumber of other citizens of Memphis, met at
the cotton exchange ocommittes-rooms, on
Madison street, to comsider the ways and
means to improve the sanilary condition of
Memphis. Mr, D. P. Haddep, chairman,
stated the object of the meeting and said the
8t. Lounis meeting was called together by
refugee Memphians, merchants, property-
owners and professional men at St. Loais
and other points. It was them understood
that something had to be done i Memphis
or else the business men will have to move
to some other point to do business. It was
said that bosiness could be dome at St.
Louis, if necessary, by Memphis merchants.
The queslion of sewering the city was the
great question, and the meeting favored
doing so by a gewersltsx; a joint stock
company was believed to be impracticable
for that purpose. Mr. Hadden stated that
certain committees were aspomtegl at the St.
Louis meeting, and he read the lists of com-
mitteemen, as follows:

Mr, Hadden added that it was thought
best that these committees shall be called to-
gether and hear their views, as well as those
of other gentiemen present, upon the impor-
tant subject, 5

Colonel Gantt, chairman on calling the
legislature in extra session, stated that so far
the legislatare has not yet convened. His
committee, he thought, would have to do its
work last; when it has been demonsirated
that the people of Memphis have united upon
some series of measures necessary to prevent
a recurrence of epidemics, and that these
measures are practisable, and when the gov-
ernor should be convinced that such meas-
ares are of sufficient importance to the State
that an extra session of the legisla.are was
necessary, when a strong public sentiment
appea in favor of necessary measures,
then it will be time for bis (Colonel Gantt's)
committee to ask the governor to call this
extra session. He advised caution, and se-
caring all the hght necessary. There must
be unity of public sentiment on this subject,
and we must ask only reasonable things,
then we need not carry around the hat ask-
ing for charity. We will be in a condition to
help ourselves, and he hoped the time would
soon come when Memphis would be in a con-
dition to do favors, not to ask them.,

, General Colton Greese, chairman of com-
mittee on eogineering and surveying, said
thut be and Mr. Piper visited Louisville and
consulted with Mr. Hermany and other engin-
eers who some years ago made a report on
the subject of eewerage, elc., in Memphia.
He then read tha published report read at
the St. Louis meeting, on the subject of
sewerage in Mempins, and based on the
report of Mr. Hermany, engineer at Lonis-
ville, who made the survey of Memphis
many years since. Jhe report read by
Greene is as follows:

The necessity of providing a method lor
the remowval of house drainage and fecal
matter in Memphis is 80 apparent, aand the
subject bas been so thoroughly discussed,
that your committee deem il unnecessary to
support their recommendations by argu-
ments, and benca address themselves directly
to the sutject. In 1867-68, under the direa-
tion of the board of waterworks and sewer-
uge commissioners for the city of Memphis,
a survey of the city was made by Mr. Charles
Hermany, chief engmeer (approved by Mr,
E. 8. Chessbrough, consulting engineer), and
his report, estimates and map for a system of
sewerage were accepted by the commission-
ers. In this report three plans of sewerage
were copsidered, denominated plans one, two
and three, aod the last named (No. 3) was
recommended. Plan 1 is intended to con-
vert Bayou Gayoso, Bayou De Soto, Bayoun
Qaimby and little tty Bayou into
arched masonry .conduoits, and to make
them the main outfall eewers fpr
the discharge of all sewage and
water from rain-storms into Wolf river, the
gstimated cost, on a basis of two inches rain,
being $2,256,670 74. Plan 2 is a modifica-
tion of plas 1, providing for two main out-
fall sewers, discharging their contents into
the Mississippi instead of Wolf river, and es-
timated t> cost (two inches rain) $1,507,-
55550. Whle the engineers considered plan
2 preferable to plan 1, they recommended
neither, and said (we quote from the report):
“However desirable 1t may be to unite the
two improvements into cne, viz.: The purifi-
cation and the maintaining inoffensive of the
bayous, and providing conduits for remuving
house-soil, water and fecal matter jointly, the
- plans described and estimated for are re-
garded as beingin many respects chjection-
able, and they are presested prinapally to
demonstrate that the generally prevailing
public desire to have these unsightl
bayous obliterated cannot ba ratified,
except at a cost and risk. The
plans (1 and 2) are considered objectionable,
first, 1n & financial point of view; second, as
engineering works, and third, as sanitmy
measures.’” And they add: “It is there-
fore concluded that the preferable plan would
be to separate the two improvements aund de-
vise m plan of sewerage into the Mississippi
river, and take 1n adoition but a small quan-
tity of rain water.” This leads us to the
consideration of plan three, which divides
the district to be drained into {three prinei-
pal divisions, v's: into a northern, middle
and svothern division.”” The northern divis-
ion consists of Chelsea, the valley of Bayou
Qmumby, and that portion of the valley of
Bayou (ayoso which is too low to be drained
by the main sewers of the middle and south-
erndivisions. The main sewer for the northern
division 18 tocommence at the Missisippi river,
opposite Winchester street, thence northeast-
wardly through the old uavsj-yard to the
intersection of the alley north of Auction
gtreet with Promenade street, thence east-
wardly along the alley north of Awuction
street to the alley between Fourth and Fifth
slreets, in Chelsea; thence sontheastwardly,
through the valley of Bayou (Juimby, to the
intorsection of the old Haleigh road with
Winter ayenune, extending to Hroadway ave-
nue. The main sewer, draining the puddle
and eouthern divisions, is to ﬁe located in
Beale street, commencing at the Missisaippi
river; thence, puartly by an open cut and
partly by a tonmel, along Beale streetto
Causey street, where its principal branch is
to extend southwardly along Causey straet;
from Causey and Beale sireels eastwardly
along Beale street to Desoto street, at which
point the main sewer is to be divided iato
two ‘{mmp&l branches, une extending south-
wardly along Bayou Desoto as far as Wel-
lington street at present, and the other
northwardly in the valley of Bayon Gayoso
to the atersection of Concord street with
the alley between Main and Second skreets,
The estimated cost of this plan (No. 3) mn
1867-68 was, for the main sewers, $280,-
960 41; for the branch sewers, $353,287 31,
making a total of $634,247 72, Believing
plan No. 3 to be within the financial amlity
of our aitizens, and considering the opinions
of the enginéers who approve it, your com-
mittee recommend its adoption, sulject,
however, to such modifications and changes
which may be suggested and adopted after
consultation with competent engineers. The
cost of material, labor, ete., 1s now so much
cheaper than in 1868, when these estimates
wera made, that your committee are con-
vinced that the ways and means they suggest
will be adequate to a successful carrying out
of the work,

