THE PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE.
The cabinet meeting this afternoon, with the ex

ception of the ordl'. a. y routine business, was de
voted to the interchange of views as to the character
of the recommendation to be mpie to congress In
tbe President s annual messsre and by tha respec
tive neaos 01 uepaavmenis in uietr annus 1 re
potts. The general oonclusion was that the
recommendations should be confined to suggestions
to tbe Improvement in the present methods rather
than extended to the requests of radical changes In
l us existing taws, 11 being considered especially ol
slrable at this time to provoke as little conflict in
corgress and as little dlstu'bsocs in business later- -
eats as possible.
