TUB VITALITY' OF l8OCK.4(!V.
For fifty years the Democratic party has

been signalized by its vitality, pluck and re-

cuperative power. When Jackson was de-

feated for the Presidency, fifty-si- x years ago,
the Democratic party, alter a temporary des-

pondency, rallied and elected Jackson to the
Presidency in 1333. In 1840 the Democrats
were swept trom power by the tidal wave
which elected Ilirruon to the Presidency.
In that disastrous campaign, Van Duron, the
Democratic catsJiJiite, carried only four
States. But impofir.g implicit faith in their
principles and the people, the Democratic
party did not despair. The party leaders
did not grope about in sadness and sorrow
and indicate a willingness to give up the
straggle. On the contrary, they unfurled the
Democratic banner, and in 1844, Henry
Clay, one of the greatest statesmen
America ever produced, was defeated by
James K. Polk, the Democratic nominee,
Again, in 1848, the Democratic party was
borne down by the military eclat of General
Zach Taylor, who was elected over Lewis Cass
by an overwhelming majority. But in its
creation, the Democratic party had blotted
from its lexicon the word fail ; and, in 1852,
Franklin Pierce was elected over General
Win field Scott by a majority greater than
that which was cast for Taylor. In 1S56,
the same pluck and vitality elected James
Buchanan to the Presidency. In 1860, Lin-

coln was elected to the Presidency. For five
years .the Republican party had con-

trol of the government. All the
northern States were ruled by the
Republicans. There were only three or
fonr Democrats in the senate and about thirty
in tbo house of representatives. But the vi-

tality and pluck of the Democratic party was
at work. The scattered hosts commenced
the work of recuperation. The little band
in congress formed a nucleus a roan d which
the party rallied. Every election increased
the Democratic strength in congress and in
the States. It was rapidly ascending to
power until 1S72, when the disastrous folly
of nominating Greeley suddenly reversed the
whole situation. In this campaign the Dem-
ocratic party was crushed, shattered, and the
timil believed that the party was annihi-
lated. The Democracy lost Virginia, West
Virginia, New York, Delaware, New Jersey,
Indiana, North Carolina, and came near lot-i- ug

Kentucky, Tennessee and other southern
States. But in 1874 the annihilated Democ-
racy rallied its shattered forces and carried
Ohio, Indiana, Pennsylvania, 1 ew York,
Massachusetts, and many other States
which Lad given large majori-
ties fcr Grant. This s'ime pluck
and vitality elected Tilden in 1876, and
the country congratulated itself on the belief
that there was an end to Bectional strife.
But when the Democratic masses saw that
the man elected by the people by a majority
of nearly half a million, had been denied his
seat and the defeated candidate inaugurated,
they were seized with a demoralization and
despair from which they have not yet recov-

ered. There was an incentive for renewed
efforts after an honest deleat, but thousands
of Democrats took the pesition that there was
no incentive for fidelity when fraud triumphed
over the will ot the people. But with sucb a
man as Bayard as tho candidate for the
Presidency, this devpondency will give place
to that pluck, energy and enthusiasm which
has heretofore characterized tho Democrat 'c,

party and made it superior to defot. Thrio
is certainly nothing in the result of tho late
elections .to induce despair. The par-
ty which. survived tho eltction of
Adams, Harrison, Taylor and Lin-

coln, and which from an insignificant
minority in congress and in the States bus
secured tho control of a majority of the
States, and both branches of congress,
will be equal to its epportunities in tho next
election. In tho lui elections the Demo-
crats have held the Democratic States and
the Republicans have heid the Republican
States. In Massachusetts the defeat of Gen-
eral Butler, Independent, the email vote of
John Qaincy Adunis, the regular Democratic
nominee, and the election over all of Mr.
Long, the Republican candidate for governor,
has disappointed nobody. Neither has there
been any surprise at the result in New Yoik,
where Mr. J jhn Kelly, under the guiso of
his ambitious purpose, has tucceedel in giv-

ing the State a Republican governor in tho
person of Mr. A Ion zo B. Cornell, whom the
present Republican administration and .the
leaders of the Republican party have repudi-
ated as a customhouse oiliccr. Maryland
by her recent vole shows that she is intlsxilly
Democratic. Ohio has voted Republican,
but Ewing increased the Democratic vote
many thousands. In the late elections the
Radical vote shows that this year seems to bo
the Republican high-tid- e and Democratic
ebb. But next year, with Bayard as the
candidate, it will be reversed. The "O.d
Guard" of Democracy neither dies nor rs.

