nal: “Memphis proposes to recuperats its
exhausted treasury by a lottery, and will ap-
to the benevolence of the country to ex-
ibit itself by taking tickets. 1f there could
be an excuse for that sort of thing, it would
be in the condition of the stricken city, which
has twice suffered so severely, and which ap-
pears to have the germs of yellow-fever so
setiled within it that only the most radical
measures can eradicate thbem. Baut nothing
can be allowed to tolerate a giganhie gam-
bling echeme, and it would cause a demoral-
ization and injury, almostjequal, as a whole,
to the effects of the pestilence itself, while
its cost would very much diminich the 1e-
tarns. Memphis conld do better by an ;LE-
peal to the sympathies of the country with-
out any mercenary guise, and by presenting
its plans and needs in a clear ang sucoinct
form with the definite sum requirad, it would
not be hard to obtain substantial assistance
witbout it. Unless ibere shonld be an excep-
tisnally cold seasou this winter, there is every
reason to fear that pext summer will see a
revival of the epidemic. To muke the city
safe, would requure costly and elaborate sani-
tary arrangements, which the corporate
wealth of the city is wholly unable to meet,
and the saerifices of property which the poor
whabitants will be unable to endure without
help from outside. The cass ia one important
enough to demand the attention of the entire
country, which cannot affurd to havea breed-
ing place for yellow-fever in its midst; but
the citizens of Memphis ara going to work the
wrong way by propesing a bepevolent lot-
tery, which 15 a contradiction in terms.™
Sanitation Aganinm.

Eprrors AppEAL—As free thought and
discussion is elicited in regard to our sami-
tary condition, 1 beg to trouble you with
some conolusions that I, as well as many
other of our fellow-citizans with whom I have
conversad, have arrived at. The pablic mind
is settling down to the importance, first and
foremost, of a system of sewerage to be un-
dertaken by State aid and additional taxation
for that purpose. Sewers are very good
things for a city to possess, if only for con-
venience and cleanliness. Bat they are costly
improvements and slow in their growth or
extension, andithe people [cannot stand any
further taxation to build them. I favora
joint etock company fo sewer Memphis, with
saitable bou.ds and restrctions, and I re-
gard this as the most practicable plan. It is
not clear that the want of sewers in Mem-
phis, and the presence of privy-vaults
throughont the city, has inmted or been the
canse of the epidemics of yellow-fever that
have visited us on three memorable occasions.
The history of its appearance elsewhere dis-
proves this theory, In your issae of last
Saturday, nader the head of “‘Amendments
to Health Ocdinance,’’ are promulgated some
orders that it i3 utterly impracticable to carry
ont. I mean the closing and filling up of all
the privy-vaults aud wells in (be city and the
substitution of earth-closets, I regret that
the ciiy movernment, s0 generally and de-
servedly popular, plants itself on a proposi-
tion so preposterous and untenable. As for
the earth-closets they are simply a consum-
mate humbug. Tobey might do for a small
family bhaving o box privy located on the
ground in a edrner of a lobt or garden, bat
beyond that, of no use.

SPFPOFFORD KELLOGG.

The Senate Sub-Committee Investigat-
ing the Bpofford-Kellogg Case—
Hellogg Objects to the Ad-
mission of Teatimony.

Nrw Orueaxs, November 17.—The sen-
ate sub-committee om investigating the
Kellogg-Spofford case met this morming.
Henry Howsock, might watchman at Kel-
logg's residence, took the stand. He testi-
fied to the visits of the returning-board offi-
cials Lo Kellogg. The witness ap
somewhat nervous. He heard a great deal
of talking, but the only conversation to which
he could swear positively was that he heard
Kallogp say that ‘‘the house of representa-
tives of the Shm:fshtnre had gone Dem-
ocratic;” Blanchard and Jewett visited Kel-
logg freqnentll, and Blanchard told witness
they were working on election returns; the
parties usually came in the back way. Tte
cross-examination showed that the governor,
aod all who came in ecarriager, cam®
in the same way, the governor's office
being most accesmble by this entrance. The
witness admitted that he had tried to get a
placa in the castomhouse, and said a friend
had written a lotter to Semator Kellogg to
which witness's name was signed, threaten-
iusi to go before the committee and testify
unless witness got a place, Blanchard was
at this time a clerk in Kellogg's cffice.

Louis Gorrick testified that a few months
ago P. G. Deslond, secretary of state in 1876,
tryd him that the legislature that elected
Kellogg to the senate had no quoram; that
if ha fl)aslond) was not a poor man he would
make a clean breast and tell all he koew
about the matter; witness advised Deslond
to do so; witness wrote to Senalor
Gordon about Deslond's  disaffection
to the Republicans, repeating in
the letter what Deslond had said;
Deslond seemed sore because he could get
nothing to do; all he had was a clerkship in
the postoffice, which only paid about Hfty
dollars per month.

Senator Kellogg objected to the admission
of this testimony, on the ground that the
Ugited States senate had decided that the
Packard legslature was the only legal legis-
lature of uisiann& and the question could
not now be reopenad.

Mesars, and Vance, majority of the
committee, decided the testimony admissible.

Both of the above witnesses were called by
Spofford. Kallogg did not offsr any direct
testimony.
