In point of fact [ admit
that on November 2d I was delirious, 1n
othe: words, out of my head. However, this
condition was nof the result of “‘excessive
drink,” but the direct result of ivflammatory
rheamatic fever. For four successive days
and nights 1 bad laid in bed in my cfiice
without food, drink and atitendance. 1 um
atle to prove this stutement by Colonel Bat-
tinghaus, whose office adjoins myown, and
who heard my acute sufferings. The colonel,
however, was under the impression that I bad
the atteadance of a nurse. When the climax
of my agonies had been reached, then, in a
hol tever delirinm, 1 jamped ont of bed, and,
clad m stocking-feet and a rubber coat, 1
songht refuge at (he statiomhounse. Very
naturally, my unusual appearauce created
the belief that 1 had become insane, and so0
it happened that 1 was sent to jail to be
examined by Dr. Marable. To my own
knowledge I made incoherent statements to
tha doctor, but after receiving medicine,
which allayed my intense suffering, sleep
restored tranquillity of mind. Drs. Basker-
ville, Muarable and Qainby wisited me, and
bhad me transferred to the hospital, Here
the true character of my sickness developed,
and I am coofident that the kind-hearted
pbysician incharge, Dr, A. A. Laurence, will
verify the character of my illness. Remem-
ber that the setting in of delinum in the
acute stages of infammatory diseases may
approach clesely the resemblance of madness,
but for all that a man laboring under such
symptoms cannot be called a lunatic.

THE HASS-MEETING.

WWhat the Cerrespondent of the Naash-
ville American Thinks Abont It—
Governor Marks amd the
Resolutions—Will He
Call the Lengisla-
ture Together?

MexreH1s, November 16.—The mass sani-
tary meeting held on the bluff last night
was, in évery respect, a success. There
was not as much s
pated, and this was one fortonate aspect of
the meeting. The crowd present num
about two thousand, including nearly eve
citizsn of prominence. The ations, w
were unananimously adopted, breathe a
epirit of earnestness which cannot fail
to convince the mind of the im of o
speedy session of the legislature. The matler
is now in the hands of the govermor.

Unut-
terable woe; homes, from whose hearthstones
happiness has forever departed; hearts made
desolate by a sorrow that years will harcly
efface; nearly six thousand new-made graves;
the loss of hundreds of thousands of dollars
in business; the depreciation of millions of
dollars in real estate, and the reputation of
being the filthiest city op the American con-
tinent. Does Governor Marks desire to have
anything added tothis roll? [If he does, bis
refusal to call the legislature t ar will sce
this desire accomplished. 1 dopotimply that
Governor Marks 1s acting from any insinceri-
ty o'.t"a ;notive. nor do I d:;ﬂbg t.g:. _he mah?
to e such stepe as , in judgment,
be best. Bat 1 do claim that
he does not understand the
needs of Memphis, At present there
18 & disposition on the part of the taxpayers
to submit to a tax sufficient for sewerage pur-
poses. This disposition is shown in the ac
tion of the mass-meeting last night, I do
pot think that it can be claimed by any one
that Dr. Porter, president of the Taxing-
District, can commence the work of sewering
the city. The legivlative council have au-
thority, and it is declared to be their daty,
to abats all nuisances and to keep the Tax-
ing- District in order from day to day; but no
authority 12 conferred to levy a tax not stipu-
lated by the logislature. A posilive command
18 laid down that no hability ehall be incurred
that cannot be ligmidated by the taxos levied
for Lhe current year. An overwhelming pub-
lic sentiment says that eewers will remedy
all existing evils, and that with a good sys-
tem of sewerage Memphis will be placad be-

ond the possbility of another epidemic,
l‘E‘he:e is danger in delay. Toe months of
winter will fiy swiltly by, and what is to be
done must be done quickly.
