ing expenses, apd now they are crowded wilh
businesa at better ¥ates than they have ob-
tained for years. It is said that Wall street
is the pulse, the thermcmeter of the great
businesa interests of the country. 1if tuis be
40, we are soon to have am era of general
prosperity. Indeed, the tide seems to have
fairly set in in all parts of the country. It is
felt here in the south, and we predict that in
two gears Memphis will be one ol the health-
iest and most prosperous cities o the sonth.
Real estate will soon go op with the rapidity
of the stock muarket, The renl estate owner
ja Memphis who now djsposes of his prop-
erty commits o great blunder, The man
who purchases real estife ia Mem-
phis at present priccs shows ki
wisdom, as he will donble his money in a
ghort time, Two years ago, Semator Thar-
man showed, in a speech delivered in the
senale, that since the orgamization Jf our
government, there was, every twenty years,
a revolation in the mosey affairs of the coun-
try, bringing in 1its train reie, bankruptey
and general dislross among the laboriug
classes, But he also showed that this paraly-
sis of business and general distress was fol-
lowed by unbonnded prosperity. Ouar old
citizena cna bear witness to the truth of what
Senstor Thurman said. Ia" 1813 business
was prostrated and general bankruptey fol-
lowed. Ia 1837 acother revaision came, and
in 1841 the bankropt Inw was passed for the
relief of a bankrapt eountry. Then came
prospercus times antil 1857, when the coun-
try was visited by the sams periodical revul-
sion, followed by the era of great prosperiiy.
All are familiar with the last, which com-
mepced four years ago. Jodging by the bis-
tory of the past, we are enlering upon an
era of wonbounded prosperity, which
according to the history of the past, will ex-
ist daving the present century. There is no
danger ia speculations at present, as values
instead of shrinking will bave an upward
tendency for several years. But woe unto
the speculator or business man who is 1o debt
when the collapse comes in 1900. Twenty
years is but a short tiae in the yoong busi-
ness man's Life, and he should be prepared
for the periodical revolution which the histo-
ry ol the past demonstrates inevitable ‘svery
twenly years, Senator Bayard gave wise ad-
vice in his recent speech at Dalaware, when
he said: *‘Truly we are a favored people,
and in the full tide of that prosperity that
soems to have fairly sebt in, while availing
ourselves of it, keep a sharp eve upon the
daogers of over-trading and wild speculation,
from Lhe results of which we have so lately
suffered. With prudeat counse's, well-con=
sidered economies and steadily prosecuted re-
forms, with suspicione and ill will between
our own people discouraged and put an end
to, we shall have before us an emn of pros-
perity which should gladden the heart of
every man who loves this country.”

ing &8s prubate judge from 1841 to 1345,
In the Ilalter year he was appointed
to the senate of the United
States to fill out the umexpired term of
Hou. Levi Woodbury, who was appointed to
the United States supreme court. In 1850
he was a member of the constitutional con-'
vention to revise the constitulion of New
Hampshire. Inthe Democratic putional con-
vention which nominated Pierce for Presi-
dent, it being understood that New Hamp-
shire should name the man, the delegates
from that State were divided—four for Gen-
eral Pierce and fonr for Judge Jenness. The
chairman of the delegation cast the deciding
vote for Pierce. He removed to Cleveland
fifteen yoars ago and engaged largely in the
lumber business, haviog extensive mills in
Michigan. OF late years he has not taken
an aclive interest in politics, except to nct aa

The President of the State Medical So-
ciety—In the Mozt Arbitrary Way
he Closed the Doors Against
his Professional Brethren
in Memphis,

The action of President Wight, of the
State medical society toward the delegation
of the Shelby county medical society at the
recent meeting of the State medical society,
held at Nashville, bas created no little indig-
pation in our city, not only among the medi-
cal fraternity, who were treated with such
discourtesy, bul also among cilizens gener-
ally.

y DR. HEBER JONES,

An ApPEAL representative czlled upon Dr.
Heber Jones, who was a member of the
Memphis delegation, yesterday, and secured
his view as to the true inwardness of the
Nashville meeting and the unfair ruling of
Presdent E. M. Wight, M.D., of Chatta~-

“When we went to Nashville,” said the
doctor, **we soon learned that a move was on
foot to prevent the introduction of the Shelby
county medical society resolutions, becanse
they criticized the action of the Stale board
of health and condemned its pet theory,
quarantine. We were determined, however,
to obey the instructions of our society and
present the resolntions and propositions. As
to the resolutions, we intended insisting
upon their being indorsed by the State med:-
cal society, but as to the propositions we
would present them for general discussion.
We demanded that Memphis should have a
representation in the State board, pot be-
heving that Dr. Maury was the proper rep-
resentative for Memphis to have therein.
We believe that Memphis shonld haye at
least two members in the State board, and
that in their selection dae regard should be
had as to fitness of position, and that only
snch should be selected as were willing to
remain at their posts during the prevalence
of epidemic diseases.” - . W

““What was President Wight's action In
the matter?'’ asked our reporter. )

“‘He acted badly all through, and when it
was all over he so admitted to us, and to use
his own expression, he said he felt ‘sick, sore
and sashamed.’ Dr. Wight is an ofii-
cial of the State bogrd of Lealth, and,
like all other offizials conmegled with thgt
concern, felt bound to protect Lhat board in
everything and to prevent any censure of
it c.ming from any gquarter.
