Dr. Bell ead he bhad liatened wilh great
interest to the paper read, and to their
sontiments. He sympathizad deeply with
the condition of Memphis, but feit cun-
strained to say from his own observation that
he had never seen a cily in 59 abominable a
sanitary condition as Memphis. Iis condi-
tion was revolting, and the people of that
city were deeply aftlicted. Ia the epidemic
of 1878 thirty tuousaud people had flad from
the city, and of the twenty thonsand that re-
mained seventeen thousand six bundred had
yellow-fever, and five thousand one bundred
and ity bad filled ontimely gravss. He be-
lieved there was not ose who was
left in the ¢ity who had not risked his
money and his life for the sick and dying.
At such time theye there was no opportuaity
far removal or even notice of the Sith of the
city.

al report of the commiasioner of lodian af-
fairs has been submitted, It sl ws that
daring the past year there bas been among
the Indians in gewernl a steady advance in
civilization, which has had no parallel in
apy previons year. In thus the Ogalla and
Bruie Sioux have taken the lead, and therr
progress daring Lhe last eighteen wonths has
been simply miracalons. It izmno longer &
qaestion whether Indisns will work.  Those
who are noxious to do 8o are now largely in
the magority. From sii except the five civil-
iz2d Lribes in the Iodian Territory, thers is a
call for lands ip severally,  There s a large-
ly inareased deciré for houses and agricalty-
ral implements, wagons, ote,, and civilian's
clothing. The following figures show the
substantial results of Iadiaw lubor during
the year. They are much larger than ever
before, and but for the severa drouth in the
londian Territory and amosg the Nuvajos, the
increase in crops woald have beem much
greater, espacially in the corn erop, which is
less than that of last year, By Indians, ex-
clusive of the five civilized tribea of the In-
dian Territory, in 1879, number of acres bro-
ken, 27,141; npumber of acres cultivated,
157.056; number of bushels wheat raised,
328,6387; number of bushels corn raised, 643,-
256; nomber of bushels barley, 189,054;
number of bushels vegetlables, 396,690; tons
of bhay out, 48] By Llhe Hve
civilize tribes  the nomber of acres
caltivated,273,000; bushels of wheat, 565,400,
bushels of corn, 2,015 000; bushels of oats
and barlay, 200.060; bushels of vegatables,
336,700; tons of bay cat, 176,500. Thae only
sure way to maks Iudians advance i civili-
zation uader the best condition to prowmote
their weitire is to give each head of a family
one bundeed and sixiy acres of land, acd to
each uomarried adolt ecighty acres, and to
1ssua_patents for the same, The history of
the Ute ontbsreak is given in detail without
disclosing any new facts. In referemes to
the removal of the Utes to some other loca-
tion, the committee suggested that n com-
mission be appointed o visit the tribe and
obtain its cossent to remove from toe State
upon payment of full value of the lands now
occupied. The advantages (o be oblained by
removieg them to the Indian Territory are,
first, an abundance of arable land for cul-
tivation; seconl, immunity [rom white en-
croachment, and third, betier security for
keeping Indians peaceful. Its country is
not adapted to ladian fighting, everywhere
offers open fields for the use of artillery and
all apoliances of civilizad warfare, 0 that
whualever the disposition of the lndians, if
resort Lo force should be necessary, it could
be made cifactive in the interest of peace.
The commission considers the enactment of
the bill exiending the criminal laws
of lhe respecliva Slates or Territories
over an Iadian reservation of  vital
importasce, The  Iudian policemen
have shown the ntmost fidelity to the gov-
erament, and have, when necessary, arrested
even fnends and relatives with absolate im-
partiality. Sevsral instances are cited in
proof of ther fdeity. There is but one
drawback which should ba removed by gon-
grees. ‘That i= inadequacy of pay, which is
by law fixed at five doilars per month, The
commissioner recommende its increase to fif-
teen doliurs per month.
