Tne Sew federal Jury Law,
The first drawing of jurors under the new

law, passed by congress at the tate extra ses-
sion, took plaC'i in the United States courts
yebterday iietore Judge lUmmond. Colonel
Neely, of Bolivarthe Democratic j'jry com-
missioner, and Mr. Boll Etheridge, the Re-
publican clerk of the circuit court, each
placed alternately iu a closed box the names
of one hundred and ninety-on- e citiz;ns, qual-
ified as , n quired by la.v and distributed
throughout the six counties coniprisiag the
western division of tho western district.
From this, box of three hundred and eighty-tw- o

names, Uncle Dick Norris, the crier of
tho court, drew, one by oue, forty-eigh- t

names to constitut the venire. We give I he
list elsewhere. The law was p issed in the
middle ot the excitement of the extra ses-sio- n,

and was the result of the at tacks of the
Democrats on the former mdo of selecting
juries, by whica ic was claimed tue juries
were mostly comprised ot U?pubUcans. luo
law requires tho court to appoint a commis-
sioner of good standing, and to be a well-kno-

member of the principal political
party opposing that to which the clerk
may belong; the clerk and said
commKsioner each to place one
name in said box alternately,
without reference to party i.lKliationa, until
the whole number required bhiUl be placed
therein. Acd no citi.?n, possessing all other
qualifications fchall be disqualified on account
of "race, color or previous condition ot serv-
itude." It is curious to noto the result qf the
first experiment under this law. Of the
forty-eig- ht names drawn eleven are known to
be Republicans and nineteen Democrats;
seven are known to be Nationals, and the
politics of eleven are unkuown. '1'hrre are
three colored men drawn, two of whom wt-r-e

placed in the box by tho Democratic com-
mission and the name of the other was fur-
nished to tho clerk by hiui. Both the
clerk and the commissioner seem to have com-
plied with the law acd to have mixed the
same as to politics and color. Willis ryle s
name, by load?; jrtao.ee, wu pat iu twiie
and was twice drawn. fie should try his
luck in a lottery. Fayette county gets eleven,
Haywood four, Hirdjman seven, Tipton six,
LiudTdale four, Shelby sixteen.

Judge Hammond stated Ui.it under thin
law, whenever a juror w;is excused to.-- any
cause, his place could, it seemed, only be
supplied by going to the box and drawing a
name from it. If tbe juror lived at the. exr
tretmf.y of th.3 district he mmt b sect fnr
and the business euspended until Hi arrival,
lie tusrefoi? jjaye notice that the persons
drawn would ba expected to serve, and exr
cuse.3 would not be received.
