Hendricks, al one time Ethe _I‘nvw_m of ul_ﬂ
wisborn Demociracy as a Pr A candi-
date, lost much of hin popalarity jast after
the close of the Presidential contest in 1876
by bis undignified attacks o the head of
the ticket, Mr. Tilden. The was not &
fuvorite at that time and Mr. Hendricks
either spoke of him in wvery bitter terms or
permitied the impression to get abroad that
he had dome so, Before the subject of the
nomination in 1580 bad been broached,
Mr. Hendncks declared that he
would mever—nol evem quoling Lhe
stale Pinafore  proviso — nccept the
gecond place on the ticke agamn. He was
credited about the same time with somo very
sovere reflagbions uapon the character and con-
duct of his associale in 1876. Whatever may
have beea toought of Mr, Tilden, certain it
in that Mr. Heondeicks's public eriticisms apon
hun did mot elevata the Iatler in the eyes of
those who had fmithfully supported both.
Others eonld have made the same comments
and nothing would have been thought of the
matter, bat it was thought to be an exhibi-
tion of very Lad taste upon the part of Mr.
Heodncks, We are glad to see, from a re-
cently published interview, that Mr, Hen-
dricks, who ia not only a gentleman of abil-
ity and intecrity, but n power in the west,
has repudisted the eenliments that have so
often been obarged to him. He 1 reported
as saving:

Her
husband’'s family, the Porto-Carreros, of
(Gienon, after settling in Spain ia the four-
teenth century formed connections there with
many illastrions houses, inclading the Goz-
mans and Cendas, A colonel in the SPuish
army, the copat had embraced the Freach
canse with fervor, Gghting ander the bannecs
of . the Girst emapire in Bpain nnd Francs and
ficing one of the last shota 1o defense of Paris
in 1514, Hiswife bore bim two daoghters of
wmingular beauty, whom, after separalion
from her husband, she took to Paris in 1838,
Bhe placed them for u brief space at the Con-
vent da Sacre Coear, and here as a child the
futare empress was feted and caressed by
Prosper Morimese, n life-long friend of her
mother, The edacation of the daogliters

THE MIsSSISSIFPPI

A Neglected Rlver—The Lakes and the
Atlantie and Paclifie and the Gualrl
Conast have had the Cnre of the
Government, but the Fa-
ther of Waters None,

8t. Louis Times: **It seems to me yon have
neglected your greafl river,” said Jay Gould
yasterday to a party of St. Louis werchants
who waited upon him st the cifice of the
Missouri Pacific railroad. The grent railroad
manager, with all his reputation for pithy
ntternnces, could not have golten more di-
recily at the heart of an imporiant matter
which mnearly concerns the mierest and wel-
fare of St. Louis. With the largest river in
the world flowing past its wharves, there are
sensons of the year when St Louis finds dif-
Heulty in shipping grain to New Orleans ba-
canse the waler in some places is not deep
emoagh to float the cargoes. And yet at the
snme seasons an artificial ditoh called the
Erie canal floats millona of bushels of
unh ~wlong the rowte f{rom Chicago.
n other lake ports to New York.
This will never do. There i¢ pleaty of
water fowing throogh the river to the
gulf nll the year round, and if the sendburs
cannot be kept under, light draft barges that
will Hoat ensily over the sandbars at all
stages of the river ought to be brought into
:ul\ﬂnhol. As soon as possible congress
will have to improve the navigation of the
Mussissippi, but St. Louis cannot afford to wait
on congress. The period of low water in the
river nnfortunately coincides with the season
wben the grain crops are pouripg into mar-
ket secking an outlet to Earope. As Gov-
ernor Stanard pointed oat, the grain trade of
this city has more than doabled mm the past
ten years, and the indications are (hat the
quantity of grain handled here this year will
Le one third more than last year's receipts—
forty-six million bushels for 1570 against
thirly seven million for 1878. As the counn-
try west of 5t. Louis is growing rapidly thero
is no reason why this rato of increase shoald
not be maiotained in our grawn trade, and
even improved upon. Oar receipts of grain
may indeed be doubled 1n a single rcason it
St. Louis can make it to the ad-
vantage of Mr, Gould's three thousand
miles of road to unload their grain
freights at this point on the banks of the
Miasissippi. Mr. Gould says that he expeets
to bring a great deal of grain to this market,
that Kansas will produce uearly fifty million
buashels of wheat next year and that one han-
deed thousand bushels or so of corm cun be
brougut here from that Slate, besides a great
deal from Nabraska, but ho does not believe
8t, Logis is now preparaed to baundle such
heavy shipmaents. If St. Lonis is to recewve
any such large additiors to its grain trade it
will nndoubtedly bave to enlarge its facilitics
to meet the increased demands. If Mr.
Gould really means business our merchants
will hardly be so blind to their own intesests
aa to refuse to meet him balf way. There is
said to be moch specalation as to what Mr,
(Gould is going to do for St. Louw. This is
very idle specalation. Mr. Gould is going to
find the best outlet he can for the freight
hauled over iha railroads he has bought. It
be finds that St, Louws is a good lerminus he
will dump his grain into our elevators and
load up his retorning trams with merchandise
bere. Jay Gould is ro! going to do anything
for St. Lonis; 8t. Louis must do for hersalt."’

