Religion is tbe very substance of life. If a
man means to be a true man it requires his
bent thought, his beat feelings and his whole
endeavor.

No
man ever got religion ; you
can't get it any more than you can get up an
education by an instant process. Religion is
something which is to be bad" by molding the
whole man to a bitfher patt.ij, the example
of wbic'a is tho Lord Jesus Cbrist, and so
when men say t hey have got religion, what
they mean in they have got a hops that they
may have it. t here ia no reunion in the
bible. Let me not thock you; when the pilot
opens his look, 1 say f eere is no water there,
there is no ocean, but the instructions are
there, and so there is no religion
in tbe bible, but there are instructions. The
religion, if it ex'sU anywhere, exists in you.
So when men come to religion as the men
came to Christ and said: 'I will follow thee

repiy was: '1 am a pauper, despised and re-
jected of men going to tbe death; wilt thou
follow nieV And so to follow Cbiibt with us
h not mere policy, but it is a recon-stiuction-

the whole man upon a higher
pattern. Many men have an impression that
while religion is a good thing, it ia a thing t)
bo deterred, if posnible, to the last moment,
because the entrance to it, as described by
the figures of revival teachers, has come to
produce the impression that to bo born again
is a thousand times more painful than to be
born at first; that a man has to come crying
into the kingdom of heaven. Men feel that
they are to be treated as gold ore is pounded
to pieces, ground to powder, mixed with
quicksilver, and finally cleansed and run into
bullions and that is what they call morality,
and having that, may feel that the govern-
ment stamp is of very little importance.

New York Tribune: "The last act of a do-

mestic tragedy was concluded in London on
Saturday morning by the death of Mrs. Cath-
erine Hogarth Dickens. The story of her
separation from the novelist must yet be fresh
in the public recollection. Thirty-seve- n years
ago, when Mr. Dickens made his first visit to
this country, he was accompanied by his
young wife, and in the numerous reports of
his movements and of the attentions which
he received, she was somehmes kindly men-
tioned. It was believed that they were ex-

tremely happy in their domestic relations;
nor was it supposed that one who wrote
to tenderly cf domestic love could fail to
love tenderly to the end. Bo tar as toe woria
knew, the novelist rnd bis wife continued to
Jive contentedly together until 1858, when
scandal came and the separation was an-

nounced. Th8 old reason was assigned of
incompatibi'ily of tsraper. There was a sup-
plements- y stoiy of the oveifondness of Mr.
Dickens for Miss Georgiana Hogarth, bis
wife's sister, who lived in his fpmily. This
Mr. Dickens publicly repudiated as
false f nd scandalous ?s a Jibel upon the
lady'e character and his ow n. jlfc is not at
all ni.c?83Riy to go inti any discussion of the
matter. Mr. Dickens may have lost his old
love without the influence of a new and un-

lawful one. It is enough that it was lost.
Incompatibility is e?d enough without the
imrmt'iiion ot infidelitv. Society on both
sides of the cepn, nowever, has made
th'8 piivate and fanrly misunderstanding
the subject ot mucn ciscussion. nur.
Dickens birmelf thought fit to print
bin own version ot the rffpir, the sum
total of considerable wilting being that as
he rould not live happily with bis wife, and
ps she cop'd not 'ive happily with Lim, it was
bettor they should live apart, inis mignt
bo s?idof any sepr-ralio- of a like kind; but
when husba ids and v.ives ta'k about their in- -

compatib,ity a word which we are sorry to
say but come into fr( quent use it by no
means follows that the whole morality of the
mattor hes teen disposed of. It is the duty
of those who rre mrriitd to live happily to-

gether. For the sake of children, of gcod
manners, of a relation the sacredness of
which must not bo lisbtly disregarded, mar-riaa- es

should not to piactically annulled, ex
cept under the pressure of the gravest ne
cessity, a man oi n.uaoie neives, oi pecu-
liar tastes, of expctiog habits, of fixed no-
tions, mav find it herd work to live with a
wife who frets him, who crosses him, who does
not understand him, or who, perhaps, under-
stands him too well. Lat all this
does not by any means excuse the
aundeiiog of ties solemnly adopted in
the rresence of Gol and the world. A
conscientious or hih-minde- d, or even a
merelv kind-hearte- d hu&band. will seek to
make a bad better, will bear and forbear,
will be gontle and pitiful, even though he
may be sorely provoked, and will sacrifice
not a few of bis own preferences and partiali-
ties for the sake oi peace and to save the
good name of his household. IJut it is un-

questionably true that men of genius are too
olten seiusu ana lauor unuer me nauucina-tio-

