Hon. L. B. Ilorrigan has entered upon the
discharge of his duties as judge of the crimi
nal court with a firmness and a decision of
character which indicates that ha will make
a model judge, fully vindicating the wisdom
of Governor Marks in his appointment. For
many years in several respects the criminal
court has been a farce and a burlesque.
There was an unsavory odor about it, which
almost made it a public nuisance. It seems
Judge Ilorrigan is determined to cleanse,
parity and elevate this tribunal or justice.
The Appeal of yesterday announced that

At the criminal court, yesterday, a large number
of business men summoned a jurors failed to ap-
pear and were lined by Judge Horrlgan, and will be
lined dally until tbey appear and answer or show
cause wy tney failed to obey the summons of tbe
court. Judge Horrlgan will stand no i foolishness.

This is a move in the right direction. Here-

tofore, business men, entertaining a contempt
for the criminal court, have treated its man-

dates with great disrespect. But it seems
Judge norngan is determined that good
citizens shall perform their duty as witnesses
and jurors. The disposition of the courts to
select the "professional juror," with the view
of giving employment to the loafer and to ac-

commodate the business man, who abhors
jury duty, has contributed much toward
bringing the courts into disrepute. The
criminal court will never command the re-

spect of the community until it respects it-

self, by making jurors of the best citizens and
forcing prompt obeyance of its mandates.
This Judge Ilorrigan intends to do. He be-

lieves every good citizen owes a duty to
himself and to the community
in which he resides to serve on juries,
and to attend as a witness when required,
and if he does not promptly respond to the
summons, Judge Horfigan will rigidly entorce
the law. For a short time this will occa-

sion soiriQ dissatit faction and condemnation.
but good citizens who are prompt, and even
punctilious in the obseivance of their busi

nesi engagements, will learn that they
ought to ba equally as ready to comply with
the samo cheerful alacrity the engagements
ia a court of justice. Crime cannot be pun
i shed and tbe mnjesty of the law vindicated
unless good citizens perform their duty,
TVtaw wVtn cmada tVarrtnrra rf inatine. shirV nil
duty as jurors, when a criminal escapes
are the loudest in their complaints,
though they do nothing to protect the public
interest. Men who live in a com
munity must lake an interest in
its government, by taking part in
the . election of its officials
serving as jurors and witnesses or any other
position devolving upon good citizens. It is
a sad commentary on the community when
Judge Uorrigan ia forced to inflict punish
mont on good men for tailing to do their
duty. The thief and the murderer should be
punished for violating the law, so should the
business man who violates the law by refus
ing to obey the summons of the court.

Home rule is like to be forgotten by the

people of Ireland in the excitement over their
present demand for tenant-proprietcrshi- p.

Davitt, Killen and Daly, the men who, with
their leading council, Rae, are attracting 80

much attention just now, say that they will be
content with nothing les and they are, for
the time being, the leaders of the Irish peo
ple. Daly, in his terse way, says: "We will
take nothing less than this that the man
who tills the foil shall own it. Is it right,"
he asks, "that the landlords shall take an in-

come out of poor farmers, and not spend one
penny of the money in Ireland, but
squander it in London and Paris?
In May j, for instance. Sir Roger Palmer,
Lord Dillon and the marquis of Sligo take
one hundred thousand pounds out of the
country, and divil a farthing do they spend
ia it. There are five- - hundred million chris
tians in the world, and in no other country
but Ireland do they toil all. Jhe year round
and give fifteen shillings out of twenty to the
landlord. If a farmer makes a little more he
is handicapped by an immediately increased
rent." And these seem to be the sentiments
of all classes. Canon Ulick J. Bourke, of
Mayo, one of the most distinguished of the
Driests of the Catholic church in Ireland, a
gentleman who has had no part in the pres
ent troubles, in a letter to a friend in Wash
ington, says: "The two great ends to be at
tained are, first, to relieve the people in their
present distress and trials; the second, to fix

them in the homes of their fathers by making
them proprietors of their farms. This latter

a difficult task, yet the cry has gone
forth, and all Irishmen, at home and abroad,
have echoed the call, and proclaim that the
Irish race will be satisfied with nothing less.

There is a peasant prooiietary in Belgium,
France, Sweden, Norway, Denmark, Hoi
stein, Prussia, Russia, Austria, Switzerland,
Greece, part of Italy, and in America. Why
not in Ireland? This is the teaching of the
statesmen of England and of her scholars
Bright, Cobden, Lord John Russell, John S;u--

srt Mill, and of Baron Yon Stein, the great
Prussian statesman. If a peasant proprieta-
ry has made America and other nations rich.
contented, and happy, why should it not
make Ireland rich, contented, and happy?
And every sensible man, no matter what his
nationality, asks why?

