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Wq publish tbia morning the text of the

proclamation issued yesterday by Governor

Marks, in which he convenes the legislature

to enact such a measure or measures as will

enable Memphis to place herself, so far as a

thorough system of sewerage and other san

itary works can, bejond the touch or taint

of epidemic yellow-feve-r. Governor Marks

in acting so promptly confirms the confidence

reposed in him by the people who within the

last two years have suffered so much in loss

of lifo and fortune. His visit to the city last

week was apparently not in vain. The sym-

pathy which, during the weary days of trav

ail and Borrow, he expressed so often, was

reawakened when the facts of our condition

were brought to his personal notice, and he

learned, as bo did, from citizens of all

classes, how immediate and pressing was the
necessity for relief. The personal appeals of

the people were more powerful to move him
than mere formal resolutions, speeches or
memorials. They were not to be resisted,

Imposing upon himself, whilehere,
a discreet silence as to his inten
tion. his mind was no doubt made
up before he left for the capital. His procla-

mation, strong and convincing in statement,

cannot fad to move the members of the leg'

islatare to prompt action when they assem

ble. They are not asked for anything that
will impose a burden cn the people of

any other part of the State. They are only

asked to agree to and confirm what Memphis

has already resolved is a burden she must

shoulder to prevent, if possible, another
visit from a disease that has coat us

more in money than would build half the
city and pave and sower it besides, not to

speak of the eight thousand of our kindred

slain by it in '73, '78 and this sad year of

1ST0. There is, with all the facts before us.
no room for prolonged debate, no occasion for

delay. Our unsanitary condition, our sufferings

and losses admitted and they are plain to

all men iind asking for nothing bat what
we ourselves era to shoulder, we feel safe in
predicting a session of but a few days, during
which not only our bill, but those others to
which the proclamation has reference, can be

enacted into law.

No matter who inspired the malignant

assault upon the people of Memphis
which we yesterday copied from the New
York Evening Post, it affords "abundant
causo for the indignation it excited,
not only with all classes of the people of
Memphis, but among the sanitary experts
who are still on duty here. Whoever he may
be, he knew he was a liar, and was traducing
twenty-- 5 vo thousand white people when Le
wild that "The better class of negroes in the
mule stables are the cleanest people in Mem-

phis." This sentence would, with any well-inform- ed

and fair-mind- ed person, prove an
aggravation additional to all the others which
have excited a just indignation. There
is no condition of filth here that cannot be
matched in New York, Brooklyn, Chicngo,
St. Loui. Louisville or Cincinnati. Our
soil ii saturated with fecal matter; theirs' by
newer gas. We suffer for three months in a
year from yellow-feve- r; they all the year
round from Ecarlet-feve- r, e mall-po- x, diph-

theria, ruenengetis, typhoid fever and mala-

rial fevers. The principal hotel of New York
stands upon a very bog of filth, and the ro-su- lt

ip, a jetvtly tax paid in unt'mely
deaths. The Canal street sewer of New
York i? a cess-po- ol more dangerous
to lifo than all the filth of Memphis and the
eewers tLat empty into the Eist and North
rivers are running streams of nastiness, the
exintence of which ia a shaaiu and a disgrace
to the metropolis of the Union. As it is in

New York, so it ia in olher citiw.
"Nj one of them can throw stones at the
other from a sanitary standpoint. They have
alike lived in defiance of the laws of health,
as uvery intelligent sanitarian mast admit.
The people of Memphis are no worse as to
personal habits than those of other
cities. They are, at least, as good. They
do not need to ba "taught washing,
"scrubbing and cleaning as children are
'Jaught the alphabet," as this dottojr tejla

the &ening Post. They are as observant of

those thm as the people, of New York
and will cornea &9 favorably in their
houses and persona as those of New York.
Bat lime and space fail uC- - The sanitarian
who could speak or write of si people in the
spirit that pervades the article from the
Pout is unfit to be entrusted with any investi-

gation where discretion and the judicial
fair net a that usually prompts scientific men
are necessary. He proves himself unfitted
for any task that calls for investigation
according to scientific methods and a candid
report. This sanitarian was here, if here at
all, to assist in making a survey, reporting
upon the condition of Memphis and recom-

mending what was necetmry to ba done
not to abuse and lie about her people.
Having overstepped the limit allowed him by
the ethics of the double profession
ho practices, he should have the manliuess to
avow himself, apologize for his brutal, un-

warranted as i&ult upon the people cf Mem-

phis, confess himself a liar, as he is, and re-

sign from any connection with the National
board of health, which he has disgraced.

