Causes General Rejoicing la Lima De

fection of the Bolivians Damaging
Storm at Appinwall The Pana-

ma Railway Wharves Se-

riously Damaged.

Panama, November 29. The Chilians did
not, as was expected, follow up the allies at give
them battle at Perla Grand orPazo del Almonte, but
instead, they appearto have gone Into camp at Aqua
Santa,.ab'sut forty miles north of tbe Peruvian posi-
tion and & intrenching. . Th position Is a strong
one, and Is In communicdllon ty ra'l with Plsagua,' "derations. The allies neeined eon- -
fSsTd and wnfounde I Xj "ote of the Chll-lan-s.

The Peruvian torpedo boat, detained by the gov-
ernment as contraband of war, has at last sailed for
Peru, flying th; Hawaiian flag, and with a license
from the Hawaiian consul. Ths Peruvians place
erect reliance n tbe torpedo service now organizing.
They sticoeedod In Ipridlnc: & Arlra. recently, six
bundled men, one million cartridges and twelve
Krupp field pieces. About one hundred and fifty al-
lies and three hundred Chilians were killed at Piss-qu- a.

Ih9eirty retreat otth-- j allies- - is attributed to
toe running out of aminuiii'icn zt he supply of cart-
ridges not being fitted for the riles hi us3. The
town had been almost ruined by shells betore tbe
landing party bad driven the allies from their posi-
tion. There a'e rumors afloat coiic-niln- g the man-
ner in which the wounded alius were treated by the
Chilians, and respecting the cruel outrages on the
women found In the place.

The !Uirand Herattt, of Panama, says: "Just be-
fore, the sailing Of the er payta from Callas,
the following ieirnvm-,as.teceivc- by the president
from General Prado: 'The Chilians b'ave een driven
back In Santa Catallna and Dolores by General
Buendia. Dagga cuts oil tbelr retreat In Tuna,
and the ftehs. still continues In San Antonio Tbe
excitement is Intense, and every one was rejoicing
In Lima. On the arrival of tbe Payta at Payta, tbe
official telegram was confirmed, and a private one
had been received announcing the defeat of the
Chilian with heavy losses, but adding tbe curious
circumstance that they had resumed their old pos-
ition.'''

A Lima letter from a trustworthy source says:
"Lima is all In trouble about the reported defection
of the Bolivians. Geneial Daga marched to attack
tbe Chilian 11 ink with thiny-Cv- e hundred men; got
halt way trom Artca, halted, hesitated, and turned
bit to Arlca. declaring that he fsa ed a revolution
In La Paz General Prado, in the hope of saving
tbe alliance, gave orders to General Buendia to ad-
vance and attack tbe Chilians at the bead of the al-
lied army of ft ur thousand Bolivians and six thou-
sand Peruvians After the affair of Pislgua, the
Bolivian battalions dispersed., and most of them
appear to have gone homo. Out of just four bun-die- d

men In tbe Iudependeccla battalion, only thirty
mustered al ter the tight, and yat but a small number
were kill :d."
