There Is great complaint of
losses from the decay of oranges this season.
Dressed turkeys are recovering from the late severe
depression. The St. Louis heituMisa'i, of Wednes-aa- y,

reports: "Klour uacbanged with' a decrease on
the sales or tbe week. Receipts and shipments of
wheat were below those ot the preceding week:
closed strong at a fraction advauce. Receipts of
corn were lighter with a moderate export, with no
activity exoept In the foreign demand. Oaw wev in
slightly inetter receipt, than during the preceding
werfc. as has been noted dally, the supply on mar-
ket Is held and controlled byoue party, and prices
hence are held tlrmly at an advanced standard Tor
cash, and tbls has also stimulated future values.
But this power has been very quietly exer
clsed, and tha market hence free from
excitement, yet steadily strong and upward In
tendency. The cash business of tte week was not
superior to that ot the preceding week to any Impor-
tant extent, but future trad ng was more extensive,
aud yet with no such reu!t as wheat or corn would
have shown under similar circumstances. Tbe ex-
citement activity and strength wh eh distinguished
the bog product market for two or three preceding
weeks, abated notably Friday, and since has been
unsettled, with buyers and sellers more 01
less apart and pi Ices lower tor any con-
siderable transactions to be effected. While
tbe market Friday was higher thsre was a de-
creased movement; lower batu:day, and Monday
dull and unsettled; opening higher, but falling oif
subsequently. In pork alone for future waa In-

creased trading noted. Bran was scarce and firm,
with a southern demand. Hay not as
stnr in price; offerings larger, with good
demand for timothy and good prairie; low
grades dull.
