Washington, December 13. The com
mittee appointed to make a sanitary survey of Hem-
phis, Including the bouse to house Inspection, recom
mend :

First That a movement be taken at once to se
cure the proper superlntendeucy and subsequent care
of the sanitary work to be undertaken by the city;
this will Involve among other things the employment
of trained and thoroughly competent sanitary officers,

and lt Is absolutely necessary such Intelligent Buper- -

intendency and care shall be provided and continued
If good results are to be obtained from any compre
hensive system of munlc'pal saultafloD,

Second That, as soon as possible, there shall be
carried out a methodical and thorough system of
opening, ventilating and chilling of all houses In the
city, whether occupied or unoccupied.

Third That lt Is Important that the city should
bave control of tbe waterworks, at least to such an
extent as to Insure a change In tbe present source of
tupply, and also to Insure that a sufficient amount of
water for sanitary purposes shall at all times be at
the disposal of the city. The use of all polluted cis
terns and wells should be at once discontinued .

Fourth That a large number of home in tbe
city should be condemned, torn down, and the ma-

terial destroyed by fire.

Fifth A system of sewerage should be Introduced
that would discharge subsoil drainage Into tbe Mis

sissippi river. This, lt Is estimated, will require an
expenditure of two hundred and twenty-fiv- e thousand
dollars. The connection of houses with this system

of sewerage should bs under municipal control, and
In accordance with specifications to be prepared by

the sanitary authorities.
Sixth That the barous, with a sufficient strip of

ground on each side to Insure their control and free
dom from pollution, should be made the property of
the city for securing drainage and as a public park,

the banks being propeily grassed acd a constant

8t:atn of clean water being secured. The backing
up of high water from tbe river Into the bayou should
bs prevented by means of a dam. In connection with
wblch lt must be furnished wllh pumping machin
ery to dispose of the ordinary flow during such period
of high water.

Seventh That a system of building regulations
be enacted and enforced, provldlngthat no buildings

shall be hereafter erected In the city unless the plans
bave been approved by the sanitary authority, and
that the construction shall also be subject to Its In-

spection and approval. All uncondemned buildings
whose lower Boors are less than two feet from the
ground should be raised to that hlgbt as early as
possible, and In the future all dwellings should be
built with their lower floors at leas'! two feet from
the ground; also that all cellars and basements
should be freely ventilated. All this should be en-

forced by municipal authority.

The senate Joint resolution Introduced
by Senator HUl, of Colorado, was amenued In sev-
eral Important particulars, and finally adopted by
ine committee for re pon to me nouse, witn a recom-
mendation for Its passage, on the following materi-
ally altered terms:

Xexilvra. That the secretary of the Interior be and
he is hereby authorized and empowered, through a
commission of five persons, to be appointed by the
President, or by direct negotiation, as he may deem
best, to enter Into an agreement with such of tbe
Indians In Colorado as bave not by acts of hostility
against the L'nltM States, or otherwise forfeited
their rights under tbe existing treaties, for
the extinguishment of their tit e to so much of their
reservation In said State as may be deemed neces
sary. In tbe Judgment of said commission cr secre
tary ot ine interior, lor tueir removal and settlement
in some other sullab e place In tbe State of Colorado.
Provided, That said committee or secretary ot tbe

In any agreement made with the said tribe
or uie Indians ror a cession or any part of their
reservation In Colorado, shall obtain, before said
cession shall be voted, the consent of said Cte tribe
or Indians as provided in section 10 ot the treaty
maae at wasningron, on tne second 01 luarcn,
1808, between the government of tbe United Stales
and said Ute tribe of Indians, and provided that no
agreement made with said tribe of Indians shall be
valid unless agreed to by three-fourth- s of all tbe
adult male Inulans who bave not forfeited their
treaty-righ-ts as aforesaid, occupying or Interested In
the same; and provided that congress shall confirm
said cession, and the said secretary of tbe Interior
snail report nis proceedings under this resolution to
congress for its consideration and approval, the ex-
pense of such negotiation to be paid by the United
Slates, for which purpose ten thousand dollars, or
aa roucn mere 1 as is necessary, is nereby appro-
priated.

NEW HOOKS.

Treatise on the Law ot Carriers as administered
in tne courts or tbe United States and England.
By Robert Hutchinson, late of the Memphis Bar.
Chicago: Callaghan ft Co.
We are glad to know that this book has at

once taken its place among tbe best of those
guides in law which the profession rely upon
as upon the law itself. It is the result of
many years of study of the rights, duties and
responsibilities of commoa carriers, of a ripe
experience and an extended practice. Ho
more painstaking and conscientious lawyer
ever lived than Robert Hutchinson, and the
profession bas never, we venture to say, pro-

duced a more modest, retiring man. As sol-

dier, citizen and lawyer he was moved
to the performance of bis duties by the con-
viction that duty comprehended the whole of
sterling manhood, tbe whole cf life. When
first appealed to by the publishers, in 1875,
to undertake this work he was compelled to
decline, owing to press of professional en-
gagements, but in 1877, on being appealed to
again, he consented, and thereafter worked
steadily and conscientiously upon it
until within a few days of his
death by yellow-tev- er in 1878. As Messrs.
Callaghan & Co. say in their publishers note:
"A considerable portion ot the work had
been sterootyped, all of the text was written,
but neither the analysis of contents, the
table of cases, nor the index was constructed,

nd it was necessary that the main body ot
the text be read, that the; citations be cor-

rected in proof, and that the last
chapter be revised." This was voluntarily
undertaken by Hon. James 0. Pierce, judge
of tbe fitteentn circuit court of this State, sit-
ting in Memphis, and Hon. Irving Halsey,
late judge of the Shelby county circuit court,
now of the Cincinnati bar. The latter pre-
pared tbe analysis of contents, table of cases
and the index, all of which will be found
very full and very carefully finished. The
reading of proof, the comparison of citations
of cases and the revit-io- of the last chap-
ter was the work of Judge Pierce.
Both these gentlemen were moved to this
labor out of respect for their deceassd broth-
er, and with a vie k to save to his widow
and children all the profits that might ac-

crue from a work involving so much labor
and research. Two gallant boI-die- rs

thus carried to completion the task of
an Mr. Hutchinson, we
believe. b-i- the honor of car
rying a musket in the ranks of
the Confederate infantry during the war,
doing his duty nobly to the last of the
memorable contest. Judge Pierce served on
the staff of the Federal army with the rank
of major and assistant judge-advoca- te gene-
ral, and Judge Halsey as major in an Ohio
infantry regiment and as colonel com-
manding a Memphis militia regiment,
both to the close of the struggle. One of the
most touching incidents of our local history
since 1861, this generous act of Judges
Pierce and Halsey will have the effect every
where and with members of the profession of
all shades ot political opinion or sectional
view, of increasing the interest with which
the book will be regarded by them.
Both gentlemen have by it won a
fresh and a strong claim upon
th respect and esteem, not only of their
rethren of tbe bar of Memphis, but

ot all classes of our people. We need not add
that we hope that in the south especially, this
valuable treatise will find a large sale. Be
sides its professional intrinsic merit, it has
another that is peculiarly its own, ana mat
is personal to the widow and children of the
"good man gone.'
