He Claims 1o be a Reincarnation of the
Divine Bhakti Under the Name
of Chaitanya.

New York Herald: For a dozen years or
moré the religions wn)rlu has been hearning of
the doings of a new theishic society called the
Brahmo Somaj, formed at Calcutta by a kigh-
caste Brahmin named Keshab Chunder Sen,
and public opinion in England has been very
much divided as to the merits of the new
movement. Some have regarded its recun
ciation of the mummeries of Hindooism as &
most nopeful sign, forsboding the conversion
of India to christianity, and 1t was expected
that Keshub Chunder Sen and his compan-
ions, who were well acquainted with English
wlermure would uitimately form in the ranks
of Anglican Protestantism. This view was
encosraged by the attitude of Keshub Chun-
der, who in his discourses nl.wrijn spoke re-
apectfully of Jewus, treating him as a frue
prophet. Some years ngo the Brahmo leader
visited England, and wes received with great
honor, :m-rtai[y by the Unitarigns. He ad-
dressed mesemblies of that secl in I.-L.<\n,
Manchesterand Livecpool,and seemed willing
to cffect an alliance with that form of ehris-
tlamiy. A society was formed ia Londoa lor
the encouragement of Brabmoism, f{unds
were freely subseribed for printing the writ-
ings and discourses of the leaders, and a
Year Book was apoually wsued to keep the
British public informed of the progress of the
new theistic movement, from which 20 much
was hoped. Biographies of Keshab Chunder
Sen and of bis leading associdtes became
common in religious and secular periodicals.

PROGIESS OF THE RELIGION,

Toe new religion made rapid progress.
l*rom its first humble b‘;..nnlr.s: in Calcutian

t rapidly extended to the Eaglsh-speaking
]Iin ocs of Bombay, Madras and Lahore,
then began to penetrate amoog the multi-
tudes whn spoke only the various native lan-
guages, gom the presemt time 1t counts
bondreds of societies throughout India.
Lataly it has become evident that the affilia-
tione of the Brabhme Somsj to apy form of
christianily were rapidly becoming weaker,
and that it was likely to become simply oae
heathen religion the more, Notwithstaodisg
the intelligence and the Enghsh education of
the leaders, it was found that the thousands
of illiterato veopbyles preserved strong
traces of their earbier idolatrons tendencies,
and concessions bad to be made to their
weakness. Gradoally the Vedas were ele-
vated to a rank higher than the gospels, and
the purpose was announced of restoring a
pare thewsm, ns it was assamed to bave ex-
wted on the Indus and the Seven Rivers threo
thousand yaars ago. The conduoct of Keshub
Chunder Sep, two years ago, in giving in mar-
ringe his only danghbter, lourtesn years ol age,
to the young maharajah of a tributary State,
near Caleutta, came near breaking up the sact,
bat this act bas appareatly strenglhened
the affitiations of Brahmoiam to other Hindoo
sects, and thus added to its intluence in that
direction, Now, at lnst, the troe characler
of the movement, or, rather, of its chief lead-
er, has been revealed. He bas come out in
the familiar Asiatie role of a prophet, claim-
ing to be the equal or saperior of Gantama
Baddha, Christ or Mobammed. He cluims
to be a reincaroation of the divine Bhakts,
ander Lhe name of Chattanyn, *‘Ths Prophet
of Nadya,” and announces bhis misston to
found the universal **Church of the Fatare.’
A greal missionary movemenlt was inaugu-
rated by the Brahmo Somaj at Caleotta, on
the first of November last, being notbiog
less than the sending forth of the apostles of
Brahmoism @5 & “‘preacning army’" on their
first missionary expedition for the copversion
of the world.

Gcnrla F. Locke, Comedinn.

Mr. George E. Locke, btlter known upon
the stage as “Yaunkee Locke,” died on Mon-
day, at his home, in Dracut, Massachusetts,
of typhoid fever, aged sixty-two years.

Bhips Haised by Balloon Power.

In the Plotzen lake, near Berlin, which is
of considerable depth, in some parts eighty
feet, an interesting experiment was recently
made m the riising of sunken vessels by
means of carbonie acid. The methiod of pro-
cedare is thus described: * lo an empty bal-
loon is inserted a vessel containing sulphurie
acid and surrounded witk Bullrich’s salt. By
turning a screw the vesse!l 18 broken, Lhe sub-
stances mix, snd the carbonic acid thus gen-
eriated Slis the balloop, which, being con-
nected with the sunken object, exerts ap ele-
vatiag force on it.

Ua a
second expenment five heavy sandbags were
thrown overboard at a depth of fifty feet.
The diver wert down, aitached the bags to
one another and to the raising apparatos, and
the whole was succsestully brought up.
