circalation, The operation 18 merely a busi-
nesy one, ds the bank clears a profit by it of
over ninety thousand dollurs. The bank has
& capital of three million dollars. President
Sidney gives it as his opinion that if congress
wonld reduce Lbe tax onnote ecircalation one-
half, it now being one per cent, the banks
generally would ireely take bomds beanng
3.65 per cent., and would largely increase
their circulation, and that if all restrictions
were removed the Metropolitan bank alone
wonld take five million dollars worth of such
bonds.”

ENOW-BTORM ON THE ATLAKNTIC COAST.

New Yonk, Junoary 13,—The snow which
iell tins morning eurpriged the people. It
began in this city sron after midmght and
continued Ull pearly noon to-day. About
eight inches of snow fell, but the brisk west
winds drifted it aboat, acd in many placesin
the streets it was tully one foot in depth.
Eust of the Allegheny mountains the storm
waa not 80 severe as west of them, the beav-
iest smow-fall beiog in Maine, where there
was & depth of one foot. At other points it
was from six to eight inches in depth, At
the south but little snow fell, but a heavy
fall of rain and slest is reporl.ed. The storm
is now passing off the coast at Cape Hatteras,
followed by rapidly clearing and colder
weather, he snow caused much incon-
venience and delay o travel and business in
the city.

means of escape. The jory recommends
thit the converting room be in A separate
bailding, with the Joors opening cutward.

Report of lecture Ly De, J. M. Gregory,
in Chicago Inter-Ocean: *The goil was cover-
ed from the revivilying suoshine and the pu-
rifying air.

The fires 1n the
rooma created a suction force which drew Lhis
foal air, and even drew the fiith from the
ground around the hounse, FErperiments
proved Lhat awr might be sucked into & house
from a leaky gas-pipe or a cesspool twenty-
sevon lect away. This aie came loaded with
carbonie acid, carburetted bydrogen and oth-
er injurious gases, aud il the house was built
upon the sod, organic matter and the spores
of microscopic erypltograms added to the poi-
son and gave prevalence to scarlel fever and
other epidemic diseases, Lot n city stand on
the same grounnd for one bandred years, and
the soil became replete with danger, disease
and death. Muoach of the fatal sickoess of
Rome, which had been attributed to the
deadly malaria of Campagna, was due to the
acoumilnted filth of the city itiell, The
slovenliness of towns was referred to as the
cause of the diseases, Thera were two great
dangers from this carelessness in taking care
of sewers, vaults, etc. The first was the
volatile ¢ Mavia from the refuse polluted the
air, and the other was that the liquid parts of
the refuse passed by soakage or leakage into
the surrounding soil. Water was the only
complete seavenger for cleaning Lhe streets,
flusbing the sewers, and washing out the
deadly deposita from the sml. The next
groat danger Lo city life was in the atmos-
phere. The mir was o vast reseryoir nto
which the sun and soil both poured their
overtiow; the one of hght aud beat, the other

moisture and volatile substances.  Millions
of microscopic ts were 80 universally
through it that nowhere could be
found a spol where favoring circumstances
of darkpess, wet and warmth would mnot fill
the clothes with muldew, the bread with
mould, and stagnant waters with shmy
growths. la the cities were the fumes of
factories and tbe ncxious elements from
houses, etc. question was how to venti~
late the crowded streets.

KEY AND THE LOTTERIES,

The FPeosimaster-Gemcral Tells Some-
thing of Interest Comcerning Vari-
ous Lettery and [Mstributiom
Companies—High-Banded
Swindling Concerns
Exposed.

WasHiNGTON, January 12.—Postmaster-
General Key to-day transmitted to congress
the records of the postoflice department re-
specting the extent to which lottary compa-
nies use the muils. The records show that
six different companies were interested, Of
these, the department is informed that the
heulurky State lottery company does not se-
cure holders of tickets by depositing bonds
with the State treasurer, as claimed. The
case againet the Commonwealth distribution
company rests upon the same kind of evi-
dence as that uapon which the order against
the Kentucky State lottery was tasned, It is
not deemed compatible with the public inter-
ests to submit now the evidence upon which
the postmusier-geveral acted in the Lomsiana
State lottery case, there being a suit now
pending. he next case mentioned is that of
Edgar W. Jones, alias Union publishing
company, alias Maguetic watch company, of
Ashland, Massachasetts, and haviog several
other aham-t under which he sent through
the mails, in 1576, eighty thousand circulars
and advertisecments of obscene books and =
“genuime Bwiss magoeetic time-keeper,'
which was in fact a brass compass
of no value. The next eass ia that of H. D.
P. Allen, alias National banking company,
79 Nassan street, New York. This so-called
company, with flaming ecirculars, offered to
sall what they called **bonds™ on the Ha-
vana, Kentucky and Louimana lottery at half
the regular rate for tickets, and to add extra
prizes to the drawings. The Texas gitt con-
cert association of Denison, Texas, 15 spoken
of aa “one of the most snccessful swindles
disclosed by the department of records.”’ Ils
receipts were about one hundred thousand
dollars. Special Agent Edgerton siates that
the manngers’ concern divided the day’s re-
ceipts nmong themselves every evening, and
that tags representing unsold numbers were
placed in a wheel al the drawing and prizes
announced for them, thus ennbling the wan-
agers to mampulate the money at their pleas-
ure. Mr. Key conclundes by calling sttention
to the firms under the titles of the Denver
land company and the Kansas land company,
and denoaneces them in strong terms.

HIGHWAYMAN KILLED.

A Plueky Louisville Drammer, in a
Hand-1o-Hand Confllet with Two
Tramps, Kills Onae and Hor-
tally Weounds the Other.

one cartridge through his bram, killing
him instantly. The other robber,
a desperate fellow, then relinqushed
his hold upon the horse and attempt.d to
wrench the revoiver from Brizendine's hand.
The struggle was desperale, and the revolver
fell from bis hand and rolled away, aod it
was hand-to hand. Both were powerful men,
but the plucky drummer foally threw his
antagomst, and dealing him a few powerlul
blows knocked him senseless, and leaving
hima and bis companion lying prostrate on
the bndge, he hastened to Jamestown, and
resched there in a state of great exhaustion.
Informing the citizens of what had occurred,
i large party started to the scene of the bat-
tle, and brought in the two robbers, one of
whom was a corpse. [t is thoaght the other
one is fatally injured.

He was followed by the
man, who, still keeping up the firing until be
bad empbed the revolrer, jumped over the
altar-ra:l and entered the sanctoary. There he
immediately began demolishing things,
knocking candlesticks ¢ff the altar and set-
ting fire to the drapery. Thea he seizad the
chalice, which bad bees left on the altar by
the frightened priest in his hasty figbt, and
flinging 1t with its coitents on the floor,
jumped acd stamped upon it, all the time
keeping up the mest terrible blasphomy.
He then proceeded to break np and destroy
the altar farmitare, aod was engaged in this
work when Ray. Father Arkell, the pastor of
the church, who had been aroused by the
priest who fled, camne running into the sanc-
tuary and seized the iconoclast, who drew a
