IMPORTANT LAW-SUILT.

Attorneys Representing the Guardinns
and Minor Helrs File a BRI
in Chaveery

Agninst the Late Pablie Administrator
to Enforce a SMettiement of
an Estate.

Late last Tuesday evening, after our re-
porter had left the courihouse, a bill was
filed in the chancery clerk’s office Joseph
“Weaver, of Cedar county, Iowa, and gunard-
dian of Nettie, Benjnmin and Annie Weaver,
minore, againet J. A. Aonderson, as public ad-
mipistrater of Shelby county, and the sure-
ties on his official bond—Calvin F. Vance, F.
M. White and E. k. Clark. The pareats of
the children died of yellow-fever in this city
in 15878, and Mr. Anderson took charge of the
property of the d by virtue of a
office us public administeator. The bill al-
lezeas that said officer collected the nssets, in-
SUrADCEs On tht\ life of the father of the
children, viz.: three thousand dollars from
the Royal Amanum two thousund dollars
from the Ksights of Honor, and one thousand
from the Ancient Order of Workmen, a to-
tal of six thousand dollars, belonging to the
beirs; and that the same has wot been ac-
counted for or any setilement made with the
eounty court or with said Joseph Weaver, as
guardian, and has failed to respond to um
order of the county court adoptad at the May
term, 1879, reqairing bhim to ny over
snid Joseph Weaver the said fon I.-e!ongms
to the aaid heirs; that said Anderson promise
to comply with the order of court, but
failed so to do. The il charges that the da-
fendant, Anderson, bas misappropriated the
funds to his own private purposes, and the
complainant prays that said defendant, J. A
Anderson, be requirad to answer as to the
amounts of  said moneys  collected
by as public  administrator,
and all fucts copnected therswith as to the
conversion of said funds, ete. The bill was
filed by Humes & Poston, attorneys. The
filing of the bill caused considerable com-
meat, bat for some time past several attor-
neys, who represent minor heirs, guardians
and estates, have been contemplating fihng
bills agninst the bondsmen of Mr. Anderson,
to enforce settlements from him as public
administrator. His sureties are on his bond
for fifty thousand dollars, and are amply
good for that amoant, or ior whatever amount
uhder that that may be found anpaid or un-
accounted for. Mr, Anderson has been away
from Memphis a great portion of his time
during the past two years, and has not been
giving his  buosiness, as publhic ad
ministrator, that close attention i?
cortainly required in making settle-
ments with estatea administered upon
by him. BSince his return, a_few weeks ago,
he has been arra.nglnf his affairs and making
settlements. A woe he went out of
office and was uu(wael.le:l by Mr. Jas. Reilley,
as public administrator, who wiil have to re-
ceive from him the n statements as
to the rffairs of all estates of whioh he had
charge during his term of office. The law of
the State, we believe, gives him two years
wherein to settle np estales and account for
the assets received by him, hence the hill
filed in the chancery court charges a conver-
sion of said funds, so that the court could
bave jurisdiction and grant the necessary re-
lief, both special and gemeral. Yesterday
other attorneys were preparing bills to be
filed ia the chancery court against Mr. An-
derson and his suretiea on s official bond,
and on claims of & like character to the above,
viz: that he, as public admimstrator, collect-
ed funds, has failed to pay the same over or
make settlements, and has comverted said
funds to his own pnvate purposes. The
amount of these claims is variously estimated
at from twenty to fifty thonsand dollars.
What defense will be made by Mr, Anderson
and his sureties to said bills when they fil=
their apswers to them has not as yet devel-

oped. The matter hns caused general sur-
prise, and is much discussed throughout
the oity. -

SETTLEMENTS WILL IIE MADE.

We understand that Mr. Anderson says, in
explanation, that the matters as to the estates
arg¢ of a very complicated character, and it
will take some time to settle up the affairs of
such estates; that he is making settlements
as rapidly as possible, and that he will ere
long be_ready to clase up his aflairs as pablic
administrator. The business is very large
and intricate, and requires close investigation
in making setltlements. He thinks that
within sixty days, doring which he will have
time to investigate the atfairs of the estates
in his charge as admivistrator, all the neces-
sary settlements will be mude.

Mz. FreEn G. GuTHERZ, for many years o
citizem of Memphia, died in S5 Paul, on the
fiftih instant, of consnmption, after an illoess
of sevaral years. Mr. Gutherz was born in
Swilzeriand, and came with bhis father and
the rest of the family to the United States
when yet quite a small boy. They first settied
in Cincinpati, but aflerward removed to
Memphis, where, a few years later, the father,
who was a scholarly man aad without much
business ability, died, leaving the family on
the hands of Fred for suppot. Aud be it
s2id to his hoonor that he never for a moment
neglected the trust thus bequeated to him.,
During the war he served with credit in the
Confederate army. At the close he entered
upon mercantile life, and for years, and ontil
bis health compelled him to retive, was boak-
keeper ic the German pationnl bank of this
city. la Mewmphis, in 1373, Mr, Gutherz as-
sisted in the crganization of the Howards—a
society which s now famous the world over
for its brave cflorts to mid and relieve the
yellow-fever sufferers; and during the sam-
wer and fall of that year he was one of the
most fearless, active and zealous members of
that little band of heroes. In 1877 he em-
barked in an enterprise up the Yellowstone
with his brother-in-law, General Flower,
which was totally wrecked by a storm of un-
paralleled violence, which blew their boat to
pieces. Losing all by this msforlune, he
went to 8t. Paal, where he became manager
of a popular summer resort. Late in the fall
of 1877 Mr. Gutherz suffere” a severe attack
of pnenwmonia, from the effects of which he
naver fally rallied. In May, 1879, ho was
married to Miss Lizzie K. Gray, a most ac-
complished young Jady of Florence, Alabama,
He leaves many daar, devoted friends to
mourn his loss, besides his own immediate
fnmily, conmsting of three sisters and one
brother—Prof, Carl Gatherz, the artist—and,
