BickwelPs Joint Kesolution FProvidieg
for the Election of President and
Yice-President Approved by the
Sub-Commitiee on State Law
—Interstate Commerce.

Kemator Jones, of Florida, Gives His
Understanding of Southern Opinion
of Bayard’s Legal-Tender Reso-
Intion—A Short Session of
the House,

Wasaimnoton, Jasuary 16 —The house
committea on commerce listencd this morn-
ing to Railroad-Commussioner Albart
Fink’s argument in opposition to Mr.
Koagan's interstats commares bill. He said
that Mr. Heagan's bill could only be made to
work justly and do some good if concurreat
legislation of the seme character could be
had in Canads and all the States of the
Union, or after Canadn was anoexed to this
country and ail the Btate governments were
obliterated nnd a strong ceutrilized govern-
ment extablished in the Umiled States.

THE ELECTION OF PRESIDENT ANXD VICE
PRESIDENT.

Tha sub-committee of the house select
committes on State law respecting the asoer-
tainment aud declaration of the result of elec-
tion of President and Vies-Prevident, to-day,
decided to report favorably to the foll com-
mittee a joint resolution 1olroduced by Rep-
reseatative Bicknell, providiog for an amend-
ment to the constitution as to the election of
the President and Vies President. A moaet-
ing of the full sommittee will bie called early
next week, and Lhe report of the sub-com-
mittee will probably be adopted without an
amendment and the resolutiea be favorably
reported to the houss,

The propased amenidlmeaent conlemplules an elee-
tlon of Pyesident and Vies Presideat by the peopla
of the se Stales, and presoribes the manner of
eounting the votes and detarmining the quoestion of
the conitst. The electoral vot s and fraciion there-
of of sach person voted for as Presldent in any
Stals, sbhall be ksceialned by muluplying his entire
popuinr vota thereln by the numbor of e State's
vlectoral votss, and dividies the predoet ol the sum
of all the vol 3s given Lo the Stat for President, and
the guotient shiall B3 the munbesr of  electorsl
voles, and the fraction thersof to be assigned
to such person using for such fraction thres deet-
mals only.  The foregoing provisions shall be appil-
cabis to the election of Presldens, but oo parson
Inaligible to the olliee of Presldent shuil ba eligiblie
as Vies President.  In case of o eont st in any Stivta
a4 1o the slection of Presldent or Vie: President. the
same may b passed upon by its hilzbest judicial
tribunal. In accordsncs with s (erms, e aectalon
thereof aball be by IL exd0Ct und transnitted
senlad, to the seatl of government of the Uoitd
Statys, diftoted to the president of the senalx,
The eleotornl voles should be countad by
the two Douses nud certified valess refecled by both
houses, But If thoere be a ceitilont s of & declsion
by the bt Judiela! wibunnl of any Btate upon a

sisct'on thereln, the electoral voles of
such Stabe shiall ba counted 1n socrrdance with suoh
decislon, unless the same Is overraled by beth
hotses, If there be no sucad caritieate of declslon,
the conlested voles (rom any State shall be
counted, unless Dot houses conour therein.
Should there be more (han one cetilneate of the
electoral voles from any State and no suoh judlelal
de nslon, or should there be more than one such de-
cinfon from any State, (n elther case that eertif-
feate 01 Lhe electoral voles, or thel deelsion which
shall be hald by both houses Lo be mado by rightlul
nuthority, ahall be conelustve, and the voles shinll ba
coutited accordingly, unless they be refected by Lata
houses,

FOREIGN AFFAIRS.

The Bill Abolishing Slavery im Cuba
discussed in the Spanish Chamber ol
Deputies—The Friends of the
Measure Maintain that
a Certain

Control Fxercised over the Hlacks by
their Masters Doss Not Amount to

a Perpetuation of Slavery—
The French Ministe-
rial Crisis.

Maprip, January 16. —Ta the chamber of
deputies to-day the minister, replying to the
argument of the oppouents of the abolition
bill, maintained that the exarciss of a certain
aontrol by masters over the blacks did mnot
nmount to a perpetuation of their slavecy.
He deplored the abstention of some of the Ca-
ban deputies from participation in the session
while the Caban questions are beng dis-
cussed, and promised lo grant liberly of the
press to Caba.

THE FRENCH MINISTERIAL CRISIS.

Paris, January 16.—The ministerial state-
ment was read-in thechambers to-day. 1L is
to the effect—

That the ciangs In the cabloet does not Indleate
the abandonment of the prodent poliey, which s the
most sultable to the intser al aflalrs of Franes, bul
that it indicutes that France may henceforth ad-
vanee with deelsion 1n the path of necessary re-
forms and Improvements. The government will
apply Hsalf to the realization of these reforms with

oul precipttation or vaciliation, and it relies on the
energellc support of the chambers. 1L says evenls
have ralsed a certain numbar of guestions, whish
cannol be left In suspense without Injuring the in-
terests of the country. For each one of these the
govarnment intends to bring fovward a solution, .

This declaration was muoch cheered by the
left. Tha statement further announces:

The government would sk the sennte to vote for
the blis relative to public Instruction, already
adopted Ly the chmuber of deputies, snd which
should be completed by & law upon primary Instruoc-
tlon, dratted 'n conformity with the wisbes of Lhe
country. [t would be the duly of the government to
make goodd salections of the heads of the adminis-
tration staffs and bring firm and vigilant aectlon o
baar dilly upon all lower officials,

The mimisterial statement then continues:

We shall adhere to the bill of our predecessrs rel-
atlve to the rght of pablic mestings, and we will in-
Lroduce a press bil), based upon the broadest views
of freedom, bul not proclaiming lmpurity because
we regand 1L as unwise o expose the republic o at-
tacks and outrages, witlch no government has toler
alea,

It then mentions nvast programme of pab-
lio worke, the senhimeunt of the custcws sys-
tem, aud the completion of the army organi-
zation, as tasks the accomplishment of which
will worthily erown the labors of the prescent
legislature. The stalemect concludes:

As for ourselves, as faithful exécutors of your de-
clstons, we shall apply the laws with such modera-
ton, impartinllty and liberal splrit as will procure
for the pation Indispenssbia bLlessings of peace and
trangallity. We shall be firnn, but concillatory, be-
canse we daglrs not to exeluds, bot reclatm. |Cheors
from the left and Lronlcal laughter Nom the right. ]
W desire to found a republie into whieh all
Frenchmen may eve itually enter. You will sid us
in this noble task so that when your legisiative peri.
