CRIMINAL COURT.

Jsdie llorrisnn'ft Rullaara aa to the
MtrKtheBtcf Basils nt Couaty

Officials ApDrala Tifers.

Feaee Warraat Trouble's lasaae Per-
sona who will be Adaaitted to

tbe Htate Asylum.

At tbe criminal court yesterday a number
of important rulingB were made by Judge
Horrijgan hs to the late grand jury report
recommending the strentrttiening of official
bonds of many county officers. The question
as to the official bonds has become quite an
important one. Shelby county has lost thou-
sands upon thousands of dollars by the de-

linquencies of its officials. A good man can-
not be injured by giving a good and suffi
cient bond. The iate grand jury recom-
mended the strengthening of several official
bonds of county officials, and many of them
complied with the recommendation. Those
who did not comply fell under the supervis-
ion of Judge Horrigan, whose duty it is to
see that the recommendations of the grand
jjry are enforced if possible. As to these
matters the following action was taken yester-
day:

It was ordered that J. B. Fleece, county
trustee, have until Saturday, the twenty-fourt- h

iustant, to strengthen his bond. Mr.
Fleece appeared in court and stated to Judge
Horrigan that the county court had ruled
that his bond was sufficient, and asked time
until the twe h instant, when he
would appear in court and thow that his
bond was sufficient. The time asked lor was
granted. Judge Horrigan stated that his
only desire was to have tbe matter satisfac-
torily arranged, that he had an official duty to
discharge, and that he acted only upon the
recommendation of the grand jury aa to the
matter, which was recommended in their re-
port.

Mr. R. B. Miller, publk; guardian, appear-
ed in court and asked for further time until
the twenty-- f urth instant to strengthen h a
bond, as recommended by tbe grand jury.
Judge Horrigan granted the time, but an in-

junction was served upon him from acting as
public guardian until his bond was to
strengthened.

Mr. A. E. Cole, constable of the first dis-

trict, asked for time until the nineteenth nt

to strengthen his bond, and the time
was granted..

William Quioa, constable of the filth dis-

trict, and C. L. Pullan, notary public, asked
for time until the twenty-fourt- h instant to
strengthen their bonds, as recommended by
the grarid jury, and Judge Horrigaa granted
tbe request.

John T. Williams was called out to show
why bin office should not be declared vacant,
on account of cot strengthening his bonJ, as
recommended by the grand jury. He did not
appear.

A citatiou was issued against J. P. Tem-pleto- n,

constable of toe kmith district, to
compel him to show causa why he should not
appear and strengthen his bond, as recom-
mended by the grand jury.

APPEAIjS TO SUPREME COURT.
In the ca'e of the State vs. Chares Woods,

murderer of Mrs. Foster, and under sentence
of death, the attorney-genera- l and counsel of
defendant agreed upon a bill of exceptions,
which was filed and which will b" sent to the
supreme. court. In the case of Wm. Parker,
alias Charles Duncan, sjme case; sentenced
to death; a bill of exceptions was agreed upon
by counsel and filed.

PEACE WARRANT FEES.
As to the fees of magistrates and witness

fees iu peace warrant ca.ifs, wbich have been
a subject discussed und considered at the
criminal court, JuJge Horrigan made tho fol-

lowing order:
The court is Informed by the attorney-genera- l that

It hts been tbe custom of some ot tbe magistrates
ot the defendants called for subpe ;as for witnesses
to Include such witnesses In the subpena tor the
Stat?, for tbe purpose ot taxing the public treasury
with such co ts. If this Information Is correct, then
the court does not hesitate to say that magistrates so
doing are guilty of a grare effense, and furthermore
that It Is the duty ot the attorney-general- , wherever
be has knowledge of persons violating tbe law In
tais regard, to see that proner steps aie tuksn to
bring such persons to account.

