Mr. Knott, chairman of the committee on
judiciary, reported a bill removing the politi-
cal disabulities of William B. Taliaferro, of
Virginia.

Mr. Conger opposed the bull, on the ground
thatjn his petition the petitioner referrad to
the late war as ‘‘the war between the south-
ern States and the United States," instead of
a8 the war of the rebellion.

The speaker thought that the tone of the
petition did not exhibit any disposition on the
part of the petitioner to be hypoeritical; it
was in the usual form; the chair was always
on the side of pensioners and in favor of re-
lieviog their disabilities.

WINDOM

Very Much Troubled Over the Damag-
ing Testimony in Regard to the
Exodus Already Placed
on Record,

It is Proven to be a Radleal Conspiraey,
Taken Advantage of by Railread Com«
panies for the Sake of Profit
and Gain,

Wasniserox, Janoary 30.—The senate
special committee to-day resumed investiga-
tion of the causes ol the colored exodug.
Charles H. Otny, who gave his direct testi-
mony last Monday, was the first witness. He
was subjected to a rigorous cross-examination
by Senators Windom and Blair, in the course
of which he acknowledged that he had not’
beard any member ot the Washinglon emi-
grant aid society advise a diversion of the
exodos from Kaosas to Iediana for political
purposes, except Mendenhall, and onail;i not
name any other Republican in Was n
outside of the emigrant aid society who bad
advised or promoted the exodus for political
purposes. He ulso stated that he never
beard of amy colored wen other than
Perry, Williams and Evans, who were
Mznrvd in stirring up the colored
peopie to

be believed that the Baltimore and Ohio rail-
road company, through their agents, are for-
nishing the money to pay the traveling ex-
penses nk these men, and that the compan
pays thet a premium of one dollar per b
for each passenger obtained. He believed
the intelligent people of North Carolina,
black und white, D moecrats and Rapublicans,
were opposed to this exodus, and understood
that the entire Democratic and colored presa
of North Carolinn bad been engaged in ex-
ploding the false statements spread broad-
cast in that State by Parry, Williams and
Evans. Notwithstandiog all the agencies
engaged in dissipating these delusions, atill
the ignorant colored people are yet deluded
by them. Four-fifths, however, of those that
go probably go for no other reason than be-
cause their friends have gone.

Fabomtz, a resident of Goldsboro, and ed-
itor of & Demoeratic paper published there,
was pext sworn. He said it wad difficalt to
assign a reason for the exodos of colored
peopla from North Carolina. It certainly
was not om account of oppression, and here
he took occasion to indorse the evidence of
(’Hara and Otny, so far as it related to the
condition of the colored people of that State.
In reference to the ireatment of colorad peo-
ple before the ocoarts, he cited several in-
stanaces, and stated thal he could cite many
more, to show where white jorymen had
shown strict impactinhly in their decwions
where colored men were op trial. Rare
cases, he eaid, might be instanced where
severs penulties had been imposed on beth
white and colored culprita for petit larceny.
In bis cross-examination he admitted that
thers existed a behief smong some blacks in
North Carolina that the peunl laws were less
severs in lodiana than 1a North Carolina,
and thought this bad some effect on infla-
epcing the emigration of colored people to
that State. )

M. T. Newman, sheriff of Potnam county,
Indiana, and resident of Green Castle, was
sworn; ha produced a printed circalar which
he obtained from ope of the North Carolioa
emigranta after he had reached Green Cas-
tie; this circulnr, it was afterward proven by
another witnesa, bad been printed m the
office of the Green Custle Banner duriug the
Iatter part of lnst July, and that the editor of
that paper, Mr. J. H. Clay, colored, was the
anthor of it; this circular, Newman said he
was informed by the colored man who gave
it to him, had been circulated quite exten-
sively among the colored peopie in North
Carolina: it urges them to come to Indiaps,
setting forlh the attractions of that State;
stating its climate was healthful; that free
schools for both races were maintained; that
there were pumerous colored churches, and
that whites and blacks stand equal before
the law; ond also stating that a thousand
good farm-bhauds and hseuse-servants coald
readily find employment at remunerative
wages, and eapecaily arging those who con-
template coming to do so during the present
summer and fall of 1579, so as to get lccated
in time to make their contracts with farmers
next year,
