WHO ID TO HIVE TBK LITTLE
BOCKBaUEOAD!

Yean ago onr most far-seei- citizens
assiduously endeavored to imbue the minds
of the people of Memphis with the idea that

tie true policy of their city was. to appropri-

ate all the money it was willing to devote to

rail lOvid construction to roads running west-

ward over the river. They argued that rail-

roads so placed, penetrating ' fruitful dis-

tricts, where the locomotive had never awak-

ened the echoes of the woods, would bring to

us valuable pioducts at low prices, and make
our market a oenter of commerce

that would bring railroada to as
by the force . of trade influences.
Well can we now see the wisdom of that
policy. If we had made connection at

Shreveport or Fulton with the Red river
country, our cotton season would have began

from two to three weeks earlier each year

than at present, and the amount of business
from that connection would to-d- be im-

mense. Opposite Memphis was, before the
war, the spot selected for the Iron Mountain
railroad to touch tbe Mississippi river. For

at least two years after the war the president
of that road, Mr. Allen, expressed his desire
that that intention should be carried out.
We buried our money in the Selma line
embankments and cuttings on this side of the
river, and not only lost the golden oppor-

tunity "that lay on tbe other, but found
a thorn where we should have cultivated
a rose. A connection acro3 the country of
rich abundance that lies between the Missis-

sippi river and, the Missouri at Kansas City,

would have added another power to tbe trade
resources of Memphis. With such roads to

connect with, how plain it is that eastern

roads could not have afforded to pass around
or neglect Memphis! That a transcontinental
railread would have made Memphis and the
network of roads with which she would have

been the center, tho Mississippi river termi
nus of its road is evident. If weight was

wanted to emphasize the bearing of the
facts we recapitulate, it would be found in
the eagerness now exhibited to obtain
possession of the only line of railroad Mem-

phis has aided to build west of itself tbe
Memphis and Little Hock railroad. The
Iron Mountain railroad, tha Louisville and
Nashville railroad, and the East Tennessee,
Georgia and Virginia railroad, are each of
them bending every energy at this moment
to gain possession of the Little Rock railroad.
The two latter roads see what a trade they
can command by extending the Little Rock
railroad connections, and thoae of the Fort

Smith railroad, which is a continuation of

the Little Rock. Tho Iron Mountain railroad
discovers what a vast advantage it would
gain by diverting the Memphis trade in that
direction to itself, and so to a large extent
monopolizing the long staple cotton of the

Arkansas bottom lands. Whether anything
can now be done by the people of Memphis
showing earnestly and unmistakably what
are their wishes and where their sympathies
lie we cannot tell, but while a struggle is

going on in which an important portion of
her trade is imperiled and her prosperity
threatened she has thus fur remained silent.
Yesterday an excited inquiry was making for

stock of the Memphis nud Charleston rail- -

road a stock that found few buyers six to
twelve months ago at four and five cents on

the dollar. It is now wanted in con-

sequence of tho struggle that is going
on for possession of the Little Rock railroad.
The Appeal has already reported tbe sale of

seventy or seventy-fiv- e thousand dollars ot

this stock from the lirinkley estate, and of
one hundred and fifty thousand by Mr.
Bethel; the former at eighteen, the latter at
nineteen centB. Since tho Bethel sale theie
has been a lull, but yesterday the inquiry for
Memphix and Charleston railroad stock was

once more eager and urgent. Eighteen and
eighteen-and-a-ha- lf were freely offered,

but those bids received no attention,
as holders had heard of sales at twenty
and twenty-and-a-hal- f. Persons connected
with financial affairs here have, for some

days paht, been receiving letters asking what
could be got for largo lots of Memphis and
Charleston railroad slock, the amounts of

which the writers stated. These inquiries
were evidently made to givo the idea that
large accumulations of tho stock were open
for sale, and in that way ilower the demands
of holders. These efforts "to bear" the
stock were unsuccessful. Holders yesterday,
who are willing to sell, were Grmly demand-
ing twenty-fiv- e cents. Holders indifferent
about selling thinking that, if the stock is

of value L other, it is also to them will

listen to no such figure as twenty-fiv- e cents.
So the matter stands - t praMst.
A rumor was in circulation in the
afternoon that the question of the
Little Rock railroad was settled, the Iron

MouLtuin road Laving proved victor in the
struggle and obtained possession of it for
itself. Whetber this dolorous news is correct
or a mrro maneuver to influence the price of

tha Memphis and Charleston railroad stock,

remains to be seen.

