The President has reversed his views,
and has already strongly recomraer.ded the
passage of a bill tbat shall open the Territory
to white settlement. Instead of a rock in
their path, t'oe people will find ia Lim a witl-

ing, helping hand. Congress even now has
under favorable consideration a bill which
the chief executive has urged. Under the
auspices ol its bniliant and devotod advocate,
trie junior senator from Missouri, reluctant
justice cannot much longer whithholil her
approbation and consent. The attempted
occupation of last May was very badly gen-eralle- d

and worse managed in its details.
There is reason for belief that it would havs
been, even then, contending with that
strong opposition which was set against it,
successfully accomplished, had the measures
adopted been those of better leaders. The
movement of y is a different oue. It is
the outgrowth of a concerted arrangement
which has been planned tor mouths, and
whose originators have long been earnestly
working together. It Bpnngs from a constit-
uency which inhabit four great States, aud i

not the h.tsty resolution of a fickle oand
whose hopes and efforts are solely individual.
When tbe time comes for the development ot
this unified idea it will be found that the col-

ony ot occupation will form an army in num-

bers an army whose conquest will be peace-
ful, so far as the Indians are concerned, but
which would be beside a regiment of troops
as a brigade to a corporal's guard. In the
story ot the Black Hilts these intending set-

tlers have a precedent which cannot ba
lightly considered. The history of their
occupation by the whites; of the opposi-

tion of the government; of the futile en-

deavors of the troops to remove the oettlers;
these are instances that are so directly in
point that their relevancy to this case could
not be greater. There the invading whites
were gold hunters who came with rifle and
knile in hand; here the occupants will be
peaceful men whose warfare wiil be waged
with the soil and their weapon the plow. Can
it be maintained that their riyht is therefore
less? Will it be held tbat a greed tor go!d
should ba more respected than an earnest
wish for a homestead; that a grazier who
petitions is less entitled to a hearing than a
miner who blusters? And now let us give a
brief attention to the Territory itself. The
Indian Territory comprises the vast region
extending Irom Kansas to Texas and
westward from Arkansas. It ia unsur-
passed in fertility of soil, climate and
aatural resources. It is well watered
and the rainfall is abundant. Toe
etimale is mild and equable, and iu agricul-
tural resources tho Territory racks first in the
southwest. There are millions of acres of
the finest grazing lands in the west; there
are other millions which but wait for a kind-
ly plow to bloom with the cereals whoso pro-
duction will give the west her empire. Cot-
ton can be grown with ease; the lauds are in
t.bevhighest degree suitable for tue cultiva-
tion of fruit. In its abunduut timber a
never-failin- g feeding ground tor swine ex-

ists. Unnumbered limpid streams turniau
irrigation everywhere.

TUB TEOl'LE VS. THE GOVERNMENT,

Wichita Diacon: "The coming spring
wiil witness either the successful coloniiHtion
of the uaoccupied lands in the Indian Terri-
tory, or a cot tint between the general gov-
ernment and the hordes of emigrants now en-

tering the Territory, or conceatratiDg on the
borders for an advance as eooti sa the spring
opens. The present weather is highly favor-
able for an earlier invasion than was at fi'st
c mtemplated. The weak surrender of the
government during Grant's administration,
to the demands mad a by the lawless invaders
of the Black Hills, formed a dangerous pre-
cedent, the tffect8 of which era now being
Celt. It ia openly proclaimed that the gov-

ernment having surrendered to tho Black
Hillers, when the poBsession and the leal oc-

cupancy of the Indian were not disputed nor
questioned, there is no probability tbat
it will resist, nor that it can successfully pre-
vent, the occupancy of lands not cccapied
nor claimed by the Indians in the Terra ry
lying south of us. The Black Hills were far
removed beyond tho lrontier settlements.
The Indian Territory is surrounded by a
teeming and active population. The Black
Hills were valuable only as a locality ot rich
mineral deposits andtVbrmed no obstruction
to the free, easy and necessaiy intercourse
between different sections of the Union. It
is cogently urged that tl:e Indian Territory
forms an impassable barrier to tho tree com-
mercial relations ot wealthy and thickly-se- t

tled States: furnishes a convenient harbor lor
murderers, horse and cattle thieves, and
other classes of criminals, rendering both life
and property on. the border unsate and inse
cure. 1 be land, to bo settled is not occupied
nor claimed by the tribes; the rights ot no In-

dian are to bo invaded or infringed. The
free development of the industries, and tho
commercial prosperity of the piolo of the
west demand that at least the government
lands should be open to settlement, ami that
the right of way tor railroads and highways
be guaranteed to the west through all por-
tions of the Territory. The crisis has about
arrived when tho executive power will have
either to concentrate an overpowering force'
on the frontier or yield, as in the case of the
Black Hills, to the overpowering public de-

mand. The concentration of the invaders
is going on at several points along the south
line of this State. At Wichita there is
a thoroughly organized corps of from
one to two thousand persons, equip-
ped and ready tor rapid transit across
the border. They have all tho appliances
for immediate settlement, and lor a prompt
occupancy of the land and the cultivation of
the soil. Material for the immediate erection
of schoolhousc-- and churches; and tor build-
ings for public purposes, will be taken ang.
A town company is organized, and the loca-

tion haa already been selected. The material
for a printing ofllce is reported to be already
in the Territory, and a weekly paper will be
issued from the date of the arrival of the
colony at their destination."

Tompkins was shown tha result of
the examination by the experts, which
brought bun in debt to the amount of one
thousand three hundred and seven dollars.

Soon atter
Frank called at the country store of David
B:rns, only about forty rods lrom the place
of the tracredv. and called for Frank Barns,
wh3 came to the door, and young UilliDt- -
ham said: I have ehot Aunt bar ah. tie.

s immediately taken into custody by per
sons in and about the ttore, who took him 'O
D.iiinghain a bouse. Upon entering a fear
i ul spectacle met the gaze. Mis. Dillinghar-- i

was lying on tne noar in tne front room on
her back, with several garments thrown over
her head and body, and upon examination
they, found a rooe drawn tightly around ber
neck, her clothiug was disarranged and her
fuce purple lrom eevere cbosing, produced by
tbo rape. A imllet wound was discovered at
the base ot the skull, the bullet having
passed through the brain. Physicians were
immediately summoned, who pronounced the
case fatal, and death momentarily expected
Frank says he was cleaning his revolver,
which was accidentally discharged, bat does
not attempt to account tor the rope around
bis aunt s neck or tor the disordered condi
tion of her uucicxclothing. He says he
went into the woods back of the house and
tried to shoot himself with the same revol
ver, but failed through lack of courage cr
some other cause, though an ugly bullet hole
was made in bis lorehead, the ball penetrat-
ing the skull. Mrs. Dillingham, the victim
of the terrible affair, was a comely, modest-a- p

pearing young woman, and very highly
respected. The conclusion can hardly be
avoided teat tne unfortunate woman was
ravished either before or atter the shooting
and choking, and that her aRsailant, then
seeing the tearful crime he had committed,
hastily fastened the door, pulled town the
curtain and retired to the forest in rear of the
house with the intention ot ending his miser
able existence. His wound is not thought to
be fatal.
