when the eldest son, with a dozen sisters, in-

herited all his father's lands; when there
was no redresi for seduction except the
amount claimed by tbe father for the loss of
his daughter's services. During the present
century a woman's personality during mar-
riage was suspended, incorporated in that of

her hoxband, and, except to punish her
for crime, the law scarcely recogniied her
existence. The husband was entitled to
the profits of ber land, and if he had
children, acquired thereby a life interest
in the whole after her death, while she,
in any event, had but a dower interest
in one-thir- d of his. : All her personal prop-
erty became her husband's, and any subse
quently given, bequeathed to or earned by
her went immediately to him. She could
make no will, as she possessed nothing.
And though her husband received from her
hands a princely fortune he was not obliged
by law to furnish her in turn with anything
but necessaries, and could by will leave the
entire.fortune she brought him to a stranger;
or if he died without a will and without
children by her she received back but a
moeity; the other half of what had been her
own personal property the law distributed
amon her husband's next of kin. But
the frosts of antiquity benumbed with
out freezing the. outsrushings of fe
male intellect. One by one of these
old feudal laws have been swept
away But woman is still made to suffer
injustice and wrong. There must be no re'
trogressien. The mother who moulds the
character of her children should bo more
prominent in moulding public opinion.

IIUISlSEati PROSPECT!, TBAN8
POKTATION AMD HBff TBADI.
That in matters of business we have hap

pily got out of the "slough of despond" into
which 1373 so unfortunately cast us, we are
all glad to know, but it may not be uninter
esting to glance at some details of the posi
tion of things; and this we are able to do by
aid of particulars given by the New York
Bulletin, which paper has been seeking spe-

cial information on this point. First comes
the wonderful activity that prevails among
all linos of transportation, in evory direction,
by coast and inland; the railways and water
ways are crowded with freight; the west
bound traffic, for instance, from New York,
has increased frjtn thirty-fiv- e to fifty per cent
in the last twelve months. The absence of
snow blockades during the winter has hap
pily freed commerce, from those obstacles to
business. The coastwise steamships, bow- -
ever, nave bad a smaller proportionate in
crease than land carriage. Steamer lines
from Texas and some of the southern ports,
owing partly to the falling off in the Louisi
ana sugar production, and a decrease of the
cotton crop in districts of lexas
Railroad competition is the principal
other ciuse. In the west-boun- d busi
nesa, the increase is very great, as
the merchants have generally bought earlier
and heavier than last year. The east-boun- d

traffic, putting grain aside, has also been
very great. The Hudson river trade has also
been very lively. The farmers of Texas and
the south appear to ba well off, with gcod
prices for their cotton and other produce,
The dry goods trade has opened most encour
agingly, and the spring trade promises ex
tremely well; in cotton goods the movement
is large, with a good demand for prints, and
the mills, running their full force, have been
unable to keep up with the demand. Prices
unv mntcttdn ftllaMiuod inr all tuUln fl
rics, from the great demand and the advance
in raw material. The jobbing trade has been
so active that some of the leading firms have
from fifty to a hundred 'per cent, more busi
ness than at the same time last year, and
payments are promptly made. In hardware
there is a lull, and the heaviness of business
has caused some accumulation of stocks
higher prices have some share in this, with-
out doubt. When the resumption of trans
portation has lightened the cost, a favorable
change may be expected. Woolen goods have
been rather quiet, but the future is looked to
with confidence; still, a better demand is
needed. Ia raw cotton it is anticipated that the
requirements of Bpinners and exporters will
be ample for the large stock. Groceries are
in a hopeful but cot sanguine condition. At-

tempts to stimulate the sale for merchan
dise have proved failures; about coffee, es
pecially, dealers speak cautiously respecting
the spring trade. What transportation
charges may be will have much to do with
the more or less prosperity of the grocery
trade, but at all events there ia no reason for
expectations of falling below the average.
The lookout of iron is variously estimated;
there is, however, an abundant outlet for
stock and good prices will be maintained,
though there will likely ba some falling off
from the very high prices that have been
reached. Large imports of iron are accumu
lating at some points and may affect the
price of American. Manufactured iron prom-
ises to have an extensive consumption. In
hidos and leather hemlock sales are four
cents a pound lower than in December.
Boots and shoes are doing favorably, and
tbe probability of a good export demand gives
satisfactory promise to the tanners. The in-

