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EDUCATION IN TEXAMN.

The subject of educalion ia the grandest
to which the newspaper can address itself,
Think of itx magnitude; fifteen million chil-
dren and two huondred and ffty thousand
tenchers, and an anouval expenditure of eigh-
ty-five millioa fdellars. The chief object
of the Stale should be to teach chiidren how
to becoms good citizane, and this can only be
done by education., The increase of free
schools prevents the increase of crime. Pau-
perism and crime are the natural products of
illiterncy. The statistics show that the igno-
rant, uneducated, fornish thirty times their
proportionats share of psupers and ten times
their share of criminals, Illiteracy is prolific
of public Luordens, and contribates little or
nothing to the public wealth. In view of
these facts the public will learn with pleasore
ol the school facilitiesof Texan. Hon. O. N,
Hollingesworth, secrotary of the board of eda-
cation of Texus, delivered recently a lecture
in St. Louis on the subject ¢f education, in
which ke showed (hat pubhe education in
coeval with the birth of the republic and
the establishment of the State, for in
the declaration of irderendence in
1838 owna of the canssm assigned
which impelled them to the course was the
failure of the Mexican govirnment to make
suitable provision for fres education. After
bricfly marrating Lhe successive acts adopted
for fostering the common school interests, he
said that under ths constitution of 1576, and
the laws passed in pursaaoce Lheeeof, ope-
half of the unappropriated public domain was
sst apart for the permanent endowment of
puablic schools, and one million acres reserved
for the establishment and maintenance of a
State umversity and a college or branch uni-
versity for the bepefit of the colored popula-
tion—thus wsecaring for this fond 1,221,400
ncres of land, 210,908 of which are locatad in
the populous countiea of Grsyson, Fannis,
Collin, Cooke, Hunt, Lamar, M'Lonnon,
Shackelford and Callaban, comprising some
of the richest and most lertile lande in the
State. Jhe remaioing one million acres
havo recently been located in Tom Green
county, unsorpassed for grazing [faaili-
ties. As o result of this wise policy,
Texas points with pride fo ber common free
school domain of 17,712 scres to each
county, ander the exclusive coutrol of the
county echool muthorities; to 1,221,400 acres
for the erection and endowment of a State
university; to 3,500,000 aa a permanent in-
terest cash fond to-duy in {her treasury; (o
407,900 sores for the support of her lunalic
asylom snd maintesnncs of her institutions
for the blind nod the dumb; to 50,000,000
acrea as & permanent basis for the support of
her common {ree schools; s0 that each
ganized county in the BState—one bundred
and sixty in nomber—holds in fee simple
landa ¢qual in territory to one-fitieth part of
the territory of Rhode Island, Her univer-
sity Inods equal the territory of Delaware,
while th# common sehool lands held in trost
compriss a territory larger by six million
acres than all the New Eogland States com-
bined, and an aggregation of all the school
and nsylum lands embraces an area larger
than osa-third of the whele Germnn em-
pire. The lecturer them gave a rapd
sketoh of the distinguishing features of
the new school luw now In force. Imstead
of the old district eystem, the school
communilies are organized by the volun-
tary action upon the part of paresls with-
out relerence to territorial limita or bounda-
ries. Thisa secures lo pareots the greatest
latitude in determining what school they will
patroniza. Teachers nre classiied into
three grades—ficst, second and third, with a
corresponding salary of §60, $40 and $25 per
month. The lawiul srchool age mclades all
childron between the ages of eight and four-
teen years. He stated that from 1572 to
18850 Texun expended vpon her public schools
$7.000 000, and duoring tbat period 1,500,000
ebildren bhave been enrolled i ber public free
schools, and the avernge school term bas
been about four mooths. Thus, wilh the
donation of 540,000,000 acres of land, worlh
to-day nt least §540 000,000, as a dowery to
the children of Lhe Stute for education, does
it sostuin, bhe woald aek, the foul enlomny
that the people of Texas ard barbarians and
opposed Lo public enlightenment and public
virtue? The information fornished by Mr.
Hollingworth's lecture affords another evi-
dence of the lature greatoess of Texas, These
edacutionn] fucilities will invite emugration
pnd formish a basis of endaring and solid
prosperily. liliteracy s the cancer ealing to
the vituls and corrupting and consuming the
life-blood of the States, but we are rejoiced to
pee that Texas is in a condition Lo eradicate
this ulcee. Bho is destined to lead the van in