General Greene added that the plan No.
3 could now be carried out for one-third
less than the estimate and the eystem of
sewerags so recommended would be amply
sufficient for a city of sixty thousand inhabi-
tants. Plan No. 3 of Mr. Hermany embraced
only the main sewers, but at present, for the
game cstimate, eighteen additional miles
of side gewirs could be constroct-
ed. That the system would thoroughly
drain the city by acting as sub-soil draios
and prevent sipage into cisterns now com-
plained of. Mr. Hermany did mot think it
nepessary to chaoge the oniginal plan, and the
advanced ideas of samilarians were only ap-
plicable to very nich communities, but were
not suitable to Memphis or other cities of the
United States for a century to come. If the
work was pushed raf:dlr, it would involve an
additional cost—that 1s, if completed within
six or twelye months. If Bayou Gayoso was

not improved, his plan (No. 3) was the best
to be adopted. But Mr, Hermany had a

to review his work free of charge, and sub-
mit it to the committee in due time; be had
also stated that he would be pleased, if de-
sired, to assist the government engineers in
making the samtary survey of Memphis,

Dr. R. W. Mi = lhnmrd
of health, on being called upon stated that
the National board of health had made ar-
rangements to make the sanitary survey of
Memphis, and commissioners had been ap-
pointed to make such survey. The survey
will develop a thorongh investigation as to
the cause of yellow-fever. The survey will
be made by the twenty-eighth or thirtieth of
the present month.

Colonel Gantt believed we ought to get all
the light we can, and ought to wait until the
sanitary survey is made and find cut all we
can 88 to the cause of yellow-fever. He be-
lieved we ought to postpone action for the
present.

Mr. Keating made a motion to postpone
action. It was due to the gentlemen who
have been iovited to make this survey, and
he felt it not impossible, with their aid, to
agree upon & plan on which the peogl: wouald
unite. Legslation and money will be neces-
sary to carry out the measures recommended.
He moved to postpone action until such suor-
vey has been made and the re presented.
Then the president of is committee
eould call the special committees towether.
The truth iz, the work ought to be com-
menced now. We cannot afford to lose four
millione of doliars apnually. Had he been
Governor Marks he would call the legsla-
tare together at once and do something. He
cast no reflactions upon the governor. He
knows best what Le has to do, but that was
in his view what ought to be dune.