It is ready to renew the fight, and
the late repulse will make it fight with that
desperation which has so often secured vic-

tory.

The St. Paul Pioneer Press publishes the
particulars of a frightful tragody which, if
it had occurred at the south, would have
called out the indignation of a solid noilh.

There is no item
wanting of the brutal lust of which
the northern cities furnish so many
details every day.

A community scandalized by the free living
of some disreputable characters; a house
burned as a hiut to them that their room was
better than their company; the disappearance
of the men thus warned and the discovory of
the bouse of the two men supposed to be en-
gaged in the burning, empty and blood-
stained; a simultaneous search for the bodies

'of the victims and the murderers; the cap-

ture of the last, two brothers, the discovery

of the first in a horribly mutilated etate; im-

prisonment, confession, public excitement, a
mob, a lynching and two bodies swinging on
tn-c- s in the morning this is the bare out-

lines of a horrible etory more freely and viv-

idly told in the special dispatches. It
is, says the Pioneer, apologetically, of a
sort unhappily not rare in a young Stale, the
people of whose outer borders sometimes find
it necessary to do without justice, or to deal
it out themselves.

' The Washington Post wants the Demo-

cratic party to nominate Horatio Seymour
for President on the first ballot. Mr. Sey

mour is, in every way, worthy such an
honor, but he is out of the race. He has

said again and again, publicly and privately,
that he ha3 run his last political race; that
never more win ne db a cuuuiu,o w uj
political office. No intelligent man dpubts
the sincerity of theso declarations. No later
than last summer, tho Courier-Journ- al re-

minds us, he was waited upon by a commit
tee of friends, who urged him to permit the
use of his name in connection with the
gubernatorial nomination, and, in reply, he
said: "No, gentlemen; your candidate I
cannot be." His great and well-deserve- d

popularity in the State is conceded. No
man stands higher as a patriot and christian.
He is now sixty-nin- e years of age, says he is
in feeble health, and is resolved that the
evening of his days shall be undisturbed by
political rancor.

We feel and maintain that those who
fought, and fruglit bravely on tbe opposite side from
us, bave equal claims wlin ourselves In all the bless-
ings of our great and common oountry; we clului for
them the light to travel all over this broad land, and
select wti re they please tbe right to settle, became
citizens and enjoy tbelr political and religious con-
victions tree from molestation or ostracism, either
on account or them or their connection with the oast.
We ask nothing more for ourselves, and would re
joice to sve them become powerful rivals In the de
velopment of our great resources, In the acquisition
or an inn suouia De aesirume in mis lire ana in
patriotism and in love ot country. Applause.

These are the closing words of the longest
speech General Grant recently made in Chi
cago. They are the words of a patriot, and
are eminently worthy the magnanimous sol
dier whoso terms to Lee's soldiess softened
the sorrows of defeat. Would to God that
the leaders of the Republican party who
were not soldiers could emulate the good feel-

ing of tbe great idol of the north, and speak
of our people not as bandits, or as men band
ed together by crime, but as honest, earnest
citizens loving their country and concerned
only for the safety of our institutions.

"Death to the Union!" are the words with
which General Toombs closed his dispatch to
the editor of the Chicago News on the oc-

casion of Grant's reception. The general is
a statesman out of work, and whatever the
esteem for him personally, and on account of
a long and brilliant career as soldier and
statesman, he is no longer a leader and
speaks only for himself. We do not believe
there is another man of sane mind in the
south who entertains such a sentiment, or
who entertaining it would give utterance to
it at this time. The Union is ours as much
us it is the north's. We have the same Bhare
in its blessings, tho same rights under its
constitution, and the same great stretch of
personal freedom. It is the best government
on the earth. With all the follies of poli
ticians, with all the sectional animosity and
bitterness, ours is the freest and greatest
country under the sun, eminently worlhy of
our affection and patriotic love.