A Mouument to be Erceted Im New Or-
jeans Worthy the Fame and Name
of the Greatest Boldier amd
Most Aceomplished Gentle-
man Amerien Has Yet

Freduced.

Kunoxville Tribune: “Mr. John Roy, of
New Ocleans, the architect and con r for
building in that ci%y the proposed monument
to the memory of General R. E. Lee, is in
our city on that bosiness. Mr. Koyis a prac-
tical stonecutter and quarryman, has a thor-
ough knowledge of everything pertaning-to
his business, and his opinions in such mat-
ters are consequently entitled to great weight.
He is delighted with the specimens of native
marble he has seen in and around our city,
and pronounces them unsurpassed for beauty
and durability, and most admirably adapted
to the purpose he has in view. The Lee
monument is to be erected in Tivoli Circle,
city of New Orleans. It will consist of a
wound of earth one hundred and eighty-
eight feet in diameter at the
base, and twelve feet high. The center
portion, seventy-two feet square of the
mound. will be level at the elevation of twelve
feet. The -"“ﬂ" on each side of this center
square will have a base of fifty-eight feet,
and a rise of twelve feet. In the center of
this mound the monumgent proper will be
placed npon piles, capped with timber, spiked
and bolted to the piles and covered with con-
crete, Upon this the brick and granite
foundation, which is to support the marble
column, will stand. The aie on which the
colomn will stund is to be seven feet
eight inches, and the colomn will be ten
feet in diameter at the base and sixty feet
high. The granite base will consist of four
stops, each three feet. The statue of Robert
E. Lee, surmonnting the whole, will be fif-
teen feet in hight. The total hight of the
monoment, when completed, will ba oae hun-
dred and wix fect eight inches above the fevel
of the surcounding streets. The column,
die and slatue are regaired to be of
Amenican marble, of a quality equal to
New York [2ast Chester marble, As be-
tore stated, Mr. Roy is now in search of
suitable material for this monament.
He left home with the intention of going to
New York, but is so well pleased with hig
examination of marble in this neighberbood
that he will use 1t in {he construction of the
monument, il satisfactory arrangements can
be made. And:why should he go further?
The marble of East Tennessee has been pro-
nounced by competent judges in such mat-
ters, to be the best bailding material in
America. For beanty, variety, durability
and susceptibility of polish it is unsurpassed
in apy country. Over and above all thus,
there are good and cogent reasons which
should exarcise a controlling influence in the
solection of matenal for & monument to
General R, E. e, While he illostrated in
his life sod death the noblest type of Ameri-
can character, he was essentially a south-
erner, and if it is thought necessary or de-
sirable to ereet the marble shaft in commem-
oration of bis noble and virtuous deeds, why
go away {rom home for the material ?"'

GRANT

As Captain-&emeral — A Propesition
Absurd on its Face and that Can-
mot Fall of Condemnation by
Thinking Men of Both
Parties.

Washington special to the Loaisville Cou-
rier-Journal: *‘All the southern members
of congress who have arrived here have been
interviewed on the Grant ‘boom’ in the
south, and all of them say there is ‘nothing
in 1l,” that it is the mere talk of a few in the
sonth who are always speculating on the
political outlook. There 18 no doubt, how-
ever, that there is something in the move-
ment to legialate 1o Grant’s bebalf this win-
ter. Bills will be inlraduced to make Grant
captain-general of the army, and retire him
as such, with the pay of general of the
army. This will be opposed by General Sher-
man’s friends, which opposition will likely
make itself known in a bill retiring all ex-Pres-
idents on & handsome salary. General Grant’s
friends say that while tkey believe such billa
could be passed, yet they know General Grant
would not consent to be pensioned on the
government. The feeling that such measures
wounld receive al least a large majonty vote
grows out of the belief that the southern men
would, owing to the record of the war, vote
in the aflirmative, and to their voles woald
be added those of the friends of other candi-
dales for the D'residency in the Republican
party. The measures mentioned will be g0
worded as to allow the general to accept the
Presidency of the Nicaraguan canal company
or engage in any other pursuit.”

CAPTAIN-GENERAL,

New York Sun: *“What could bs dome
with this worse than fifth wheel of a conch,
We bave now a geperal, lientenant-general,
and more than a doz'n major-generals and
brigadier-generals for an srmy of twenty-five
thonsand enlisted men—about a corps, or a
single major-general’s command.

These gentlemen imagine that the
secretary has made serious inroads upon the
probable Republican representatives from
this section at the next Kepublican national
convention, and that combinations and dis-
pensations of the pablic patronage have been
made in Lthe different States of the south, in
order to increase his strength in that direc-
tion. It is evident that the friends of the
secretary fear that the presence of General
Grant among the southern Republicans, many

any other portioa of the country. General
Qrant will be in Philadelphia by the middle
of Decomber, and immediately after hig re-
ception it is understood that he wiil visit the
American tropics, and will land in the south-
era States by the\ntt&r part of February next.