that this world was created and is car-
ried on excresslv for their benefit. If Mr
Dickens was petted by the public, and feted
and flattered, and in early life met with an
astonishing literaiy success, such a fortune
may have exercised a damaging euecc upan
his own character. There is evidence
enough, even in the collection of his letters
recently published, that he was a man diffi
cult to please and particularly iona oi nav
ing his own way. Little traits of his charac
ter peep out which are not alt jgetber lovely
Ha mav have been a man of tho highest hou'
or. snd bia affections were undoubtedly
strong; but we susp'ct that no one ever lived
more resolut 'ly bent upon having his own
wav. cr. we mny say, his own ways, ot which
he had msny. He must have been positive
about" little as well aa about great things.
Without much stretch of language, he may
beJset down as eccentric quite as much bo,
we think, r--s his friend Mr. Lindor, who also
had domestic difficulties. If we were writing
of any man smaller than the author of 1 he
Tale of Ttro Cities, we might d scribe him
as fussy. He bad not a little of the particu-
larity and pertinacity which the world, rea
sonably or unreasonably, attributes to old
maids. He speaks ;n his letters verv sweetly
Of those who seived upon bis bUU", during
his reading tours, but it may be violently
suspecled that they did not have a good time
of it. If we may consider the
s:aadal of Mr. Dickens's married life from
tfceso Dointa of view, it is easy to tea
whv his home wrs not a hacpy one. Mrs
Dickens, undoubtedly, wrs not a woman of
genins; she was a plain, honest, s'.mple Eng-
lishwoman, wiih her little tempers, perhaps,
and, maybe, with other infirmities cf pur-
pose rnd conduct. As tha wife- - of her hus-

band's youth, f s the mother of bis children,
she was worth caring for and carefully con-

ciliating. If this wp utterly impossible,
there is nothing more to say; but impossible
is a strong word. There ia at the present
time a tendency to depreciate the mamaee
relation. There are new thto-ie- s about it,
aome of hem wicked, and some cf them
coasetsxal. Men occupying a dii tineuitihed
position, wucsj example is therefore likely fo
be important, may well pause before they add
the authority of their names to plets of in-

compatibility, which are mere evasions of
duty and honor."

Washington special to the Cincinnati Ga-

zette: M. De Francho reached Washington
ljst night for the purcose of consulting with
Admiral Ammen and others concerning the
contemplated Nicarauan canal project. De
Francho represent thrf European stockhold-
ers, and about thirty million dcliars of money,
which he says can be increased todouble that
amount, if necessary. He said to-da- y that
the offer of the presidency of the contem-
plated X icaraguan canal company had been
made to General Grant, end would probably
bo accepted by him.

Upon being asked what bearing this action
would have on General Grant's political fu-

ture, M. Do Francho replied substantially as
follows: "I' will take General Grant perma-
nently out of polities. Ha has been offered
the presidency of our company with the un-
derstanding that he wi!l hold the office until
the object of the company is attained. It, in
the meantime, he is offered tbe nomination
by any political party lor tho Presidency he
will decline it, because otherwire he would be
acting in bad faith to those who have invested
their money in the enterpiiso on tha under-staudin- g

that he would ba its head and influ-
ence."

Being asked if General Grpnt understood
this, Mr. Da Froicho said he d'.d, and that
it was under these conditions that he would
accept the office. G an eral Grant had writ-
ten them that he would accept the presidency
of the cano1 company, provided he could be
satisfied that it was established on a business
basis, and would beab'3 to finish

the work undertaken. He would meet
represenfntives of the company and other
friends of the projret in Philadelphia in the
middle of December, pnd then the final ar-
rangements would be made. This expression
on the part of Da Francho will possibly be
regarded as baicg a very important bearing
on the question ot General Grpnt's candida-
ture. If Do Francho and those whom he
represents ate not deceived, it means that if
the French company can show that they are
in earnest, that General Grant is no longer a
Presidential candidate, because be has al-

ready w.ittei Iheui to the effVcfc, as Do
Francho utdjrstauds it, fbat on the
conditions named and with the
understanding that te wiil continue as
president of tha company, ho would identify
himself with the fortunes cf tbe compauy. In
tho course of the conversation M. Da Francho
said that this was the only sensible thing for
General Grant to do. "He could," said De
Francho, "gain no farther political prestige
by running a th'rJ time for President." He
could probably say that he could have had
the nomination, had he desired it and worked
for it, and whatever gloiy attaches to that
will be his. Now, then, the position we
offer him," continued De Francho, 'ia one of
vast responsibility, of care, distinction, and
of great wealth, and w ill probably last him
ail his lifetime, or for a long series of years.
He will make es much money for many years
as he would for four years in the Presidency.
He would bo constantly before the world in a
veiy honorable and influential character, and
he would go down t) poslaiity with a double
immortality firist, rm politic?.! lame as
President and General Grant, and, s' lond,
as the inspiring principal ana doct r of a
great intirn.itiona'. prcj it."