Colonel Lucius B. Nokthhop, the com
missary-gener- al of the Confederate army from
the commencement ot tne civil war until a
few months before its close, is now living in
retirement near Charlottsville, the seat of the
University of Virginia. He is preparing a
sketch of the Confederate commissary depart
ment, in which he will refute the statements
of General Joe Johnston and Beauregard that
the armies of Northern Virginia and Tennes
see were not well supplied with provisions
He proposes to prove, from the dispatches of
these generals, that they destroyed immense
trains of stores. Tbe colonel is now sixty
seven years old, but be is said to wield a
vigorous pen," and to posset s a "strong and
determined will."

The Atlanta (5a.) cotton factories are call
ing aloud for more help. It is said they need
fully one thousand hands. A faithful hand

can clear three or four dollars a week. Yet
none can be had. It is not that the work
is not pies s int. tor tne building is comfort
able, warm, well ventilated, and the hours
and rules of work are the same ss those of
other factories. The matter is that southern
women, no matter how poor, have never been
systematically taught to work. They have
been accustomed to raly entirely upon the
men of the family for a support, and to do
nothing themselves. And for this the men
have only themselves to blame.

A few days ego wa published a statement
from the Cincinnati Commercial that the ne
gro exodus had collapsed, that anywhere in
the lower Mississippi valley a negro man and
his wife can earn from five dollars to six dol
lars a day picking cotton,- - and "almost every
black man on the west side of the river who
stayed at home has cotton enough to pay all
his debts and hare a good sum ot money
left." In addition to this, we gave the testT- -

mony of other journals on Sunday last, certi
fying to the progress made by the negroes of
North Carolina and Georgia as land owners.
If the northern Radical rascals' will only let
the colored men alone they will work out
their own salvation.

According to the Washington correspond
ent of the Baltimore Gazette, a friend of
Senator Lamar is authority for the statement
that the senator has emphatically denied
giving expression to any such absurd notions
as were expressed in a letter purporting to
come from him, and which was published in
the Appeal last wees. He is for the nomi-
nee of the Democratic party, and never
dreamed of any other conrse. It was simply
ridiculous Tor any man in his . senses to as-

cribe such sentiments to Mr. Lamar, for
there is no greater enemy of centralization in
congress or out of it, and his record on that
point has been clear and consistent.

Representative Shelley, of Alabama,
says that everything is prosperous and happy
in his State, and that the colored people are
as contented and doing as well as the white
people. In politics he says there is little or
no division in sentiment. The vote of the
State will be cast for the Democratic nominee,
whoever he may be, although Bayard is the
preference of the ' Democrats.

CATHOLIC SCHOOLS.

The True Version of Archbishop Wil
liams's Sayings in Regard to Paro-

chial Schools in the Archdiocese
or Boston The Subject Elic--

itlng JixtensiTe Com-

ment.

Catholic Schools Should lie Established
in Every Parish, and Made Equal to
I Public Schools The, Relations

of Pastor and Parent Other
! Instructions.

Boston December 2. An official state
ment has been made concerning tne recent
utterance of Archbishop Williams, of this
diocese, made at a meeting of the Catholic
clergy ot rioston, witn regard to tneuainonc
schools.' The eubiect has been for some days
a matter of rather extended comment, and it
has been deemed necessary to give a correct
statement to the public. At the assemblage
referred to the archbisnoo urged that when
ever rjracticable Catholic schools should be
established in every parish, and, .far as
possible, made eoual to the public schools.
They are regarded as practicable where their
establishment ana support would not create
Berious financial embarrassment or impose
too grievou9': a ' ""burden ; on ' the re'
sources "of the faithful. . Parents send
ing their . children to , public schools,
rather than allow them to erow hd illiterate,
should make it a matter of conscience to take
due precautions against the dangers of such
schools, and attend diligently to the instruc
tion of children in christian doctrines out ot
arhool hours. In this connection, the arch
bishop read from the instructions sent to tne
liiaVinna of the United States, through the
Roman Propaganda, in a document dated
November 24, 187o, and printed in some pa'
pers in this country soon after its recep
tion, consideriner the document in question,
and with reference t9 the circumstances
where Catholic Darents may. with safe con
science. Bend their children to public schools,
where (the danger being more remote) sum'
r.ianfc ranaa exists. Such cause would com
monly exist where there is no Catholic scnooi
at hand, or where that which is accessible is
little suited to educate children properly or
suitable to their condition in hte. the
nro.hirishoD said: "In a case or decided and
persistent difference of opinion arising be-twf- pn

a nastor and narent as to the sufficien
cy alleged, the matter must be referred to
the decision of the bishop, who will govern
the conduct of both pastor and parent, pa-

rents, who, for good and sufficient reasons,
omit to send their children to a parochial
school, but otherwise secure for them eff-
icient religious instruction, may, if well dis-

posed, be admitted to the sacraments. No
priest has a right, save in the rare and ex-

ceptional case of public scandalous sinners,
to publicly refuse any of the sacraments of
the church to any Catholic reasonably apply-
ing for the same. Excommunication, also
public denunciation of individuals, or desig-
nated classes,- - is strictly forbidden to all
priests of the dioiese in this as in all other
cases." "