TUB KtUHT TO IIUV CUEA P.
Tho system called "protection." and which

should be named "monopoly," is receiving
more and more attention from the public
jirest, and tho more it is examined the less it
is approved. Nothing can be clearer than
that when one country produces one thing
and another a different one, and each requires
what tho other produces, tho two countries
Mhou'd exchange with each other, for each is
benefited by tho exchange. We can pro-

duce grain abundantly and cheaply; England
can do the same with salt. 'If we eend grain
to Engind we receive advantage in the sale
and Englaud find.) an equal advantage in
the purchase. Jf we took England's salt
they would be beue'ed by the sale, we
by the purchase. That wt' should be bene
fi ted is clear by the fact that oat suit can be
produced not at a profit but at a
Therefcra to eecurd a sale for our salt, we
must put a tax on foreign celt that will make
it dearer than our own production. But if
wo do so, those who consume salt and also
lacon acd every other article requiring the
ure of salt will have to pay a higher price
thkii if foreign salt was imported with no
other tax upon it than U required for govern-
ment revenue purposes. If we r.tise grain
we rukke a proSt; if we mauufacture 6ilt we
endure a loss then, common sense asks, why
not turn the labor and capital from the man-
ufacture of 6alt, by which the country loses
money, to the production ol grain by which
a gain is the result. Clear as this seems, we
tlo produce our own salt id )his losing man-
ner, and this loss to the cowuiry is called
"protection." Who is protected? Totthe
country, for it loaca money by tho process.
Not the citizens generally, for they have to
pay a higher price for their salt and bacon,

without protection. If the country u large
and the citizens generally are not protected

against bss by unnecessarily high prices

from the operation of this 6ystem, who is?
The owners of the 6ait works, for tbey are
the persors protected against foreign compe

tition. That which is secured lrom competi
tion is a monopoly, and therefore the proper
name for this blundering system is not "pro
tection" but "monopoly." It will probably

be asked whether it may not be an advantage
to keep up the monopoly for the sake of the
poor laborers who are employed at at the
salt works? Clearly not, for the laborer can
find employment in producing articles that
will bring a profit, and he should ba set to

work in that production, so that he may get
his own living and add to the wealth of his
country at the same time, and not throw
away his efforts on objects that are a loss to
the country. By the whole system of protec
tion certain capitalists are secursd from com
petition and are granted a monopoly at the
country's expense. We have spoken of salt
and grain as instances, but it is evident that
the same advantages from free trade, and the
same loss from monopoly, or "protection,
occurs in the case of any other products pro
duced at a train or at a loss. It is clear that
every citizen has a right to sell where he can
get the best price, and to buy where ho can
get the most for his money, Bat tbe pro
tective system denies the enjoyment
of the latter right, and says
the citizen shall not buy where
he can buy cheapest, or if he does he shall
pay a penalty for exercising his right, and
that penalty is the "protective" tax put on
articles that we can purchase abroad for less
money than we can produce them ourselves
The profit from the imposition of this tax
maintains the monopolizer. The tax is a poor
rate levied for the support of monopolizing
capitalists. But if this kind of tax may be
extorted to enable capitalists to live in lux
ury, why should not taxes ba imposed to
support laboring men in comfort, so that we
should have no further complaining of pov
erty ? For a small tody cf rbh men to have
a monopoly of certain products is much, but
that it should have a monopoly of monopoliz
ing, a bounty from the country's taxation
conferred on no one else, is too much; it is
simply a shame and a wrong. The story that
the system of monopoly benefits the
poor man is a fiction, and the contrary is the
case. If there were no protection the
laborer would be engaged only on
producing what it would pay to
produce, then he will purchase at its low
est price all those articles for which "pro
tection" now forces him to pay the highest
price. Take the article of salt instanced
above. He has to pay, in consequence of the
protective tax upon that article, higher for
the salt, bacon, butter, and scores of olher
things he consumes, than be would pay if
there were no such tax. lo found a system
that thus robs the poor man and cheats too
laborer for the benefit of the monopolizing
r.anital;.,,'-- then to call that robbery "pro
tection" to the pcor end the laborer is to out-rau- e