CARE OF THE IN8ANE.
Yeaterday SheriiF M'Gowan returned from

Nashville with two insane persons, William
Marshall and Martm Flynn, who were
charged with vagrancy, but, on trial before
tbe criminal court, pleaded insanity, and
were adjudged insane by a jury. Judge
Horrigan bad ordered them to be taken to
tbe State lunatic asylum, but admission was
refused, and Lea sus-
tained the superintendent of the asylum in
such refusal, holding that the crime ot va-
grancy, as to lunatics, was not such as was
contemplated by the statute, which provides
for the admission of lunatics who, havirg
been convicted of crime, d in-

sane, could be sent to the lunatio asylum.
The following letter will best explain the
subject matter of the controversy:

Tknnbssek Hospital for the Insane, I

h' ashvuxb, January 14. 1 880. i
E, L, H'Gowan. Esq., Sheriff ol Shelby County:

Dkab Sir In compliance wltb my promise, I
herewith give the views ot tbe board of trustees and
u j self on the question of the admission of the
patients Flynn aud Marshall:

The transcript of proceedings in the criminal
court of Shelby county In tbe cises of Martin Flynn
and William Marshall, under section 7, chapter
i;8 of the act of 187 1, are technically In pursuance
ot tbe language of tbe stHtute, but we hold them to
be erroneous lor tbe following reasons:

First Tbe parties named are paupers who have
been adjudged to be Insane. They are under Indict-
ments for vagrancy a misdemeanor only under the
law. Any Insane pauper Is liable, and indeed, most
likely to becoiae a vagrant If such persons become
vagrants, and amenable to tbe law, (hey are not so
wilfully, but by reason ot tbelr fnlirnilty. and should
not be held responsible under Indictment for tbe
misdemeanor of vagraocy. Ths proceeding proven
In regard to them should have been as insane paupers.
under sections 3 and 4, chapter 138 of the act of
1871.

Secondly The term "criminal offense," used In
sectiou 7, under which these proceedings were made,
applies to felonies "crimes punishable by Impris-
onment" In tbe penitentiary "or death" and not to
misdemeanors of any grade, certainly not that of
vegrancy. whose blgbest punishment Is jali confine-
ment for thirty days. The object aud intent of that
portion of tbe s'atute was twofold. In the first place.
If a defendant charged with a felonious offense be
found Insane and unable to conduct or comprehend
a defense, the law proposed to place him In the hos-
pital for the Insane for care and treatment, and In
tbe event of recovery he Is to be remanded for trial;
secondly. If tbe defendant remains Irrecoverably and
permanently Insane, tbe law Intends that he should
remain custodially In the hospital, that tho peace of
the community might not be endangered by a sim-
ilar or another felonious act by bis being at large.
These men under discussion have committed no
feloulous acts, but their vagrancy, which was a con-
dition necessary by reason of their pauperism and
lnsauliy-a- n uuwlttlngaod unavoldal le misdemean-
or - is here magnified aud perverted Into a "criminal
offense" In order to briDg them technical ly under the
operation of section 7, and secure tbelr admission
as Insane paupers. We do not allege that this was
tbe object of these proceedings, but such would be
their effect.

Thirdly It is contended that tbe parties in ques-
tion ?.r actually aud reallv only insane paupers In
coi.U'i-.uilatlo- ot sections : and 4 ot chapter 138.
If l;i- - lie, tury should bave been apprehended as
su i: ii'iddue Inquest held, and if paupers, appllca-tl- o

riiould bave been made by the county court
clerk, under the forms provided In the sections
named, for their admission under these sections.
To salza uron vagrancy an Incident only of ttirlr
condition of Insane pauperism and put them In the
category ot Indicted criminals, and apply tha pro-
visions of section 7 to such cases would. In these
Bpeclal Instances, overrlda and set as de the tlrst
clause of section il or chapter i:J8. which says that
Insane piupers to the number ot three hundred-o- ne

to every four thousand of the population of each
county only may be admitted to the hos-
pital. It tbe construction ot the whole act
be that given In the proceedings la question,
the quota of each county of Insane paupers thus
limited, might be Indefinitely extended, and that
wholesome limitation as to numbers be wholly Ig-
nored. Tbe criminal courts of tbe counties would
usurp tbe functions of county courts and rnagl-tr.-.t-

In the management of Insane paupers, to
whom tbe law eonii tes them, and when, by the pre-
scribed mode of securing tbelr aamlsslon, the quota
fixed by law was lull. Indictments for vagrancy
would be called into operation to defeat this feature
of the law altogether.