THE 11BHT Ul X FOB KA!T.
After all that Las been said against the

ibird term, it seems Grant is tbe coming
man. The first Republican State convention
to elect delegates to Chicago, was held in
Pennsylvania on WeJnesday, and the dis-

patches published ia th Appkal of yester-
day annouueed that the convention instructed
the doletrates to vote for Grant. First blood
for the third-termer- s. Other States will now
wheel into line, and as a solid south will go
for lli iut, his nomination seems not only pos-

sible, probable, but inevitable. The Repub-
licans of Pennsylvania have shamefully and
disgraoei'ully stultified themselves. Four
years ao Grant's administration was a
national .tench. 1U corruptions produced
the tidal wave which gave the Democrats
seventy-fiv- e majority in the lower branch of
Congrats. The Republicans of Pennsylvania j
kne w tbat if it was saddled with these cor
ruptions by nominating Grant for a third
tenn, defeat und destruction were inevitable,
an ' tbe fallowing resolution unanimously
patit J the Republican State convention on
the t n1y-s;xt- b of May, 1S75:

tends to make the Republicans of New York
eat their excellent resolutions of 1875, and
instruct tbe delegates to vote for Grant,
The prospect of Urant s nomi
nation strikes no terror to the
Democratic party. The Appeal) has
h relofore said that he is tha weakest man
tbat the Republicans could nominate, for it
was the corruptions of hi administration
tbat produced the tidal wave which swept
tbe Republican majority out of congress, and
the same cause will produce the same results
ia November next. The Republicans of the
eastern and western States are hoa

tile to the election of any man to

tbe Presidency a third time, and
the utterances which have been made and
which will be continued against the nomina
tion of Grant will furnish all the arguments
which the Democrats will want to defeat th
third-terme- rs before the people. When the
ambition of a man is so consuming as to in
duce him to disregard the example of Wash
ington and; all tbe early Presidents, honest
Republicans who lovo country more than
tbey do Grant will commence inquiring.
"Whither are we drifting and to what are
we tending?" and it will be found on the
day of tbe electiou thousands of Republicans
will vote against an ionorotB- -
variaooe with the genius ot our
institutions, and which they regard
as a step in the direction of electing a Presi
dent for life. Washington could easily have
been President fir life. But he showed by
his acts that the government he had done so
much to found and organise as a republic

It proves conciuilvelr
that tbe people recognize MeinMi 9 as tbe legitimate
trade center of tun section, and that ber biislne
wen hva by fair and legitimate deallint won f
themselves an enviabla reputation, which no amount
of misfortune, like yellow lever, can deui lve them of.
But tbe merchant of Memphis not urouerly
appreciated the country which is embraced between
the Tennessee rtvr on the east and Baicble river
on th west. Wlihln these bounds lie a large amount
olf ertlle and blghly country. Largo quan-
tities of coUou and other prodnc is raised annu-
ally In this section, and legitimately belongs to
Memphis In the way of trailn. At present Meiupbis
Is losing all this trade, und ntmi ly for the reason
tbat her merchants do nut maka cny elToits to se-
cure It Nothing Is wanting 0.1 the part of Memphis
to turn tblsvaot tide of trade into the hands of ber
mercuaiits except a xtrong tlfort. This eflon must
be made through newspapei-- which circulate largely
In tue region mentioned, for those newspapers meet
the eyes of hundreds of readers who never see a
diummer, and would not be likely to have anything
to say lo one If they did. If tin merchants In Mem-
phis will make a strong effort in the territory men-
tioned, tbey will easily add thousands of bales of
coiuin and thousanus of dollars In uioney 10 theiralready large trade. Now Ihey ate losing all this.
Will they make the elfoit?

The merchants of Memphis should profit
by the suggestions of the Sun. The trade of
this large and productive region of country
legitimately belongs to Memphis, and it can
bo secured by proper efforts on the part of
our merchants. Dr. Bjriy, through tbe col-

umns of his excellent paper, has persistently
labored to divert the trade in tho region of
country in which his paper circulates to Mem-
phis, and if tbe merchants will
with him, the vast t.do of trade with tbe
Tennessee river, and the railroads hostile to
this city, will be diverted to Memphis.

In face of the statements from English
newspapers that Irebnd is overpeopled, we
have parliamentary returns showing that the
population in 1851 was 6,553,291, and in
1S71 only 5.41S.7S3.

to foreign cauufries 292 cwt. of bacon and
ham, 7943 barrels of beef and pork, 17,475
cwt. of butter. Immense quantities of but-
ter, eggs, bacon, hams and other products of
the soil are also exported to Great Britain.
So that, while the population has diminished
over 1,000,000 since 155, tho exports of
products are constantly increasing.

Thb New York Bulletin, in the course of
an editorial showing how tbe railway com-

binations are helping the Reagan bill, noti-

fies Wall street 6f a fact of which it seems
oblivious, that "the west is a great power,
commercially and politically, and the com-

bination or combinations that are bold enough
to undertake to dent with it as of but little
account, we apprehend, will CO ue out of tbe
encounter, in tbe long run, second best.

The Great Railroad King of tbe South,
whose Combinations were on a Scale

Commensurate with the Hopes

of tbe Feople of

Tennessee, Answers Y. K. Stevenson
and G. Jtt. Fogg, the Nephew of his

Uncle, and Shows them Up in "
Their True Colors.