fluence of tne railroads upon trade is stimula-
ting the country to demand legislative pro-

tection against unjust charges and restric-

tions. The board of trade and transportation
in New York is sending out circulars in
which they say if it becomes necessary for

the protection of the publio interest in this
question, they pledge themselves to disre-
gard party ties and vote against all candi-

dates of whatever party except those who
engage to favor the publio welfare in this
respect. There is a marked increase ia the
shipments of live stock and fresh meat; ves-

sels are leaving New Yotk laden to their toll
capacity. The shipments there during the
week ending Saturday, March 6tb, included
the following: By the Germanteus, 120 tons
of fresh meat, 103 head of cattle; by the
Helvetia, 55 tons of fresh meat, 49 head of
cattle; by tho Ethiopia, 49 head of cattle,
2070 quarters of beef, 550 carcasses of sheep;
by the Montana, 200 tons of fresh meat; by

the Erin, 24(1 head of cattle, 300 sheep, 150
pigs, 338 quarters of beef; by the Holland,
440 head ot cattle, 350 sheep, 160 pigs, 102

tons fresh meat; by the Gloucester, 78 head
of cattle; by the City of Montreal, 41 tons of
fresh meat; by, the California, J 25 head of
cattle, 300 carcasses of sheep, 87 tons of fresh
beef. All these were for Great Britain,
making a total of -- 1221 head of cattle, C50

sheep, 800 pips. 850 carcasses of sheep, and
485 tons and 2403 quarters of fresh beef, be-

side bacon, cheese, flour, oatmeal, salted beef
and pork; also oysters, butter, apples and
canned beef. This enumeration will give an
idea of the extent to which the new business
of exporting fresh meats is advancing.

"In the floating impressions which
make up th popular conception of the man,
Machiavelli's name is still synonymous with
a Binister duplicity, while tbose who have
climbed the hill of learning high enoug'u to
read Macaulay's essay, rather pique them-
selves on rejecting the current opinions, and
see in the vilipended Florentine a well-meani-

public servant who, by way of irony
and satire, composed a clever tour de force.
It turns out that the common notion, trans-
mitted as it is from the instinctive repulsion
ot Machiavelli's fellow-citizen- s, is correct
after all. We know more about the man,
and a great deal more about the times, than
could be easily ascertained when Macaulay
propounded his ingenious paradox. It is
safe to say that tho bulk of documentary evi-

dence and the whole upparatas of elucidation
bearing on the Italian renaissance have
been multiplied a hundred fold within the
past thirty years, Burckhardt's book alone,
for instance, contains uiore information
than could have been gle.ined by the
mopt painstaking English student of the
last generation, and the world of other orig-
inal investigators in the same field almost re-

quiring a catalogue. Each has had some-thin- ar

to say about Machmvelli, either in de-

liberate judgment or in cursory allusion, and
a substantial unanimity has characterized
their verdict. Machiavelli was indeed a bad
man, not because his lite was vicious, but be-

cause he recognized no duty, and no beauty
in virtue. lie was detestable, not so much
for anything he did, bt for what he pro-
nounced it right to do. In his practice he
moved rather above than below the normal
level of his age, but he fully shared its prin-
ciples; and, because he did not hesitate to
formulate them scientifically, the sins of an
epoch are not unreasonably associated with
his name. Even his fellow burghers at Flor-
ence, who could hardly have been shocked by
any concrete instance of depravity, were
stung to indignation by the flagrant purport
of his doctrines. Tbe men ot the renaissance
beheld, so to speak, ther own faces in a mir-
ror, and they recoiled wtta loathing. The
church had made a Borgia pope that fact
it could not efface, but it could testify to tbe
poignancy of its and its abhor-