I'be sharp desire for goods that camo this
year, ufler a period of dullness und inactivity,
will no longer exist, The market will be o
its regular normal condition il affirs go well
in the trading countries, and prices will have
n sottled steadiness very different to the
eager biddings for cotton !nst fall, 1T upon
a regular, settled, steady market an unusu-
ally lmrge cotton crop 1 pn‘.'mplt.;ll-'d; if
instead of customers seeking for
ton, colton is weckmg lor customers,
what will be the consequence? We need
not desaribe whuat our readers know very
well, There is another poiot: The position
of Earops is very uncettain for peace. The
posaibility that war may brouk out nuy week
in conslantly in the minds of Kuropean man-
ufactorers and merchaots when making op
thair minds about future investments, This
can ba seen 10 Liverpool oircular respecting
the cotton market, and in other business
documents. AL proscul war in one of the ele-
menta of the falure which most be laken asa
posmibility in all busincus forecasting. France,
Geormany, Rossls, with Turkey breaking up
like & wreck ou the rocks, and inviting greed
and ambilion to belp themselves, what
may occur any week who can lell? Let a
grower take all b foroe lor colton planting,

A TALE OF WUE

From the Far-away Hills of Thrace—A
Barren [ Realm Where Countless
Thousands Mounrn—Terrible
Tale of Suffering of Mus-
sulman Emigrants,

Piteous Appeal from the French Consul-
ate at Adrianople — A Provionce

with Poor Crops and with
Twenty Thousand Starving
and Naked People,

Paris Journal des Debats: We are re-
quested to reproduce the following extiact
from a letier written by the wifeof the French
consal at Adrianople, describing in moving
terms the sad sitoation of a great number of
Mussulman emigrants, It 15 desired that
public charity should coms to the aid of the
French consulate, which will shortly be de-
prived of the means of nourishing and assish
ing thesa unfortunate people: .

‘*® %% Yon are not ignorant, monsiear,
that the Turco- Russinn wa: has resulted in
driving from their firesides, and reducing to
the most frightful destitation the thousands
of Mussulman who inhabit Bulgaria, east-
ern Roumelia and Trace. It is into this last
province the Tarks are now coming in s-arch
of an asylom from the terstories rendered
automonous by the treaty of Berlin. Impov-
erished by the ravages of tke enemy, Thrace
has also suffered from two soccessively bad
harvests. These unbappy refugees capnot
bope tv obtain any relief irom their compat-
riots, or from the Ottoman sathorities, whose
resources were long since exhapsted. The
consulate of France, at M‘iuc;p . reguived,
at the beginping of the year, from the gov-
ernment of the republic, which bad been
touched by the report of the widespread
snfgn& the sum cnfi %wm&ounpic} fr::l_cla,

i cm farsizhing »
:’welm hundred rah%:{ of bread
needy among the Mussalman refugees. These
miserably poor people exceed, in Lhe single
city of Aarianople, the number of twenty
thousand, acd amopg them thers are more
than six thousand whe have absolutely noth-
ing to eat or wear. Each morming at the
consulate we are wilnesses of ecenes the most
beartreading. At daybreak a dease crowd,
composed of many thossand women, old men
and paked children, ghastly pale and emaci-
ated, obstructs the street of the conmsulate.
When the distribution begins, this famushing
army precipitates itself with the fory of de-
spair toward the door, where they expect to
find the breéad of afe, A great number of
tiiese unfortunates, having taken mo food for
three or four aays feeble and emaciated, are
trampled under foot and murdered by those
who yet retain & greater vigor. When the
distribution is terminated, and the twelve
thonsand privileged ones bave received their
rations and loaded with benedictions the
great French nation that has pitied their dis-
tress, we hear tke groanings, the sobbings
and the cries of desolation from the thou-
sands of unhsppy and despairing ones
whose kopes have Dbeen destroyed,
and, filled with rofound anguisn,
we eannot suppress the thought that many of
these will perhaps die in a few hours for want
of a little morsel of bread. It also makes us
sad to thiok that ina few days our means will
be exhausted, and if we are obliged to sus-
pend distribotions ouor exertions will have
aided only in prelonging for a few days the
agonies of these unhappy people whom we
wonld save, A few thousand francs will en-
able us to continae our distribotioes to the
moment when the temperature, growing less
rigorous, will diminish, in a cerlain measure,
the tortures of the refugees.