General Greene believed in asking Lthe gov-
ernor fo call the legislature together at once.
He opposed delay and favored doing some-
thing prior to the making of the survey and
the report by the engineer. By the time the
legislature can be called togetuer by the gov-
ernor the plaps can be mutored and ready to
be submitted to the legislatore. E

General Luke E. Wright was opposed to
(General Greene’s proposition at present, and
to Mr. Kealing's motion in its present shape,
Wea needed legislation acd some plan bad
to be adopted, He believed that Governor
Marks would call the legis’atare together
when he knew what was wanted. The ob-
jeclive point now is that something must be
done in the way of eanitation. He believed
in haviog the legslature called together at
the earliest possible moment, and by that
time the opinions of the sanitary gentlemen
could be obtained.

Colonel Gantt believed that we wounld
malke haste by waiting and getting all the
light we can.

Mr, Keating stated that toe question had
been discussed already by the press and by
the citizans. There 1s a diversity of opinion
a8 to what sbould be done, There is a grow-
ing Teeling on the part of some in favor of
doing nothing—to rely upon gquaranbine—
which means death, and a 1eeling in favor of
meny other plans equally as fatal. The sab-
ject 18 & matter of interest to every man, wo-
man and child, rich and poor, in Memphis. I
am alive to the dangers of delay, bat 1 think
it would be wise to wat upon the action of
the surveying commission for at least twenty
days befors taking any definite action. He
wounld be in favor of asking the governor Lo
make a call upon_the legislature to assemble
for the purpose of aiding Memphis in a gen-
eral way, so that by the time the legislature
meets we could advise the governor and he
would be enabled to epecify definmitely whal
was necessary to be done in Memphia, He
would therefore, if desired, amend his mo-
tion so as to molude a call npon the governor
to invite a meeting of the legislatare.

General Wright—It we all agree that Lthe
legislature should be called ogether,why not
now asx the governor to make the call. We
all agree that we want something, snd the
quicker we get Lhe legislatlure together the
better.

Mr. Juljus A. Taylor favored calling the
legislature together, and the report of the
sfirveying commission, when made, ought to
be presented to the legislature, and not to a
mass-mecting of citizans of Memphis before
that meeting of the legislature takes place.

Me. John Gunn, on being calied upon, said
be had no views to present just then.
~ Cbairman Hadden staled that Mr. Keat-
ing's motion was before the meeting, and
asked that gentleman to redace the motion
to wriling. The molion is as {ollows:

Resoloed, That the committees present em-
power Mr. D, P. Hadden to call a mass-meet-
g of the citizens of Memphis for the pur-
pose of securing an unanimons call for a
meeting of the logislature withia thirty days,
and that ontil such call is made, and the
commissioners of the National board of bealth
report, we udjourn the further consideration
of tbegue-ation of sewerage.

D+, Hewitt asked permission to talk on the
sabject, which was granted by the chairman,
who stated that the opinion of all citizans
was deared,

Mr. M. Gavin wanted something done at
once, and opposed too much delay. If some-
thing waa done he wounld remain here, and
he had f 'ty thousand dollars interest here.
There are Gity million dollars now jeopardized
bere, and this we cannot stand much longer.
He hoped tha prezent meeting would not in-
dicate to the world at large that they will
delay one moment as to sewerage. ““You
w:ll mever have a healthy city without sewer-
age. Many men in Memphis are opposed &)
doing anything, and when a mass-meeting is
held you will bear & howl." He wasa prop-
erty owaer and wanted sewerage.

Dr. Hewitt opposed sewerage as a sanitary
messure. Sewers will not prevent epidemica
coming to Memphis. He wanted a call for a
public meeting to discuss tle question of
gewerage as a sanitary measure, and he made
a motion to that effect as an amendment to
Colonel Keating's resclution. '

“Mr. Julins Taylor moved to strike out the
latter clanse of Mr. Kealing's resolution.
The motion to strike ont was adopted, and
tha resolotion of Mr, Keating aa amended,
as follows, was uranimously adopted;

Resolved, That the committees present em-
power Mr. D. P. Hadden to call a mass-meet-
ing of the citizens of Memphis to be held on
Saturday night next, for the pureose cf con-
sidering the sanitary needs of Memphis and
of securing an usanimous call for a meet-
ing of the legislature as epeedily as possible

r. Piper wanted Mr. Hermany, of Louis-
ville, and other experis ns Major ﬁenwelher,
to be invited to confer with the United States
surveying committee when the eurvey is be-
ing made.

Dr. R. B. Mitchell said that both of the
gentlemen mentioned would be especially
insited by the WNational board of health to
aid the commissioners in their labors.

A resolntion was adopted, wviting Mr.