We are happy to learn that the success of
the readjustee in Virginia will not materially
affect the status of the debt of that State
The repeal of the M'Culloch act lan only be
passed over tbe governor's veto, and that
will take a two-thir- vote, which the repu
diatora cannot get. If the legislature Bhould
decline to appropriate money to pay interest
on the debt, tbe coupons will still be receiva-
ble for taxes as now and hitherto. So far
forth, therefore, as this goes, the creditors of
Virginia are still reasonably secure. But the
State has been chamed and disgraced by the
action of her voters, and the credit of old
Virginia, once so nobly sustained, has been
ineffdceablv tarnished. But she is not with
out company. Has not our own State had
her escutcheon smirched by the vote against
settlement ?

The New York Mail is a Republican pa-

per. Reviewing the Bayard movement, it
says: "It has net been instigated by intrigues
or promises. It is simply a spontaneous
Democratic recognition of the fact that no
trickster or trimmer can have the slightest
chance for success in 18S0. Having this solid
foundation, thero is no telling how string
may bo tho superstructure of the Bayard
movement. As liepublicans, tee hope he may
not be nominated. As citizsn3 we aro glad
to see growing indications that whoever is
elected in 1830 will be a high-minded- , hon-
orable, consistent statesman."

The New Albany correspondent of the
Louisville Courier- -Journal says that it would
delight the Democracy of the old second dis-tii- ct

of Indiana to vote for Hon. William H.
English for Vice-Presiden- t. "If," says tie
Indianapolis News, "the national convention
will nominato him, this district will give him
eight thousand mojority. Nominate him,
and an enthusiasm will be created here that
will wipe out all local differences and heal up
every dissenbion in this part of tho State."

Alex II. Stephens said, in tho course of
a recent interview, that, as regards General
Grant, tho south "might go a great deal fur-

ther and fare a great deal worse." Aid
General Toombs is reported to have said that,
"rather than vote for Tilden, we believe that
General Toombs would prefer to see Grant
President, though he would not vote for him
to become such." What's the matter with
the old school Georgia statesmen? Have
they gone clean daft?

We direct the particular, special attention
of our northern friends to the bloodthirsty
and brutal utterances of the christian who
edits the Fon du Lac (Wis.) Republican.
The mero utterance of such atrocious advice
should secure for him cither a high place in
Badlam or close confinement in the peniten-
tiary for life. Such creatures should not be
allowed to go at large.'

If the Chicago Tribune is to be believed,
General Grant is in a rather needy condition,
notwithstanding the three hundred thousand
dollars he drew in salary during his eight
years occupation of the White House, and the
many gifts of bonds and other property made
to him by his admirers. A National (with a
big N) subscription is in order, thinks the
Tribune.

The New Orleans Picayune very properly
characterizes as a wild delusion the state-
ment of the New York Herald that "in
many parts of the south prominent and in-

fluential Democratic journals have, of late,
expressed their preference for General Grant
over any other Republican, and over most
Democtats." The south is solid for Bayard.

As tue Charleston News and Courier
says, tbe southern people cannot prevent Re-

publicans from lying, or tbe northern people
from believing their lies. What they can do
is to investigate every crime that is commit-
ted, and see that tho otlendera, if guilty, are
both tried and punished. This the south
owes to itself and to the southern people.

Republicans in Washincton say they
have no doubt Mr. Schutz would refuse to

support either Mr. Conkhng or General
Grant, and that if either una ot them is nom-

inated by the Republican convention, and Mr.
Bayard receives the Democratic nomination,
he will support the latter.

"We have many excellent men," says Gen
eral James Longetreet, the trusted lieutenant
of Lee, "who most naturally and properly
aspire to the highest office of tho people; but
it seems deeply set in their hearts to ennoble
the nation by again honoring Grant." Next!

The Jackson Clarion advises the Missis
sippi delegation in congress that the eyes of
their constituents will be upon them next
session, and that they must not make any mis
takes. Conservatism, it says, should be the
watchword, especially iu the south.

After a careful review of the political
outlook, the New Orleans Picayune is of
opinion that unless David Davis goes ever to
the ReDubhcans that party cannot take pos
session of the United States senate in 1880.

Major B. F. Jones, editor and proprietor
of the Winona Advance, will be a candidate
tor sergeant-at-arm- s of the Mississippi sen-

ate at the approaching session of the legisla-

ture. We hope ho will be elected.