Washington special to the New York
World: " The statement that General
Sickles's daughter had eloped with a man
named M'Carthy is generally credited here
among tbe members of the foreign legations.
It appears, from what can be gathered, that
the elopement had been planning for the last
two years. M'Carthy 'a life since 1872 would
read like a romance. Although engaged in
numerous dubious operations, he has most
successfully kept himself out of serious trou-
ble. His first visit to tbis city was paid in
the winter of 1871 and 1872. By some means
he ingratiated himself with prominent mem-
bers of foreign legations, and with army and
navy officers. He is a handsome man, of
fine presence, well educated, of fine
tastes, and although over forty
years of age, does not look more than
thirty. He represented himself as an ex--
Confederate officer, bearing the rauk of col-
onel, and stated that he had served in
Mexico with Maximilian, and wrs a member
ofhisiataff. He Baid abo that be was well
acquainted with the unfortunate
Carlotta, and that he it was who had as
sisted the Princess Salm-Sal- m to leave
Mexico, having accompanied her out of that
country and through northwestern Texas on
horseback. It was while on his trip through
Texas that he discovered, as he 6tated,certam
coal and copper mines. On the strength of
this statement, he organized a company
called tho 'Texas land and copper company,'
cash capital sixty thousand dollars. In the
articles of agreement M'Carthy, as the parly
of the first part, received a OEe-thir- interest,
lie organized a parly of surveyors, and in
May, 1872, started for Texas, via St. Louis,
in which city he proposed to obtain his outfit.
While in St. Louis, he occupied at the South-
ern hotel the same rooms occupied by Grand
Duke Alexis only a short time before. The
purchase of wagons, mules, horses and gro-
ceries being completed, he started for Texas.
While in St. Louis he excelled even the grand
duke m his lavish expenditure of money. The
whole affair was a bubble. M'Carthy had
never been in northwestern Texas in his life,
but ha had heard of copper in that part of
the State from men who had been there, and
some of these very men he employed when
he reached Sherman, in Texas. The copper
was found, but tbe land which was entered
and surveyed turned out not to belong to tbo
company. The members of the Texas land
and copper compauy, were foreign
ministers, navy officers and a few prominent
citizens. M'Carthy was next heard of in Chi-
cago as the chief of a mining bureau. Ha was
very successful there, clearing, it is said, over
a hundred and fifty thousand dollars. It was
ia Chicago he met bis present wife (he has
another in Canada), and to her he undoubt-
edly owes a great ceal cf the success which
has attended his late operations. She is said
to be very intelligent and beautiful. After
marriage he spent some time in Europe,
where he lived sumptuously. Itaturuicg to
New York, he was ai rested for a diamond
robbery and acquitted. His next appepr.'nce
in this city was in tho fall of 1877, when he
hoodwinked the sccretai of state and ob-
tained on forged letters in regard to Cuban
matters twenty-fiv- e thousand dollars
from the Spanish minister, with which
he fled to England, where be was
known as Colonel William Fitz Charles Ma-
son M'Carthy. Humors here are ta tbe effect
that a girl formerly well known ia Washing-
ton society was the confidant of Mips Sickles
in Paris, and aided her in meeting M'Carthy.
She is married to a member of one of the
foreign legations stationed in Paris.

Atlanta (Ga.) Comtltutkn: "Mr. Hayes
says, acccrdmg to a Washington correspond-
ent, that his southern policy failed through
the desertion of a part of the Republicans
and 'tho sudden cussedness coincident of the
young roughs of the south, by which a reac-
tion was produced in both sections,' and he
thicks Grant wiil come in at a time to get
the benefit of lh9 altered temperament of
both sections. Leaving Grant and tho future
out of the question, it is worth while to con-
sider whether Mr. Hayes is not too modest by
half in admitting that his policy was a failure.
It is to be observed, in the first place, that he
makes the mistake of confusing his policy
with his purpose, and he thus dees an in-
justice to the real results of bis administra-
tion, which ha makes haste to cor-
rect. It will be noted that when
Mr. Hayes says his policy was a failure, ha
evidently means that bis purpose to bring
about a better feeling in the south was a fail-
ure, and in this he doesirjustieo both to him-ee- lf

and the poople of the smth. The
has never lost an opportunity to do

justice to the purpose ot Mr. Hayes, but,
with respect to bis policy, we frankly told
Lim at tho beginning; aud in terms that he
could not fail to understand, that it was a
poor, makeshift sort of an affair, utterly un-
worthy to be connected, even by implication,
with the grand purpose of destroying concili-
ation. That policy, in brief, was to resurrect
the Republican party in the south, along with
all its threatening elements of ignorance and
prejudice. . JJut the purpose of Mr. Hayes to
bring about conciliation was not a failure.
Up to the unfortunate tour when Mr. Hayes
surrendered to the ttalwart wing of bis
party the wing that had derided his ad-
ministration, and that had attempted,
but failed, to destroy his influence, his
purpose of conciliation was a power potent
for good in southern politics. In criticising
Mr. Hayes and his administration we have
always carefully endeavored to make a wide
distinction between his purposes of concilia-
tion and his poor little policy, and we do not
mind saying now, when to Bay it seems per-
tinent to the occasion, that the general effect
of his administration, so far as the south is
concerned, has been almost wholly for good.
It has been essentially a clean administration
so far aa it has affected this section; it has
been reasonable and it has been just, and we
believe its effect upon the people of both sec-
tions has been in the direction of peace and
harmony. This ia no small tribute to a man
who has been so tossed upon the horns of so
many political dilemmas; and yet, when we
reflect upon his surrender to the worst ele-
ment of his party, we cannot but regard him
as essentially a very weak man."