' Washington correspondence of the Boston
Herald: "Mr. Bright, of Tennessee, a mem-
ber whose many years ot service in the house
entitles his opinions to a respectful hearing,
talked to-da- y at length on tbe present polit-
ical situation. He does not think it possible
that the south could support Grant for Presi-
dent under any conceivable circumstances.
Grantism means, he said, centralism of the
most kind. To elect him to
a third term meant an abandonment of the
teachings and example of Jefferson, and all
the other fathers, yea, more, an abandon-
ment of the provisions ot the constitu-
tion itself. The south cannot do this
without committing a wantonly fool-
ish and criminal act. Grant
was the best hated man in the south, that is
by individuals. The south might, however,
in time become utterly worn out by repeated
failures to be properly recognized and under-
stood by the north. In that event he cojld
not answer for the consequences. Tney
might give up the fight and surrender to the
enemy, but he thought that the time had
not come yet. Mr. Bright is particularly
severe on the northern wing of the Demo-
cratic party. It is for them, he says, to take
the lead this winter. They must step for-
ward and be prepared to shoulder their pro-
portion of the responsibility for whatever
may be determined on. Tbe policy of the
coming session should depend on what the
northern Democrats are willing to under-
take. The south will again put forth its
strength and make a gallant fight, but its al-

lies in the north must come forward with a
guarantee of what they can do. Let them
say: 'We will promise you New York and In- -

diana, and the south will perform its part of
the contract, but that section is tired of hear-
ing that the north has been scared out of its
boots by hobgoblin stories of outrages in the
south. Mr. Bright does not think, however,
that the Democracy will find it possible to
give up the issues of the extra session or to
let them drop tor the present, iney are, he
says, vital issues, lne democratic attitude
was eminently just, patriotic and constitu-
tional, and it dare not abandon it." $ He did
not fear the verdict of the country, and was
willing to stand or fall by it.

satins; Committee to Urge tbe
Removal of a Bad JUaa.

Milwaukee, December 2. The majority
of the committee appointed by the board of
supervisors to investigate the affairs of the
Milwaukee county bouse ot correction, inde-
pendent of the investigation conducted by
the State board of charities and reforms,
made a long report to the board to-da- y. A
large amount of the testimony is principally
that of the prisoners and officers now at the
institution. The committee say that there is
no escape from the conclusion that the inspec-
tor (Hazz) is incompetent; that he is not even
familiar with the rules governing that insti-
tution. He admits to freely using the gag, a
punishment not known nor allowed by the
statutes or rules, and that he don't know if
the contractor delivered the quality of meat
required. The burden of the evidence is that
the treatment of the prisoners was generally
bad, oftentimes cruel, if not barbarous.
Inspector Hazz and bis subordi
nates have violated the statutes,
which forbid any corporeal or other punish
ment to be inflicted tor violation ot prison
ru es. Also a rule of the house of correc
tion which prescribes the punishment to be
solitary confinement in a dark cell on bread
and water, not to exceed twenty days, and
although this is the only legal punishment,
yet the way it is administered is the most de
grading, dangerous to health and abomm
ablr barbarous of anr now administered, and
is a disgrace to the age in which we live. It
is proven by overwhelming testimony that
the inspectors, Hazz and Kennedy, have
used this means of torture to a degree never
intended by tbe State. Abe committee rec
ommend that Hazz, the present inspector, be
removed, and that the committee on house
of correction be given charge of the institu
tioii. Hazz, the report holds, is proven in
competent. He has inflicted unwarranted
punishment, and has been profane
and indecent. The practice of ltn
prisonment in a dark cell, - too
small in which to stretch the body,
without bed or bedding in summer or winter.
is severely condemned. The poor, helpless
criminal, unable to lie down or sit np, is com'
pelled to breathe the foul, sickening cases ot
his own excrement. It is proven, say the
committee, that all tuts has been the con
stant practice for years, and is a foul blot on
the city and State. The committee are also
of the opinion that the prisoners are not
given baths a often as decency requires, and
that sick inmates are denied proper care and
medical treatment, lne committee, in con'
elusion, regret the necessity for an entire re
vision of the rules governing the house of
correction. The report was ordered printed