all common sense, and to add insult to
injury. "To sell where we can sell dearest,
and buy where we can buy cheapest, is a
right we ought not to bo deprived of, and a
policy that takes from us the ezerc?69 of that
richt a doIicv that has deprived us of our
shipping and injured ourtrado in many other
ways ought to be abolished, and a just, fair
and rational system ot tracte estaoiiEnea in us
place

TJI K CENTAL, BY8TEH.
We observe by a Hew York telegram that

the produce exchange of that city has de-

cided that, with the new year, grain shall be-

gin to be sold by the cental. This is a sensi-
ble change. Nobody measures tho vast
amounts of grain sold in this country, bushel
by bushel tbey weigh it. Yet,, by a strange
eccentricity, they make out their receipts and
sales by the measure they do uut ascertain
the quantity by, and not by the weight with
which they do. Is not such an absurd pro-

ceeding unworthy of plain American common
sense, as well as cf the usages cf business?
Businesi men boast that they "stand no non-

sense" they go by "facts and figures;'
yet they get their figures ot quantities
of grain by weighing it, but violate fact by
calling this weight bushels. The cental sys-

tem says that when yon receive by weight,
and weigh out when you sell, your bills
should be made cut by weight. The weight
prescribed by the New York produce ex-

change is one hundred pounds, called a cen-

tal. The cental system is one cf truth, the
boa'iiel plan is a fiction. Fictions in trade
never help honest, straight-dealin- g man,
but they suit the fraacUitent trickster. How
few of those who have to buy grain for feed
know what is meant by a bushel of grain
that is neyer put into a bushel, but cn the
scales. Sell bitn a hundred pounds of bran,
or fifty pounds of oats, and he will stand by the
scales and see that " he gets justice." The
cental system is already in operation to
some extent. On the railroad or the steam-
boat brau i pats, and corn and wheat are
not charged for as fiegl;t by the biishol, but
by the one hundred pounds, la Liverpool
and throughout Europe generally grain is
bought and sold by the hundred pounds.
We ought to sell fiiur by the hundred
poand3, not by tne carrel tuero is no
standard by which to know what a barrel
contains, but there is no mistaking how
much a hundreu pounds is. The corn-grai- n

elevators everywhere rec'?ive and deliver by
weight; when tie cental system a adopted
they will say as they do, and the round-
about way of calling bo many weighed
pounds so many measured bushels will ceas3.
This change iiom fiction to tact, from ab-
surdity to common sense, is required at
Memphis, and the chamber of commerce
should decide at an early day when the
change to the cental shall ba made.

YKLLOW-FKVK-R AND FILTH.
Dr. Joseph Holt, of NSw Orleans, to

whose systematic efforts the public is greatly
indebted for much exact information as to
tho origin and causes of yellow-feve- r, in a
paper read before the Medical and surgical
association of that city, on the second of
August last, entitled, "The chain of circum-
stances connected with the appearance of
yellow fever in New Orleans during the year
1879," gave, in the order of their occurrence,
the forty-on- e cases reported to the board of
health, with such facts as to their origin as
were brought to his notice. This paper he
concludes with the fallowing remarks, to
wiiich we invite the special attention of the
Memphis readers of the Appeal. lie says:
" The pestilence sui3ided coincidently with
" the thorough cleaning of this locality, but
" to what extent was it simply coincident or
" directly consequent, we are forbidden by
" the requirements of scientific inquiry to
" declare. Of three things we are certainly
"assured: we know that perfect sanitation
" is the one great experiment vet to ie tried
" in the soluiiou pf the yellow fever prob-- "

" epidemically in certain cities,, heretofore

NASnviixE.Dece ruber 6. Governor Marks
to-da- issued the following proclamation
convening the legislature in extra session on

the sixteenth instant:
Wherxas, During the rresent year yellow-fev- er in

epidemic form has again scourged Memphis, entail
ing a great loss ot life, destroying capital, paralyz
ing trade and seriously Impairing the general and
Imperiling the public health ot the entire state;
and

Whbrkas, Medical and sanitary experts ol the
highest standing, alter personal inspection, nave
reported oniolally to tne local government ot Mem
phis, that certain sanitary lmprovemer ts are essen
tially necessary to exempt Memphis from a return
of the pestilence; and

Whkbeas, By an act of the legislature approved
January 81, 1879. the charter of Memphis was re--

nenled: and .