We do not raise the question wbeiber these vag-
rants, or tramps, are citizens ot Tennessee, which
Is a condition Incident to any class of patients to
the hospital under section 1 of chapter 13S. This
should have been.and perhips was a fact determined
by tbe court. We only sutrgest the strong probabil-
ity tbat tbey were not, for the reason that, had they
been, friends would bave brought tbelr insane con-
dition previously to the notice of the county authori-
ties, ir the conlructlm Is to prevail, that Indict-
ments for vagrancy shall sweep Into the hospital
all tbe tramps whose minds maybe Impaired by
exposure and destitution, come they from where
they may, the provision which restric's tlir charity
of tbe hnspit-t- for the Insane to lbs paupers of
this State will be nullified, and the taxpayers of Ten-
nessee will give their benefactors a much wider cir-
cuit than was proposed. Holding these views of
section 7 specially, and of the Intent of the whole
act under consideration, wbich Is, as I rained, to com-
prehend all the modes of admission of pallet ts, of
any class. Into tbe hospital, we are of the opinion
that these patients, Plynn and Marshall, cannot ba
received under the proceedings presented, and tbat
no proper construction of auy portion ot this act
can abrogate the plain provisions of other portions.
The quota of Insane paupers from the county of
Shelby, computed under the census of 1870, as
prescribed by section 3, Is full, and section 7 cannot
properly be construed to give tbe criminal court
power to supplement that number. We hesitate to
refuse compliance wltb tbe order ot the honorable
court which makes It, and are very reluctant to Co
so, and are always reluctant to decline admission to
any unfortunate subj-- ct of Insanity, and would be
very far from endeavoring to force a construction of
the statute for tbe purpose of Justifying such
refusal. But we are appointed to adminis-
ter the Institution, and one of our duUes Is
to see that tbe provisions of law applicable
to It are faithfully observed. If possible, we would
obtain Ibe opinion of tbe attorney general of the
State upon the questions Involved, and win endeavor
to do so before you return this answer to the clerk of
tbe court.

Oae aillllo or Dallars Worth of Keal
Estate la Clarksvllle. Tens., Is

Claimed by Colonel Charles
1. U'Leuo, or Slempbls.

A large portion of the city of Clarksviile,
and tbe most valuable portion of it, is claimed
by a well-know- n Memphian, Colonel Charlte
D. M'Lean. The property is valued at aboct
one million of dollars. The claim depends
upon a question of title, tbe facts being about
aa follows: Tho lands la diBpu'e were pur-
chased by Dennett Searcey, who was judse
of the circuit court composed cf the counties
of Montfromery. Robinson, Dickson and Da-

vidson, 8t fehnrifl's salo in 1807. Judge Ben-
nett Searcey died iul818, leaving a daughter,
who was married to C. D. M'L?ao, then re-
siding in Clarksviile and proprietor of the
Clarksrille Recorder, a predecessor of the
present Chronicle. Mrs. M'Lean died in
1813, leavincr two dauyLteis, one of whom
married a man named Moeby. the other a
Mr. Winston. Mrs. Mosby died in 1879,
and her children, grandchildren of C. D.
M'Lean and of Bennett
Searcy, have brought suit in the chancery
court to declare the rigut of these hira to
the propertv upon the death of their grand-
father, C. D. M'Lean, who is tenant by cour-
tesy during his life m a widower ol tbe
daughter of ISiinoett Searcey. The otliT
daughter left no children. M'Lean still
lives at the ae of eifihty-fiv- e, and resides in
Memphis. The suit is to test the validity of
legal proceedings under which the pos-
sessors of the property claim ownership.
Some of ihto.i lots wiro eo!J by C. D. M'-
Lean, as guardian, and the heirs insist that
the sale was void, because no pleading cr
rrocets was served upon th9 minors.. Other
lots were sold for taxes during Baunett Sear-
cy's lifetime, some sold for taxes after his
death, and others sold under levy for debts to
satisfy judgments apaiust the admitistrator
ot Bennett Searcy. Csniplaisants insist that
no process was served in the latter case
upon tbe miners. The papers on these
scire facias proceedings, which were
served ia 1819 and 1S23, have been
mislaid or were destroyed in the fire of 1878.
Suits have been brought upon thirteen of the
original lots, which bave been subdivided.
Toe defendants claim adverse possession for
over fifty yeai a, and that they are entitled to
the presumption that all processes were
properly conducted in accordancs with law,
unless proof to tbe contrary can be produced.