On the third instant our readers wer3
notified by a special telegram from Nash'
ville, that Colonel E.W. Cole bad published
in the American of that date a card in re
sponse to V. K. Stevenson and G. M. Fogg,
that was a complete answer to the cards of

those gentlemen already published in the Ap
peal. Our Nashville correspondent sent us
a synopsis of this lengthy document of
Colonel Cole, but on reading it we find that
it will be simple justice to a man who fought
so gallantly to preserve a great railroad sys
tern to Tennessee and the south, to give his
own language, every word of it. Here it is

Card of Coloael Cole.
All know what demands have been made

nnnn mv time since Saturday evening. Jann'
nrv 17th. the date on whioh I first knew ot
the negotiations which took from my control
the management of the company over which
I have the honor to preside. I have bad no
lime to answer any statements which have
made until now. In' troth, I have not been
taugbtin the school of words, but have served
a lonir anorenticesbio in that ot action.
think that every citizen of Nashville, and ot
Tennessee, who has met me since January
17th. will bear me out in the assertion tbat,
notwithstanding the unexpectedness of the
destruction of my plans and my faith in the
friendship of the gentlemen who sold the
majority of the stock, no harsh expression
has fallen from my lips toward either the
purchasers or sellers of the stock. On the
contrary. I have, on all ocoasions, advised
calmness and rjatience. but now the time ha
come to make public a statement of facts,
It is to be reeretted tbat any personal reia
tinns have to be discussed in a transaction
affecting so latelv public interest; but the
public will see. by referring to the inter
view between Colonel V. K. Stevenson and
reporter of the New York Herald, and the
card published by G. M. VaeB. Esq., in the
American, ot Sunday, feoruary 1st, wny,
cannot avoid referring to some personal his
torv. It is auite true, as stated by Colonel
Stevenson, that he was my friend in eariy
manhood, and I have never allowed myself
to doubt the faithfulness of his friendship
until recently; and, although in the years
that are behind ns I have most earnestly and
successfully endeavored to fully return any
kindnesses I may have received from h'
hands at a time when my friends were fewer
than they now are, and 1 never failed to re
spond to any intimation on his part that
could serve hini. even after 1 was in a posr
tion when it could not be said that gratitude
on my part was a lively expectation of bene
fits to come. This 1 have always done, ex
cept in the discharge of my official duty in
removing the deposits of my company and
the navment of courjonB from bis office to tbe
Metropolitan national bank of New York. It
was a painful duty, but one I believed the
interests of my company required mc to dis
charge. If it had been an individual matter
I would not have done so.

PERSONAL TO V. X. STKVEN30N.

With regard tj what Colonel Stevenson
said about with me in obtain
in? the return of the road to the stockhold
era, I must say that this return of the road
by the government to the stockholders was
secured bv M. Burns. Esa.. before I was elect
ed president of the company. Farther on he
savs:

This bavlng been accomplished. I took np my
residence In this eliy (New York), where I have re-

sided ever since, and placed Mr. Cjle in the position
of president 01 tne road, wmcn ue sua noius.

With reference to this matter I have this
to say: In 1868 I was pleasantly situated,
both socially and cmcially, in Augusta, Ueor
gia. Colonel Stevenson, living in New York
was at that time the largest individual
stockholder in tbe Nashville and Chatta
nooga railroad, and was exceedingly acx
ions tor me to take the presidency of tbe
company, to which 1 most reluctantly con
sented. How much influence he had in plac
ing me in that position at first, I will leave
to the stockholders to say. In this position 1

have most success! ully served his interest and
that of the other stockholders, which
proved by oompariaon of tbe condition of
the property at the time I took charge of it
and at the present time. The original stock
was at that time sold for twenty cents; by
capitalizing tbey received three shares for
one, and the new stock reached ninety-fiv-

cents on the stock exchange. 1 do not, ot
course, know what was received for the stock
by the gentlemen who sold to tbe Louisville
and Nashville railroad company. It is also
true that Colonel Stevenson was one cf the
advocates of the purchase of the Northwest
ern railroad, and also advised the purchase
of the Owensboro, bt. .Louis and boutheast
em railroad. Colonel Stevens. n, in his in
terview makes the following statement:

The Louisville and Nashville company, being cut
off from ct. Louis, made arrangemeuts In Georgia
opposed to tbe Interests ot the Chattanooga road. I
then advised President Cole to visit the managers of
tbe Central railroad of Georgia and 10 wake a run-
ning arrangement with them, even at a sacrlUce. I
returned to (his city with tbe express understanding
tbat Mr. Uole would keep tne Jxew xork directon
1 ully Informed as to the result of bis understand ng,
and although It is centrally undeislOJd that Mr.
Cole has completed a lease of ibe Georgia Central
road, be never Informed tbe New York directors or
the full details, and tbe news first reached me
through the newspapers.