Jacques Hern.
"Jacques Herz," says the Revue et Gazette

Musicate de Paris, of the first ultimo, "who,
three days since, might be termed tbe Nestor
of living pianists, has just died at Nice. Ten
years older than his brother Henri. Jacques
Simon Herz wtfB born on December 31, 1(94,
at Frankfort He came when
yery young to Paris, and it was in the con-
servatory here that he studied mjsic. Ha
learned the piano of Pradher, and in 1812
carried oil' the first prize for that instrument.
His, powers of execution were highly appre-
ciated during the early part of his career, but
it was not long ere he ceased playing in pub-
lic and devoted himself to tuition. He gave
lessons a'most to the end of his life, and
formed a large number of pupils, of whom
several have done himgreat honor. With
the exception of a few years spent in England,
Jacques Hers scarcely ever left Paris. In
1857 he was temporarily substituted for his
brother as professor at the conservatory. His
compositions are rather numerous. Among
them may be mentioned two sonatas, one for
piano and horn or violoncello, and tbe other
for piano and violin; a quintet for piano and
stringed instruments; a 'rondo brilliant;'
pieces in various styles for piano (some for
two and some for four hands). The funeral
service was performed Sunday, in the

EXPOSITION.

These verses are the conclusion of our
Lord's sermon on the mount, and are a prac
tical application of the whole discourse. 1 ne
passage consists of three parts and famishes
us with an admonition, a warning and the
application. w

1. The admonition. This is contained in
Terses 15-1- 9. False teachers have not been
wanting in any age of the world, since the
time of the first temptation, when tbe father
of lies said unto our first parents: "Ye shall
not surely die. For God doth know that in
the day ye eat thereot, men your eyes snail
bs opened and ye shall be as geds, knowing
good and evil. ibe devil was the hrst, ana
is the greatest, subtlest, most malignant and
success! ul ot tame teachers. He has a muiti
tude of assistant teachers, and they abound
in every age. Moses taught the people that
they should not hearken unto tbe words ot a
prophet, or a dreamer ot dreams, that would
turn them awav irom mo Lord, their uoa. in
Jeremiah's day there were many false
DroDhets. ''Tnus saith the Lord o! hosts,
hearken cot unto tbe words ot the
prophets that prophesy unto you; they
make von vain: they speatc a vision
of their own heart, and not out of the mouth
of the Liord. ihey abounded in Uhriet s cay.
He speaks of them as blind guides, and de
clares if the blind lead the blind both will fall
into the ditch. Then understood they how
that he bade them not beware of the leaven
of bread, but of the doctrine of the Pharisees
and the Sadduceea. But it was afterj his
death that falsa prophets and false Messiahs
should be most numerous. And Jesus said:

Take heed that no man deceive you. i or
miav shall come in my came, saying 'I am
Christ,' and shall deceive many. And many
false prophets shall rise, and shall deceive
many. For there shall arise false CUrists and
false prophets, and shall show great signs
and wonders; insomuch that if it were possi
ble tbey shall deceive tbe very elect. Mow
the false teachers continued to trouble the
church in the days of the apostles, may be
seen from the following passages: Rom. xvi,
17-1- 8, "iSowl beseech you, brethren, mark
them which cause divisions and effenaes con-
trary to the doctrine which ye have learned,
and avoid. For they that are suc'a serve not
our Lord Jesus Christ, but their own bely;
and by good words apd fair speeches deceive
the hearts of the simple." - A graphic picture
ot the false teacher is given us by Paul in bis
first epistle to Timothy. Having fully instruct-
ed Timothy in the truths and doctrines of
Christ, be say?, "These things teach and exhor!'.
If any man teach otherwise, and coneent not
to wholes-HO- words, even tbd wordi of our
Lord Jesus'Clirist, aud the Goctriue which is
according to god iuees, he ia prjud, knowing
nothing, but doting about q.ieaions and
strifes of words, whereof conieih every s.r:te,
railing", evil surmisings, perverse Oispntings
of men of corrupt mir.ds, ai. i destitute ot
tne trutb, supposing tbat gain m godliness:
from such withdraw thyself." From ail this
we see how criut is tbe dangT of t.tlse
teachers, and bow needful it was that Christ,
who had i ist gTven the oly tiue and authori
tative exposition of the divine law, should
admonisu his disciples, awd ail who should
ever be his disciples, to beware cf false
touchers. They come iu every imaginable
guise. They put on the garb of innocence,
but tbey have some sinister motive; they
8?eai aud would pernde the people that they
are as harmless as a lamb, but they are as
vorficious as the wolf. Filthy lucre is what
tbey are aiter. If they can fill their own
pockets, tht-- y care not what becomes of their
victims, lrutu, morality aud the good order
of sjciety are nothing to them, provided they
can make gam of tjie credulous i hose led
Koonj vy Them, With disappointed ,ipra,
crushed hearts and ruined fortunes, aiaaban
doned and left to plod their way back into
t.io path ot trutb and Batety as best tbey
tnay. Such are the fruiis of false teachers.
All teaching that does not tend to improve, i
e., to purify, expand aad strengthen the char
acter ot tbe individual, the family and so
ciety, is not of God, but is of tha devil
"Wherefore, by their fruits ye shall know
thpm."