Boler killed
Frank Raed, a white man, in 1876. Macon
and Brown confessed, claiming whirky to
have been the canse, while Boler claimed
that be was jostified in the act, Abont eight
thousand persons wers presapf., All three
asserted their nssurance of heavea.

The Story of the Crimes.
FRANE REED'S MURDER,

The ewiderce which convicted Samuel
Boler of the murder of Frank Reed was
purely circumstantial. The murdered man
was a mative of Missismppl, having been
raised in Lowndes, the adjoining couuly on
the north. For several yeara he bad been a
depaty skeriff in and abont Columbus. In
1574 he arrested a riotous mob of negroes at
Artesin. 1o 1875 he began plaoting near
Macon with Samuel Boler, atenant. Ona
settlement with the cvop Boler was Raed's
debtor for a considerable amouant and would
maks po promises of an early settlement.
It has been said that atthe time Reed threat-
ened to kili Boler 1f he did not pay him what
was due. At all events ill feeling was en-
gendered between the two. Oa the day of
the killng Reed swore out a writ of seizaie
on some effects of Boler, and, in company
with a Mr. F. H. Dantzler, repaired to the
house of Baler Lo execute it. They were
both armed with guns and whisky., Arriv-
iog at Boler's house, no one was found
except Boler's wife, on whom Lhe wril was

They at thiz time removed a load of
After sapper they went for another
. Reed and Dantzler wera walkiag to-
her, the wagon following behind, Haed
bad a gun; Dantzler a pistol. The two had
passad Boler's cabin sboot thirty yards, when
they were fired upon from within Baler's
houss, Reed fell a lifvless corpse.  Danlizler
toroed in time to see the flash and from
whence it came, and returned the fire; bat the
darknesa prevented him from taking careful
aim, and the assussin escaped for the time
being. Circomstances strongly pointed fo
Boler, who hud H2d the couunty. e slole a
canoe, aud, with his wife, Hoated down the
Tombigbes river, and after an all night's
flight, moored the craft onm the Alabama
shore. Boler remaived undisturbed until
last Janoary. When he was errestad for the
murder of Reed, he feigued ignorance of ‘the
uffair, and denied ever baving lived at Ma-
con; when brought face to face with his
former mneighbors and kindred, he denied
them sll. He was at once placed on tnial,
convicted and sentenced to be banged. Your
correspondent recently interviewed Boler at
thie county jail, and eliated from him the fol-
lowing statemept: **I am thirty years of age;
was raised by Colonel Joe Harvey, in Lowndes
county, Miusissippi; sm a member of the
Methodist chorch; if I killed Mr, Reed, I
don’t know it; I had cropped with him; in the
settiement he brought me in debt; he had
been ill to me; had often threatened my hife;
told me on the day of the killing that he
woulid kill me that night; 1 felt that my hfa
wis in danger. The night Mr. Heed was
shot | heard him apd Mr. Danizier in my
chimney-corner; 1 koew Lhey were going to
kill me, and | ran cut of my boose; as I di
#0, two shols were fired at me; | ran about
filty yarde, and turpaed and fired; it was very
dark; I did not see either of the parties when
[ fired; 1oy shot may bave ““doue the work;"
if it did I have no regeets; 1 felt that death
waa to be my portion, and 1 oaly got a smail
lease of lite by bis death; i don't think that
I onght to bang for 1t; 1f they do hang ma |
want it done outside the jul-yard, where |
can see my fneods and they me, thereby to
tuke warning; God 8 my redeemer, and
when [ dies [se gwine night bome to glory;

The two men were convicted ¢n the
evidence of the wife of Drown, who testified
that she overheard her brother and bhuosbund
plotting to kill ber father. Both left ber room
with their guns, Her hosband changed his
shoes to prevest the identification of his
tracks. After the killing ber hosband re-
tarned to the houss and entered her room
throngh the window, followed by Andrew.
She said her husband then threatened to kill
ber if she did not swear secresy. Ha told her
several times during the night that if she told
it or spoke to bim of it in the presence of
others, he would kill her. At the trial An-
drew confessed to baviog killed his father,
giving as his reason that the old man was
too hard on him. He demed that Brown had
any band in the affair, but the jury thought
othzrwise, and so convicted both.