Charles Hermuny, of Loaisville; Mr. Chees-
borough, of Chicago, and Mr. Niles Meri-
wethar, of Memphis, to co-cperate with the
commission in making the sanitary saurvey of
the city.
% Ohairman Hadden stated ancther matter
ng to the recommendation of the local
board of bealth as to filling up privy vaalts,
ete., which recommendation was now being
carried out by our authorities. He found the
meeting sustaiving (he measures adopted
and being catriﬂj:l out as to privy-vaults, cis-
terns, etc., and indorsing the plan so adopted
and being carried out.

No action was taken upon the above sug-
gestion. and on motion the meeting adjourn-

ed, subject to the eall of the chairman.

BOARD OF SCHOOL VISITORS.

Report of the Special Commitiee Ap-
pointed to Investigate the Charge
of Crimical Negligence in Taking
the Nchool Census.

The Secretary, Major M’Clune, Fully
Exonerated and Vindicated—The

MAJOR M'CLUNE'S STATEMENT.
To the Commitiee of the Board of School Visitors.

I beg leave to sabmit the following 1n an-
swer to the charge of criminal negligescs in
taking the school cansus for the year 1879:
Thas charge is based on & report made to the
board of education on the thirtieth day of
May last, by one of its members, Mr. T\ B,
Edgington. Neither this report nor a copy of
it was furpished me as secretary of the board,
which should have been done with a view of
its being filed in the office of the board. I
am compelled, 1n the abeence of an official
copy of this report, to rely upon a statement
of it 1o the Memphis DarLy ArreAL of June
1st, which the anthor admits to be correct.
It is charged that there is an errorim the
census returns of 1879—of 8018 children of
scholastic d which can be.shown by a
statistical law. This, it is said, is ascer-
tained by dividing 1,258,520, the total popu-
lation of the State as given for the year 1870,
by 429,592, the scholastic population at that
time, which will give 293, somewhat more
thao & third of the children to the entire pop-
ulation. This number, it 18 claimed, divided
into the population of any city or coun-
ty gives the persons 1 such city
or coanly of scholastic niea This 1s
clearly erroneous, as can shown by
an examination of the reports of the boards
of education throughout the country, bLoth of
cities and counties. For example, 8t. Louis
has a total population of 430,000 and chil-
dren of scholastic age 107,225, which is in
the ratiooftl to 4ig. Hartford, Connecfi-
cut, has a total popuiation of 37,180 accord-
ing to the census of 1870, and children of
scholastic age 9661, a ration of 1 to 4. Ak-
ron, Ohio, has 17,000 pooulation and chil-
dren of scholastic age 4281, which is a ratio
of 1 to 4. Knpoxville, Tennessea, has an
estimated total population .of 12,000 and
children of scholastic age 2625, whichis a
ratio of 1 to 4 §5. Chattanooga, Tennessee,
has an esthimated population of 15,000, total,
and children of scholastic age 3142, which
is inthe ratio of 1to 4 75. And I here-
with exhimt a tabular statement from
twenty-one to #ns and cities of Ohio, ull dif-
fering in populatior, and the ratio of chil-
dren 1n each is much less than that claimed by
thig report, and I venture the assertion, that
the statistical law, as laid down by Mr,
Edgiogton, cannot be shown as correct,
if appiied to any nomber of cities or
towne in this or sny other State.
I conld farnish to the committeea muach larger
number of thes2 reports, but o doubt this 1s
suffizient to prove that the rabio of one to
ninety-three one-hundredtbs is too great;
and that the author of that report is in ercor
in adopting it as a corvect basis for aacer-
taining our seholastic population. There
can be no invarizble rule found which will
give even approx'mately the number of chil-

en of scholastic age in anyfiven number
of cities or towns. The best evidence we bhave
of the scholastic population of any city or
county is that which is shown by actual
count in taking the census by reliable agents.
We may theoriz+, but upon this oaly can we
rély. That brings us to the inquiry whether
or not the agents employed to take the cen-
sus of 1879 were relincle. The rules of Lhe
board of education, among other dutiea, im-
poses upon the secretary that of taking the
annual census of the scholastic population of
the city,and to submit the result to the board.
It is not contemplated, however, that the
secretary shall in person go through the city
and take the census, nor has it herstofore
ever beon doune by any ove holding that posi-
tion. The duties of the secretary comstantly
require his presence in his office, to attend to
such matters of business az may at any time
be presented. He is, therefore, compelled to
employ others to do this work, and his daty
is Lo see it correctly done, acd within the
time prescribed by law. The agents em-
ployed by bhim were soch as came well re-
commended, and be has no reason fo doubt
the faitbful discharge of the duty nssigned (o
them. The persons employed were Mr.
Eugene Moore, well known, and who was
at different times connected with the Mem-
pbiz AppEar; Mr. W. W. Ware, an old and
reputable citizen, well known n this commu-
nity, recommended by Mr. T. B. Edgington,
a membar of the board of edocation; Mr.
Leonard, son of the late Judge Leonard, ra-
commended by Mr. James ston, also a
member of e board of edocation, and
Messra. Foute and Goodman. I state this
to show that the characiery and cspacity
of the men employed were such as to
%uamntee the correct taking of the census.