With a cessation ot Kussian
suDDlies and the diminution of American, in
consequence of the closing of the canals,
and the increased dsmand for British for
winter consumption, the future should fur
nish few grounds for anxiety. The arrivals
at ports have been small. Wheat in steady
demand and closed farm, lbere was an lm
proved demand for maize, which advanced
3J per quarter. There was only a moderate
business done in wbeat lor shipment, in con
sequence of the high prices asked. Maize
quiet. Barley in limited request ac previous
currencies, biles ot Hioglisb wheat last
week, 38.580 quarters, at 46s 7d per quarter,
against 51,324 quartets, at 41s dd per quar
ter, same week last year. Imports into the
United Kingdom tor the week ending jno
vember 22J, were 1,644.738 cwt. wheat and
250.850 cwt. flour.

New York Sun: "If the inventor's
prophecies are fulfilled, it is safe to say that
of all the Christmas festivals next month, not
one will command such universal attention as
that which.is to be held in Menlo park, N J
Then is promised that long looked for achieve-
ment of science, the economical subdivision
of the electrio light. On Christmas eve the
'Wizard of Menlo park,' Thomas A. Edison,
will illuminate all the buildings in the
modest little hamlet in which he lives and
works. To that end wires have been run
from house to house, and connected thence
with his laboratory. The illumination will
be by means of what might be called electric
jets, but which, more properly speaking, are
small spirals ot j platinum and iridium in
a state of incandescence in a
vacuum. J. he dynamo-electr- ic ma-
chines, whence the current is gener
ated, are already set up in the laboratory
One of these, having a power of forty horses.
will generate sufficient electricity for one hun-
dred lights, each of sixteen-candl- e power,
which is the measurement of electric inten
sity. That is to say, the extraordinary phe
nomenon may be seen on Christmas day, in
Menlo park, of electric lights toned down to
the intensity of gas jets. In a few days Mr.
Edison will begin the task ofaffixing tbe jets.
so called, upon the gas burners in the several
houses. Instead of running the wires that
are to transmit the current through the gas
pipes, as it is bis intention to do shortly in
this city, for this occasion he will lay the
wires along the pipes. 'I shall send invita-
tions far and wide, said Mr. Edison last
Wednesday, In order that all may see that
what has been considered as visionary and
impossible has been accomplished. The
thing is done. I have protected it in this
country and every considerable coun
try in Europe. That is to say.
there are only a few unimportant parts of
Europe yet remaining uncovered, and these
will be so before tbe advent of tbe holidays
You ask me if 1 can compete with car
bnreted hydrogen gas. Let the gas com
panies reduce their price, and then reduce it
again, for it is well known they can still do
this and make money, and I can undersell
them and make a large profit.' , The meth-
ods and steps by which Mr. Edison claims to
have accomplished the undertaking that had
its inception in the electric 6hops in Ansonia,
Connecticut, is now for the first time made
public. When Mr. Edison received from
Ansonia the Wallace dynamo-electri- c

machine, or telemachon, as Mr. Wallace
calls it, he at once begin his experiments.
The amount of power he recovered in the
secend machine was so incommen-
surate with tbe original power applied to
the first machine, and transmitted by a
wire, that both machines were cast aside.
Then Mr. .Edison experimented upon the
Gramme, the Brush, and the Siemens ma-
chines. These were better, but still the loss
of power was excessive. Mr. Edison at once
left the beaten track upon which scientists
bave been toiling for years with unvarying
results, and struck out into fields altogether
new. After completing his dynamo machine,
Mr. Edison began working on his electrome-
ter, for without some kind ot - a measure he
could cot tell how much of the electric cur- -

rent was expended on any one point. This
was soon done. For nearly eight months
he has been experimenting npsn the little
contrivance that is to furnish the light.
First it was made to encsist of a
small platinum spiral without covering.
This would not do, because alter the
current had been withdrawn oxidation
to a greater or less degree sjt in. Then he
made a composition, with lime as a base, and
with this he covered the spiral. It was
transparent, but had defects. Finally he hit
npon the expedient ot completely covering
the platinum with a small glats globe filled
with oxygen gas. ibe globe being air-tig-

there could, of course, be to combustion.
This gave tho inventor great satis! actios, but
still he experimented, and lound tn it tbe gas
was unnecessary and Iroublescma in charg ting, and no rrieciea it out retained tne
sealed globe. Then came the difficulty of
preventing the intensity of tbe current frjm
fusing the platinum. This problem, which
has puzzled electricians ever since the first
experiments in this direction, was met. A
solution was found after great labor, and al
most innumerable experiments, by an inge-
nious device."