Whereas, It ts further provided in said act tnai
all power ot taxat on, In any form whatever, hereto-

fore vested in the municipal government ot Mem
phis, Is forever withdrawn and reserved to the legis
lature; and

Whkhkas, By an act of the legislature approved
January 81, 1879, and amended by an act approved
March 13, 1879, an annual tax of fifty cents on the
hundred dollars was levied upon all taxable property
within the territorial limits of the extinct corpora
tion ot tbe city of Memphis; and also, a tax on
crlvlleees eaual to one-hal- f the tax Imposed on
prlvlleaes for State purposes, for the repair and pav
ing of streets and bridges, and for constructing
sewers, drains ana for sanitary purposes; and

Wbcreas, It has been reported to me by the local
government of Memphis that the amount of tax so
levied is inadequate ta defray the expenses oT the
sanitary improvements declared to be necessary to
protect Memphis against a return of the yellow--
fever, and alleging that It will require an additional
levy, of not exceeding one per cent, on the hundred
dollars, to be levlel and paid on the first day of
February, 1880. and one per cent, on the hundred
dollars to be levied and paid ou the first of Decem
ber, 1880; and

Whereas, There are other subjects of legislation
affecting the public interests requiring legislation

Now, therefore, by virtue of the authority in me
vested by section 9, article 3, of the constitution of
the State, I, Albert S. Marks, governor of the State
of Tennessee, do, by this proclamation, convene the
general assembly In extraordinary session. In the
capltol at Nashville, on Tuesday, the sixteenth of
December. 1879, at the hour ot twelva o'clock.
noon, and, when assembled, they will enter upon
the following legislative business, t:

First To so amend an act passed March 12, 1879,
approved and March 13, 1879. entitled, "An Act to
amend an Act entitled An Act to establish Taxing--

Districts in this State, and to provide means of
local government for the same," passed January 29,
1879, and approved January 31, 1879, as to levy an
additional tax, not exceeding one per cent, on the
one hundred dollars, npon all the property in the
territorial limits of the Jextlnct corporation of the
city ot Memphis, to be paid on the first day of
7ebrua'y, 1880, and to be expended in the terrttort
al limits ot the extinct corporation ot the city of
Memphis, for tbe repair and paving cf the streets
and bridges, and the construction of sewers, drains
and for sanitary purposes; bnd an additional levy of
not exceeding one per cent, on the hundred dollars
for the same purposes, to t--e paid on the first day of

December.
Second-- It necessary for the sanitary improve

Third To clothe the lcai government ot Mem-

phis with the appropriate power to enabie it to con-

struct the necessary sanitary inprovements.
Kouith To clothe the lecal government ot Mem-ph- U

with the further power to nx maximum water
rates with tbe Water company for tbe supply ot the
city and its Inhabitants with water.

Fifth To amend the charter of any one or more
of the cities or towns of the State where such
amendment is necessary, to enable such city or town
to enforce proper sanitary regulations, and. It neces-
sary ror tne purpose, to enrargw --or restrict tne terri-
torial limits cf any city or town, hut no amendment
to be made authorizing the creation of a public debt
by any suh city or town.

Sixth To so amend sections 4849, 4850 and
4851 of the code of Tennessee as to make the
crimes of violating graves and dead bodies felonies
Instead of misdemeanors.

Seventh To enact such legislation as may be nec-

essary to enable the Memphis, Faducah and North-
ern railroad company to raise the means necessary
for the construction and equipment of Its road.

In testimony whereof, I hare hereunto set my
hand and caused the seal ot the State of Tennessee
to be affixed, at the executive department at "Nash-
ville on the sixth day cf December, 1879.