.Colonel Stevenson was at Nashville the
day I left for Savannah, Georgia, to visit
Colonel Wadley, president of the Georgia
Central railroad, upon matters connected
with the contract above alluded to, and I did
promise to advise Colonel Stevenson of any
definite action reached. This statement
compels me to enter into rather lengthy de-

tails.
NEGOTIATIONS FOR THE GEORGIA CENTRAL

BEGIN.
Taking with me Hon. Joseph E. Brown,

president of the Western and Atlantic com-
pany of Georgia, our connecting line at Chat-
tanooga, we reached Savannah at half-pa- st

seven o'clock Friday evening, January 2d.
Colonel Wadley, Governor Brown and my-
self were stopping at the same hotel. Mr.
Wadley was suffering from a broken leg.
We called on him that evening, when be
told us that he wanted to show us the
property of his company in that city on the
following day. Next morniag Governor
Brown, Colonel Wadiey and myself.
Colonel Wadley upon crutches, took a car-
riage, and examined the property. A few
moments after leaving the hotel, Colonel
Wadley, in his usual 'rank and sincere man-
ner, said to us: "I want to lease you tbe
property of the Central railroad company."
Both Governor Brown and myself were sur-
prised at this proposition. Governor Brown
responded first by saying: He could not
think of it, or words to that effjet. I re-
marked to Colonel Wadley: "My company
has about four hundred and ten miles west
of Chattanooga. You had better lease ours."
lie responded: "No; I do tot understand
your western connections." Colonel Wad-
ley said m Bubstance: There must be a

ttrowi)i Una. from thawegt to the sra
under one head, and be wished its terminus
to be Savannah, and that it he were a younuer
man, nothing would interest him more than
establishing such a line. Having passed over
his main line - and examined his property in
Savannah, which for facilities and condition
far surpassed any idea we had of it, and
having been furnished by the cashier of his
bank with every possible detail of the finan-
cial condition of his company, and by others
with the structural condition ot his roads
and with his last aunual report before ua,
Governor Brown and myself tor the first time
entertained tbe thought of such a lease, and
on Monday morning I asked Colonel Wadley
what his terms tor a peroetual lease would
be. He gave them to me. I replied by ask-
ing for a modification of his terms tor tha
first seven years, which would have been a
saving to my company of five hundred and
twenty-fiv- e thousand dollars. Colonel
Wadley said he would submit it to his board
without promising to advocate it, which he
did. But being a verbal modification of his
verbal proposition, his board held but a short
session, and asked us to submit a written one,
which I prepared, with the able assistance of
Governor Brown, that night, with great care,
detail and deliberation, covering twenty-liv- e

pages ot legal-ca- p paper, insisted upon my
modification, and this proposition I made
subject to the approval of my company.
This was submitted to tbe directors ot tbe
Central road Tuesday morning, January 6:b;
tbey deliberated over it until nearly sundown,
when Governor Brown and myself were sent
for to go to tbe Central railroad bank, where
the directors were in session. At tbat time
the main point of objection to the lease by
the Central directors was tbe modification
referred to above. Governor Brown and
myself insisted upon the modification, and
retired from the room. After further delib-
eration tbe directors assented to it. It was
then about eight o'clock at night. At eight
o'clock the next morning, Wednesday, I took
the train tor Nashville, passing through Au-
gusta on my way.

COLE'S PURCHASE AND SALK OF THE CHAT

TANOOGA STOCK.
Referring to Aloes brie k offered by parties

in New York, Cclonpl btevocson says:
Finding that certain ef tbe largest stockholders

in New YorK, some or mem menus ui rresiucui
rvtia warn HMnrmlnnd to sell their stock. I Insisted
that Mr. Cole should arrange with his Tennessee
friends to purchase a lai g part oi It, but be reported
that be bad made tbe etfort ar d bad wholly failed
Id accomplishing anything, end tbat It 11 was neces-
sary to purchase the slock I myself would have to do
1L I agreed to tnis proposition, auu wuu iu uimus,
purchased tne oiock onerea to coiunei iahc.

This refers lo a block of three hundred
thousand dollars offered to me not C ilonel
Stevenson by -- A. Iselin, jr., of New York,
during the absence ot A. lelin, sr., in
Europe in May last. I communicated this
tact to Colonel Stevenson, and said I would
take fiftv thousand dollars of it. He said to
me: "Evans. Baldwin and mvs"lf (two be
ing Tennesseans) will take one hundred and
hMtv thousand dollars if nec siary," and it
was understood that I was to place, if pos
sible, the remaining one hundred thousand
dollars in Nashville on my return. I did my
utmost to do so, but was told by parties who
iienailv dealt in the stok that it could not be
taken there on account of the scarcity of
money and the large amount of the stock
held by the banks as collateral, but in my
anxiety to have it taken by JNasnviue parties,
I offered, if thev would take it, I would my
self individually carry the stock for them
with New York banks for four months at six
ner cent, interest. Failing in this, 1 tele
graphed the fact to Colonel Stevenson, after
which 1 received a telegram irom mm mat
he, Evans and Baldwin had bought the stock
lmmediatelv upon receiving tnis notice,
telecrraDhed him that I wanted the
fiftv thousand dollars I had con
tracted te take for myself, which was re
fused me. thev claiming a misunderstanding.
No other block of stock was ever offered to
me or mv companv. except the Georgia rail
road stock, amounting to four hundred and
fifty thousand dol.ars, all of which I placed
here but thirty thousand dollars. Colonel
Stevenson refers to my having reduced my
holding-b- y sales made, which 1 have before
stated and tbe purposes tor wnicn x soia, to
wit. to im Drove vacant lots in Nashville, on
which I was paying heavy taxes. These
sales were made from time to time during the
nant two vears. everv dollar of which 1 sold
on the exchange or in Nashville. I also sold
some in the fall on the exchange to pay notes
for which mv stock was hypothecated, and
to provide additional means to invest in the
iron business at Nashville. After relieving
mvselr of these embarrassments and being
out of debt, I held, a Colonel Stevenson
savs. abont ninetv thousand dollars of stock.
together with fifty-fiv- e thousand dollars of
the company s bonds, wbicn i naa intenaea
to bold as a permanent investment.
A QUESTION OF VERACITY BETWEEN COLE,