2. Having thus admonished his disciples to
beware and not be led astray by false proph
eta, be warns them not to deceive themselves.
Not every one tbat saith unto me Lord, L?rd,
shall enter iuto tho kingdom of heaven; but
he that doeth the will of my Father, which is
in heaven, lou profess to be my disciples;
you reject ail talse teachers; you regard me
alone as your Lord aud Master; you areortno
dox in your creed; you are regular in your
attendance upon divine worship. You may
be unfailing in your daily prayers. All these
thines arc good aud useful, when used right,
but it does not follow that all who practice
them f.re trus disciples. 1 he essential ele
meet o': the kicgdom of heaven is righteous
ness, and it can ba entered only by doicg
rigLteousness. T'as merely Eaying LDrd, Lord,
does not quality any one lor adrausion. Do-
leg the will of God from the heart, not by
constraint, bat with the spirit ol loving one
dience, this is the golden key that unlocks the
door ot tbe kingdom. Const declares that
many of his professed disciples will be wilful-
ly disappointed in the day of judgment. They
will still call him Lord, and will plead that
tbey have taught ia his came and doue
many worderful works. This he does not
deny. But still he will ba constrained to say
unto them: I never koewyou; depart from
me, ye that work iniquity. Now from this
it is clear that there maybe an outwaid
working that is not of God a buy doing in
the name of Christ, when there is no harmo-
ny of spiri!, no real acquaintance with Christ.
What a dread! ul revelation that will be to
the professed follower of Christ. "1 never
knew youj I never perceived in you any real
sorrow for sin, any genuine repentance; I
never perceived in you any humility of
spirit, any unfeigned love of God. All yoir
wonderful works were prompted by persoutl
considerations and worldly motive?, and not
from true loye to me, or my cause, or my s."

To do the will of God we must
know and accept Christ aright. The mere
outward profession of the gospel amounts to
nothing. There must be an inner life a
soul in harmony with him, who came from
heaven to do his Father's will by laying down
his lite for sinners. But if there be this inner
life, this spirit in harmony with th9

spirit ot Christ, it will manifest itself
in works of beneficence and kindness. To
feed the hungry, clothe the naked, entertain
the stranger, visit the sick and those in pri-
son, not to obtain a reward but from tbe love
of doing good, is an evidence of true disci-pleshi- p.

"Inasmuch as ye have-don- it unto
oae of the least of these my disciples, ye have
done it unto me."

3. The whole sermon is then closed by
the striking simile of tbe houses built on the
rock and on the sand. Therefore, whoso-
ever heareth these sayings of mine, and do-
eth them, I will liken him unto the wise man
which built his house upon a rock. Having
such a good fouudat ou it stood firm amtddt
the doFoendicg t&ihV, the ragiog fliodd and
tbe benting winds. So the man who has
heard Chrifcl.'a sayings aud received them iuto
bis heart, and strives every day to put tiiein
tnt.o practice, is bu'lding himself a character
that will st nd firm amid the storms and
tempests ot lite, aad ttali regain firm and
uuehiitien in tbtt r at day w-- ea fas secrets
of all htirls shall Le icveulcd. But he who
kcows tbi se sayings of Christ and do them
not, will have no better foundation than he
who built his ucuo upon the sand. The
ram alcntf would have utea enough to under-
mine it. Bus with the turging Hoods and
Iho beating windj its lijin was overwhelm-
ing. Bach will be the late of him whose
lita is not in harmony with tho teaching of
Christ. "O. her foundation can no many lay
tnan that 14 laid which is Jesus Christ."