SBundry Neck-Tie Sociables Eiscwhere,
HIS HEAD JERKED OFF.

Wasarwaton, April 2.—James Madi-
son Wpyatt Stone, a mulatio about thirty-
eix years of age, was hanged in the jail-yard
this afternoon for the murder of his wife, on
the night of Ooctober 5, 1878. The gallows
was twenty feet bigh, with a platform ten
feel square, and a drop of about five feet,
At ten wmioutes past oae o'clock the nooss
was pluced aronnd Stone's neck—the knot
nnder the left ear—{hke signal was given, and
the drop fell, The body fell to the ground,
and it was supposed that the head had
ehipped torough the nocse; but in an instant
the bead, which bad been entirely severed
from the body, fell from the novse about four
feet from the body. Blood spurted from the
body and bespattered the beams of the gal-
lows, but in two minotes all muscular action
bad ceased. The head was picked op by a
physician; the face appeared placid, and the
lips moved as if about fosaysomething.
Stone was in the office of the New York As-
sociated Press, as janitor, from 1372 until
1876, when he opened a restanrant.

A BETTER JOB.

Louvisvitie, April 2.—Robert Anderson,
white, for wife marder, and Charles Webster,
colored, for rape on a child, were bhanged in
the jail-yard this foremoon. Waebster m
tested that he was innocent with his
words. As the execution was private only a
fow perzons were present. men were
dead in o few minutes after the trap was
sprung.

THRILLING EPISODE AT THE EXECUTION OF
TATRO.

Wispsor, Vr., April 2 —Edward Tatro
was hanged about two o'clock. Batler, the
busband of the woman murdered, was prea-
ent. Tatro said be was guilty of the crime,
but that Batler was to blame, and pointed to
bim as he spoke. - His neck was not broken.
When the sheriff hud finished reading the
death warrant, he asked Tatro if he had any-
thing to say. The boy answered, *‘Yes, sir;”
rose deliberately from the chair, and, ste
ping boldly to the front of the gallows, said:
“‘Gentlemen, I stand here guilty of the muar-
der with which I am charged—the marder of
Mrs. Charles W, Batler.” Pontiog to Bat-
ler, who stood mear: *“I dome the deed
through bis own money. Batler took me to
work for him when | was & young boy. He
drank liquor himself and always kept it in
the house. Batler testified that be never got
drunk; that he was under the ipfiuence of
liquor most &ll the time. 1 feel very sorry
for you, Batler"—looking straight at him
pointing with both bhands—*‘lor your dead
wife, whom I cherished very moch. She was
a lovely woman, and I never had apy evil in-
tentions about her unmtil that night, and
1 dome 1t throogh drink and at
tae instigation of Mr. Batler,
who stands right there.”  Pointing
again to him, he smud: *““Oh, Mr. Batler, do
you remember what your mother said to you
when lying on the bed there? ‘Oh, Charlie,
after all 1 bhave said, I must dis leaving you
a drunkard!" Good-bye, Mr, Butler, good-
bye. Forgive me; 1 bope to meet youn
heaven. I hope you will all forgive me. 1
have nothing more to say, gentlemen. Oh,
Lord, I thank yoo that you bave heard my
prayer. 1 ask your forgiveness. Remember
and forgive me, for Jesus Christ’s sake, |
bhave pothing more to say. Good-bye, one
and all.” Both bands were then tied, and,
pointing his bound hands toward Batler, he
eried, “'Sae that, Mr. Batler.” By this time
Batler was covered with perspiration. Tatro
stepped back to the drop, his legs were pin-
ioned, and then, in extreme anguish, the boy
cried to God, asking repeatedly for
forgiveness and to be remembered: *'Ob,
Lord, forgive me! Ob, Lord, remember me!
Ob, Father of beaven!™ The black cap was
drawn over his face at two and a half migutes
past two o'clock, amid heartrending groans.
Sheriff Stimson smd: ‘“‘Edward Tatro, the
time bas come for the law to take its effact on
you, and may God bhave mercy on your
soul.” The boy dropped six feet, but his
neck was not broken and hbe struggled for
several minutes, and at the expiration of four-
teen minutes be was dead.