be census for 1879, now under discussion,
shows a total of 7888, Compare this with
the returns for the past nine years, and it
will be seen that little difference exsts, and
for which we can easily account. The city
scholastic census, as appears from the records
in the office, are us follows:

There can be no doubt as to the
correctness of the census returms made by
these gentlemen, thenr business integri
being well nnderstood and aﬁknawletfz 2
It will be observed (hat there has been a
gradual faliing off in the number of children
from the year 1370, to the present time,
which can no doubt be acgounted for Ly the
deaths fromy yellow fever, and the decrease
in the pulation that has been going on
during these years, Oar scholastic popula-
tion for the past year, 1578, is re-
ported at 9011, but it is olaimed by Mr.
Fdgiogton, that it is far short of wha
should be correctly reported. The number
claimed by him for that year according to his
statistical law or theory, should M‘}B,loﬁ,
miking a diffarence of 7394, that was not
reported by the census takers of that year.

Jjust taken, is 9011, while that for the county
18 12,548, according to a statement received
from County-Trustee Rawlings, but accord-
ing to County-Superintendent Foute itis 11,-
§27. Hereis a discrepancy between these
officials amounting to 621 in the scholastic
population of the county. I am incredulous
as to both numbers, lor | cannot believe that
the children of the county so far exceed in
pumber the children of the city.”" Colonel
Leath states in regard to the censua of 1877,
“that they show a falling off com with
the previous year of one thousand and one
children of school age, but the fact that they
exhibit a large increase in the number of
parents’ names, convinces me of their relia-
bility and correctness, The number, 9091,
being also in the proper ratio to our entire

pulation, according to the official census,"

e authority is, no doubt, the
best that can be oblained an th
much vexad guestion, and i
take pleasure in recommending its careful
consideration by the committee. It is ap-
parent to every one who will examina oar
mortnary report for the past year, why the
difference existy between the census of 1878
and 1879. @ official rlatistics in the health
office show that we lost by yellow-fever alone
during the past summer 523 children of schol-
astic age, while the census relurns of last

The ““thirteen thou--

March show 703 vacant hooses, and for the
year 1878 showed only 347. These are mat-
ters worthy of serious coumderation, and may
throw some light on our present condition,
It is further charged that, by negligence in
taking the scholastic census of the city for
879, our schools will lose from $12,000 to
15,000. Assuming that the revemne for
educationsl purposes ia distributed according
to scbolastic population between the city and
county, this is a more fatal error than any
the Eentlema.u bas fallen into by the report
he has made. His profession should bave
enlightened and saved him from the pitfall
that only the ignorant are liable to fall inte.
By section 11 of an act passed Jacuary 29,
18'79_ , entitled *‘An act to establish Taxing=
Districts 1o this State,” it is provided
that all revenwe arising from sassessments
on real or personal property, privileges and
polls, levied on account of public echools o r
public education in the Taxing-District,
shall be for the use and beaetit of (he public
schools in the Taxing: District, and shall be
d when coliected to the treasurer of the
of education of the Tuxing-District.
This being the law, it matteis hitle whether
we have n scholastic population of one or one
buoadred thousand, as the money collected
bere on account of public schools 18 appropri-
ated only to the schools ol this district, and the
county outside is entitled to share no part of
such collections. In view of this, I will ask
what becomes of the argument and the great
array of igures that bave been employed to
show that I have been guilty of criminal
negligence in takwng the census of Lhe year
1579, since no barm could result to the com-
munity or any individual. [ deny that any
failure on my part to perform my whole Jaty
can belmlpptagi to me or to those employed
by me. I invite this committee to examine
the books and papers of my office and my
entire offimal conduct since first [ have bad
the honor of being elected to the office of sec-
retary of the board of education of the Mem-
phis city schools. 1 prize my characler above
all things else in this world, and know that I
have preservad it from all tarmsh for twenty-
five years of business connection in this com-
munity, and I now dely any one to success-
fully assail it. & w.