Colonel Stevenson also savs: "In the mean
time Colonel Cole expressed the belief that
the stock was ruling at too high a figure, al
though it had not yet reached eighty cents
on tbe dollar, and urged me to sell my stock.
Doubtless, when seeing the frenzy of specu
latum in New York. 1 mav bave said that ou
Btock as well as others was ruling high, as I
never had any disposition to deceive any one
in regard to the intrinsic value ot our stock.
and was cautious in everything I said in that
direction. Knowing tbe many contingencies
affecting railroad management and earnings
of roads, I never thought it right to influence
persons to buy oy personal persuasion, it is
true that on one occasion I advised Colonel
Stevenson to do as I have done, sell half his
Btock. pa? his debts and keep tbe balance.
which would be a large amount as an invest
ment. I do not know who was the friend of
Colonel Stevenson who informed him be
fore he was approached by Mr. H. Victor
Newcomb that: "Colonel Cole's agent had
applied to him (Mr. Newcomb) with a view
of selling a controlling interest in the road or
effecting a consolidation of the two compa-
nies." No friend of Colonel Stevenson or
agent of mine was ever authorized to make
such a statement, and Mr. JNewcomb s pub-
lic statement does not sustain the assertion
I might have been willing at some time, to
avoid the ruinous contest threatened between
tbe two companies, to agree to a consolida
tion of the two companies could it have been
brought about in a proper way by action of
the two boards ot directors and tne slock
holders of both companies, by which the in
terests of Louisville and Kentucky would have
been equally protected with the interests of
Nashville and Tennessee, Dut under no cir
cumstances would I ever have consented to
a sale, by a tew shareholders blocking their
Btock together, tnereoy injuring ine minority
stockholders, and 1 retir the material inter
ests and prosperity, not only of Nashville,
but the entire south.
THE PEOPLE OF NASHVILLE WERE NOT IN-

DIFFERENT TO THEIR LOSS.

The assertion has been twice made that
the citizens cf Nashville and Tennessee were
indifferent as to the control of the roads. If
this be true, tbe seeming indifference was
caused by their feeling that enough of the
stock was held by Tennesseans in New York
and in Tennessee to prevent the result which
has taken place. Had they anticipated that
such a result was likely to occur, it is assert-
ed that enough money could have been raised
in Nashville and New York to prevent the
consummation of the scheme. This is evi-
denced by the following telegram:

With regard to Mr. G. M. Fogg's defense

ot his uncle, Colonel Stevenson, I have noth-
ing to say, except as to his reference to Colo-
nel Stevenson's distress at the inevitable
allowing the roads to pass into the hands of
others. In this connection, I wojld say tbat
it has been publicly stated, and never denied,
that the four gentlemen engaged in the sale
sold short to a large amount. I was myself
so informed by a telegram from New York.
When he refers to the chance offered his an-
cle of selling or being sold out, tbe public
might be curious to know who was in position
and controlling stock enough to sell him oat.
For lurther reply to Mr. Fogg's card, I beg
to call attention to the following extracts from
the interview of a Courier Journal reporter
with Mr. H. Victor Newcomb, published on
Sunday, January 25th: '

Reporter Is It true that Colonel Cole's stock was
IncluJed tn tbe sole ?

m. Newcomb No: there Is not one word of truth
In lu I regret tbat Colonel Cole did not avail him-se- 'f

Itcame upon him like a thunderbolt, and I would
gladly hare spared, him the feeling of disappoint--

ment and wounded pride (which be mast have expe-
rienced) If it had been In my power to do so.

rently, In some quarters, Mr. Newcomb, that Colonel

It grew out
of a total misapprehension on my part. I supposed
from ttie intimacy which had existed between
Messrs. Stevenson. Fogg and Cole, also between
Messrs. Baldwin and Kvans, mat uoionei uoie whs
fully apprised as to tbe movement. There were also
some other circumstances which appeared to give
color to It at the time.. But after the sale was con-
summated at New York I was assured by all of those
gentlemen that Colonel Cole was In total Ignorance
of the entire transaction until my telegram acquaint
ed him with the tact, ana i nave no reason to aouot
the word of these gentlemen.

Mr Columb ia Baldwlr, a friend of mine, bad on
several occasions, as late as last August, urged upon
me the Importance of securing the control of his
road; as he was on terms of Intimacy with Colonel
Cole, I naturally Inferred It met with Colonel Cole's
approval, but Mr. Baldwin has since inrormea me
that he never had any communication with Colonel
fVila unnn tha auhlnct. and ha was merely looking
out for a good purchaser for the large amount of
Nashville and Chattanooa--a stock which he held.