PRACTICAL LESSONS.

need. As for the spoken voice, that of daily
occurrence the natural voice, in short the
definition of it by style seems to me to be less
easy. One can hardly proceed, except by
analogy; in any case there is no allusion pos-
sible, for practice terms are wanting; it is a
physiological world unexplored Dy physiolo-
gists. Indeed, if I had tor reproduce by
means of words the voice of my mother,
which I can hear at this moment, although
she has been dead more than twenty years, I
should hardly know how to Bet to work, it
is a curious literary problem.' Man dies en-
tirely, but what dies most entirely is the
voice. We know, or at least image, what
becomes, of the rest; but what becomes ot the
voioe ? What of it remains ? Nothing could
restore the memory of tbe human voice to
those who have forgotten it; nothing can
give an idea of it to tbose who have not
heard it. It is an implacable annihilation.
The cry of a bird lost in the woods can be
found again; a broken Stradivarius can be

e; but the sound peculiar to a certain
larynx is loet forever. And not only is that
sound lost forever, but the human memory,
the mirror of time and of things retains no
reflection of it. The voice comes from
the soul, it has been said. That is, perhaps,
the reason of its 'complete disappearance
from the world wheie everybody leaves only
dust. The voice is the incarnation of the
soul, its evident sensual manifestation. Why
should not the voice be as sure an indication
of the speaking being as the bumps on his
skull or the lines of his hands? It denotes
the type as clearly as the species; it betrays
the instincts and the thoughts; it gives the
tone of the soul. There is a whole science
there dormant for Desbassolle, and I am as-

tonished that ha does not take it up. Be
sides, in following it no. he would make dis
coveries that no one thinks about, and would
give, in exactly those uninvented words, that
lexicon that you are asking for, by means of
which we should be able to snatch trom the
night of time tbe memory of fine human
voices and dispute their immorality, juBt as
has been done for the bodies, the visages, the
attitudes and gestures of celebrated women,

Washington special to the New York
World: ' Cantain E?ds read a Daoer in ad'
vocacv of his plan of a ship-railwa- y. He
claimed tbat a substantial and durable ehip'
railway can be built for half the cost ot a
canal with lecks, and for one-fourt- h tbat of a
canal at tide-leve- l, in one third or one-fourt- h

of the time needed for the construction of a
canal; and that, when built, ships of the
maximum tonniige can be moved with
safety, at four or five times greater
speed than iu a canal; that a greater
number ot vessels per day can be trans
ported by the railway than can possibly be
transported by the canal; that the capacity
of a ship railway can be easily increased to
meet the demands of commerce; that the
cost of maintenance would be much less than
that of a canal, and tbat a railway can be
constructed and operated in places where it
is not practicable to construct a canal. He
explained bis plain Dy means oi arawings
which showed a pit three thousana ieet long,
in which the railway should ba led into the
harbor to the depth of thirty feet, ascending
to drv land at a grade rf one foot in one hun
dred. The ship is to be fitted into a cradle
and kept in place by blocks six or ten feet
apart. The railway is to consist of twelve
rails of the ordinary width, the wheels under
the cradle to be at three teet instance
from each other and to bear a pressure
of five tons, the average pressure on the
driving-whee- ls of freight locomotives being
six and a halt' tons while at rest. This five
tons of pressure on the driving-wheel- s is to
be the maximum pressure. Ordinarily it
wouid not be more than three or four tons,
but the wheels could be made to stand a
pressure of twenty tons. The possibility ot
derailment, he ssuS, was reduced by the num-
ber of rails and by the great weight ot the
ship itself; so that it would be impossible to
get a Ehip ofi the rails. An increase of traffic
could be easily provided tor Dy the laying ot
additional tracks, and tbe great number of
wheels and rails would se equalize oscillation
that at a speed of twelve miles an hour there
would be scarcely a sign of motion in a glass
of water on a table in the ship's cabin. It
was remarked that in the drawing of a ship
on the railway the locomotive bore the
significant name of 'James Monroe.' Being

by Mr. Conger whether a large vessel
ot middle ege would be liable to a strain, he
replied that any vessel that was built and
was fit to be passed by underwriters, and was
thought capable of withstanding the gales
and hurricanes of the Atlantic end Pacific
ccsaiis, was capable of being carried on this
railway with absolute sifety indeed, with
as much safety as a child in its mother's
arxs.

Some of the female models when
first commencing tbeir career wear masks,
which they soon leave off, however.