Why refer to this tele-
gram sent seven days before the sale,
when as late as rnd ay, January lb'.h, tne
day preceding tbe sale, they telegraphed me
thev would be here on the Monday following
He admits tbat he was the attorney of the
company while these matters were in nego
tiation, and in bis card says:

Why Colonel Cole did not go to New York, of
course, I explain. I was told that he knew of
tne nnwAnM or nr. aiananora. Air. newoumo sua
otuers, of tbe Louisville road management, In New
York, and recti ng under the belief that Colonel Cole
was In harmony with wbat was being done, from the
Information given me by Mr. Newcomb, I was at ibe
time satisfied tbat be knew the mean lug of our first
telegram.

Why should he go to Mr. Newcomb, or
anvone else, to learn what my feelings and
wishes were in regard to what was then being
transacted, as he was in constant communi
cation with me? As to my hearing of Dr
Standiford and Mr. Newcomb baing in New
York, that was no unusual news to me, tor
thev were there so often.

In conclusion, 1 wish to assure tne public
and the four gentlemen most concerned in
this transaction tbat no personal feeling of
any nature whatever has influenced me in
making the above statement.

KENTUCKY'S PENITENTIARY

Overhauled bv av liesrlalatlve Commit
tee, and Hat Condition Foatnd to

be Abominable- -

Menrvy and Seorbntle Fever Prevailed
to a rrlghtral Kxtent Last Year

Jtecommendatlens.

Louisville, February 5. The legislative
committee on investigation of the State prison
have made a report, ot which the following
ia a svnopsis: "The condition ot the peni
tentiary at present is bad, and during the
past vear it was shamefully bad. We believe
the condition is attributable to tour causes,
viz. : First, to the overcrowded condition ot
the prison; second, to defective sewerage;
third, to general want of cleanliness about
the buildings, yards, etc.; fourth, to the want
of proper diet for the convicts. Under the
requirement of the statue, the keeper is un-
der binding obligation to furnish the con
victs sufficient quantity of wholesome food
to maintain goj health among them, and
there can be no doubt whatever that he is
under most so'emn obligation to furnish them
food of such quantity and of such variety as
to prevent scurvy, lnis disease prevailed to
a tearful extent in the prison during 1S79
At oLe time, says Dr. Rodman, the keeper's
physician, there were over two hun-
dred men in the hospital with
scurvy, and God only knows how
many were still at work, having
bat slight symptoms of disease. Dr. Rodman
further Bays ia his report that he treated for
scurvy, daring laTJ, two hundred and ninety
one men on bed and four hundred and eighty'
four off bed, making a total ot seven hundred
and seventy-five- , out ot about one thousand
men treated for disease during the summer
and earlv fall of 1879. During the prevalence
of this disease, eleven men died of it and two
of scorbutic fever. It is an undeniable fact
that scurvy has bat one cause vice and the
want of proper food and the fact that scurvy
prevailed in the prison to such a teartul ex-

tent is, to the minds of your committee, con
elusive proof that the convicts were not fur-
nished, with proper food. It was the keeper'i
doty to furnish proper food, and ia that duty
he failed, and for that failure there is, in tbe
opinion or your committee, no excuse what
ever. Such treatment of convicts confined
within walls, felons of deepest dye though
they be, is unpardonable. It is a fact that
the Kentucky penitentiary was almost as
mu;h overcrowded in 1875 and 1878
as it was in 1879, yet during those
years the dead list was uoi large, being thir
ty-fo- in 1877, aid thirty-on- e in 1878, yet
in 1579 we find it running up to seventy-hve- .

not counting tbe large number who died after
tbey were pardoned by tbu governor and had
left the prison. Tbe flogging of convicts in
tbe prison is sometimes carried to a cruel ex
tent. The clothing furnished the convicts is
insufficient. The beds and bedding are in
sufficient, and are not kept in good condition
There are six hundred and forty-eig- ht cells
in the old c and ninety-si- x in the
new, a total of seven hundred and forty-fou- r,

the eel a in tne old cell-bou- are very small
being six feet eight inches long, three feet
nine and a half inches wide, and six feet
three and a bait inches high; yet in more
than one hundred of these badly-ventilat-

cells tbe keeper has been compelled to put
two coavicU, and keep them there during the
night, say for ten or twelve hours. Such
doubling in cells has led to beastly practices
and has doubtless generated and developed
disease. We do not hesitate to pronounce
such confinement to be. an outrage against
humanity." Tbe committee end their report
by asking the power to remove J. W. South
the keeper oi the prison.

To her Lords and Gentlemen of the
British Parliament An Exhaustive

Bevfew of Forsign and. Colonial
Relations, bnt Only

A Short and Cursory Glance at the
Present Alarming Condition of Af-

fairs in Ireland Relief for the
Starving People Promised.

London, February 5. Tbe weather y

was fine. The royal procession to the par-
liament house took place in accordance with
the programme. The queen arrived at the
house of lords at ten minutes pest two o'clock.
Upon receiving a copy ot ber speech from
Lord Cairns, lord high chancellor, her majes
ty handed it back to him, and Lord Cairns
then read the speech. Tbe ceremonies lasted
fifteen minutes.

THE QTJKKJCa SPEECH.
Mr Lords and Gkmtlkmkm It Is with much sat

isfaction I again resort to advtos and assistance of
mr parliament. My re.atlons with all powers eoo-Uu-

f rlendlv. Tbe course ot events since tbe proro-
gation ef parliament has tendeo to furnish additional
security to tbe maintenance of European peacj on
the principles laid down by the treat? of Benin.
Much, however, still remains to be done to re' air tbe
disorder with which the late war has affected mam
parts of Ibe Tuikisb empire. A eonvenuon for tne
supnresslju ot the slave bade has been concluded
belwneu my government ana mat ot nis imperial
malestv. xiie sultan At tbe close of lour last ses
sion I expressed the hope tbat tne treaty of Gunda- -
muK naa nxppuy term mutej tne war in Ainnanis- -
tan In conformity with IU provisions, my envoy and
his retinue were honorably received aau entertained
bv the ameer at C.ioui. While eniraeeu. however. In
the exercise of their duty, he and those connected
with tne embassy wera treacherously attacked by
overwhelm i mi numbrs. and after a heroic defense
they were almost all massacred. An outrage so

called for conduzn chastisement, and my
troops, which, puisuant to tbe stipulations, either
had withdrawn or were withdrawing from tbe terri
tories governed by tue atneer, wera ordered to re
trace tneir steps. ine s&iu exnimiea iu tae rnpia
march upon Cabal and in tbe advances upon the
other lines of aMlon, reflects tbe highest credit upon
tbe officer and men of my British and native forces,
whoM bravery baa shone with wonted tusler In every
collision with the enemy. Tbe abdication or toe
ameer and the unsettled condition of tbe country,
renders the recall ot my troops Impossible tor the

resent, but the principle on which my government
Eas hitherto acted remains unchanged, and
while determined to make tbe frontiers of my Indian
empire secure, I desire to be on friendly relations
alike with tbose who may rule In Anrhinlstan ana
with the neoole ot that country. My anticipations
as to an eariy establishment of peace In South Afri-
ca have been fulfilled. Tbe csptured position ot tbe
Zulu king and the Drenku.g up of the military or-

ganization on which his dynasty was based, relieved
my possessions In tbat part of the wotltl from tbe
danger wblch seriou-l- y impeded their advancement
and consolidation. Ia Bsulaland a native outbreak
of considerable Importance has been effectually
auelled by my forces, while Transvaal has been
freed from tbe depredations of a powerful chief
who, having successfully resisted tne lormer govern
ment of tbat country, naa persistently rejected oar
attempts at conciliation. I have reason to nrpe that
tbe time is now approacning wnen an irapor anted-
vance may be made toward tbe establishment o i
union or confederation under which tbe powers of
tne already eoiolned by tbe lnbabl-
tants of tbe Cape colony may be extended to my
subjects In the olber ports of South Africa. Papers
on these and other matters will be forthwith lain be
fore you.

Uentlemen of the house of commons. I have dl
rected estimates of tbe yearito be prepared and laid
bafore von without delay. Hy lords and gentlemen.
the commission which at the close of the session In-

formed you I had Issued to Inquire Into tbe causes
of agricultural depression throughout the United
Kingdom Is pursuing Its labors. In tne meantime,
the serious deficiency In the usual crops lo some
parts ol Ireland has rendered necessary special pre
cautions on the part of my government to guard
against the calamities with which these districts
were threatened. With this view tbey have called
upon the authorities charged with administering re-

lief to make ample preparations for the distribution
of food and fuel, should the step become neoessiry,
and tbey have also stimulated tbe employment of
labor by advances or terms more liberal than
those presented the by existing law. I feel
assured jou will give your sanction to the course
which I as been adopted where it may have exoeeded
tbe power Intrusted by parliament to the executive
branch of tne government, a proposal win oe sub-
mitted to vou for providing the funds reoulred for
these exceptional advances on tbe security of tbe
property admimsiered by tne enurcn temporal ties
ommlsf loners. I trust you will be able to resume

the consideration ot tbe criminal code and of the
Improvement of tbe law of bankruptcy. Bills will
be laid before you tor enlarging tbe powers of own-
ers of settled land, for consolidating and amending
the lunacy laws, and for simplifying the practlco of
conveyancing. I commend to you tnese ana oiner
measures which may be submitted for yoar con
sideration, and I trust tbat tbe blessing of Almighty
boa attena ana airect your laoors.

Lords BeaconsGeld and Salisbury were not
present at the opening of parliament. The
queen's reception by the crowd in the streets
was very enthusiastic. Seats to view the
royal proofs non commanded heavy prices,
There was the nsual search for Guy Fawkes
in the cellars of the house of commons this
morning.

PARLIAMENTARY, PROCEEDINGS.
In the house of commons. Sir Stafford

Northcote, chancellor of the exchequer, gave
notice that he would move the
adoption of the bill sanctioning the measures
of relief for Ireland already taken, and for
further relief.

Alexander M. Suilivan, a home-rul- mem-
ber for Louth, gave notice that he would to-
morrow move tor leave to in trod ace a bill
foi the better protection of life and property
in Ireland by suspending the serving of writs
of ejectment for no.i- - payment ot rent.

Charles Newdegate, conservative member
for Warwickshire, gave notice of his inten-
tion to offer resolutions providing for the sus-
pension of members as ajpenalty for obstruc-
tion of legislation.

William Shaw, home-rul-er from Cork,
gave notice of n amendment to the address
censuring the government for failure to take
efficient measures for tbe relief of the dis-
tress in Ireland, and calling upon them to act
in that direction. Tae amendment concludes
with tbe statement that it is essential for the
peace and prosperity of Ireland to legislate
immediately and comprehensively on the
questions relative to land tenure, the neglect
ot which duty is the cause of constantly oc-
curring distrera in that part ot the country.

Hhcrntaa'a Qaeer War.
New York Times: "Mr. Sherman appears

to bi working for tbe Republican nomination
to the Presidency in a very bad fashion. Oar
dispatches from North Carolina say that he
has sent a number of special agents in the
pay of tbe government through that State
to get delegates appointed to Chicaeo who
shall be pledged to him. The four delegates
at large have been named by the State com-
mittee already, and three of them are mem-
bers of that committee. They are all for
Sherman. One of tbem is collector of the
port at Wilmington. Another is said to
have received an appointment nnder the
treasnry within a few days. Of the commit-
tee who made the selection of delegates, one
was a collector of customs, one a collector of
internal revenu", one a clerk in the nan
division lit Washington. We do not sup-
pose that Mr. Hives would decide that bese
men hava obeyed his c vil service reform
order. He ousht to require of Mr. Sherman
their prompt dismissal. Tbe secretary has no
right to profit in his ambition by direct diso-
bedience of the President's order. His gen-
eral way of pusbirg his plan is, however,
worse than an insult to the President. It is
an outrage npon the people, who pay the
morey be is spending for his nomination It
is aleo the greatest possible injury to the Re-
publican party, which would have vrry hard
work to elect a man nominated by such
means, and does not wish to do so if it can."

Confederate Military Criticism.
Cincinnati Gazette: Advance and Rttrea',,

a record of personal experiences in tbe United
States and Confederate armies by the late
General J. B. Hood, is about being publish-
ed in New Orleans for the benefit of his or-
phan children. The advance specimen sheets,
which we have received, give indications that
the complete work will be an interesting con-
tribution to the history of the war of the re-
bellion. Not the least noticeable features
are tbe author's defence against the charge
of rashness, so zealously preferred against
him, aod his argument that General Joe
Johnston was not, as widely believed, a
master of the Fabian policy of avoiding bat-
tle where the result was at all doubtful.
Pollard and Johnston on the rebel side, and
General Sherman from a Union point of view,
have sustained these ideas. The last named
says in his memoirs: "I did not suppose that
General Hood, though rash, would venture (o
attack fortified places like Allatoona, Kesaca.
Decatur and Nashville, but be did so, and in
so doing played into our hands perfectly."
To this Hood rejoins that it appears from
other parts ot Sherman's Memoirs that be
did not attack either Resaca- - Dr orNashville, and that Major-Gener- Finch as-
saulted Allatoona, while acting nnder dis-
cretionary orders. As to the general charge
of rashness, he claims that the confidence re-
posed in him for three years by Lee, Jackson,
and Longstreet sufficiently refr-te- s it. John-ston, unlike Fabius, did not cling to moan-tai- n

faatnessess, remaining proof against the
ridicule and entreaties of his countrymen as
well as the assaults of the enemy. It is to be
icgiciicu mm no uiu not aaopt it by holdingon to the mountains of Georgia ft8 uritic

"When General Johnston retreated
jrora the mountain fastnesses, crossed the
Onattahoochie river, and moved out npon theplains of Georgia, he bid adieu forever to
even a shadow of right to the claim of hav-
ing pursued tho policy to persistently carried
out by Fabius Maximus. Had he clang to the
mountains and refused to surrender them to
General Sherman, vast indeed might
have been the results achieved, andfar greater his title to distinction. Al-though Fabius succeeded in agreat measure the strenght of his adversary
it however required the boldness and thegenius of Scipio to finally defeat Hannibaland place Carthage beneath the heel of theproud Roman.

But Johnston , actor Jib g to Hood, was no
mirfe a Siipio thaa a Fabius. The former
carried the war iuto Africa, forced the recall
of Hannibal, rooted his army aod humbled
Carthage. Johnston did not Ggbt a "single
general battle during the active war of seces- -

sion, ard naa tnereiore no mora ciaim to oe
regarded as eminent in generalship thaa the
mere anatomical theorist to the reputation of
a skilled surgeon-- . He was a dead failure in
Hood s estimation. We quot :

"No man isiustly entitled to b considered
a great general, unless he has won his spars.
Had General Johnston possessed the requisite
spirit and boldness to seize the various
chances for victory, whioh were offered him.
be never would bave allowed General She --

man to push him back one hnndred miles in
!xty-s;- x days, front oa mountain strongho'd

to another, down ln'o the very heart ot tbe
Confederacy."
