W. Cole resigned the position of president of
the Nashville, Chattanooga and St. Lonis
railway, on the thirtieth of March, he made
np his mind to take at least a month's rest
before he engaged in any more enterprises.
Bat thip, he has already discovered, he will
be unable to do. fie is too practical a rail
road man to be allowed to remain even at
anything like ease any very great length of
time. He has already been asked to go to
Jackson that he may be consulted by promi-
nent citizens with reference t the construc-
tion of a railroad from that point to Nash-

ville. He remarked to-da- in a very
quiet, but significant manner, that the prop-

osition had made a very forcible impression
upon his mind, and he thought the project
entirely practicable, e had not examined
the map and traced it to any conclusions,
with reference to the railroad systems of the
83,ithf but, from his acquaintance "with rail-

road connections he was satisfied it would be
a scheme which, if once put on foot, wonld
grow to proportions tbat even it) most san-

guine friends would not now expect of it.
Such a line as proposed would not stop at
Nashville, bat would, as a most natural
consequence, go from JNasuville to Jloox- -

ville. Thus the line would run almost clear
across the State, connect with the Cincinnati
Southern, and the Xnoxville systems,
leading to Atlanta and to Notfolk, one of
the grandest habors on the eastern coast.
The question of the building of this road
once raised would, he thought, be taken up
by the Illinois Central, or rather the Chi
cago, St. Louis and New Orleans railroad, as
such a route would secure to it badness it
does not and could not otherwise control. It
would give to Chicago and St. Louis a big
advantage, because it would ttfford a short
route from most points to the southeastern
seaports. Colonel Cole bas been say-

ing to many of his friends tbat
if he went into any other railroad
enterprise he would not have to go away
from his home, at Nashville, to make his
quarters elsewhere. The building of this
road may not have been in his mind hereto
fore, but I cannot help but be forced to the
conclusion that he meant, by the above ex-

pressions, that he intended to aid any rail-
road enterprise that might point toward
Nashville, in whose interests he bas always
manilosted great warmth. At all events we
are again on tbe outer edge of another rail- -

conversation with him. Walker is a brown
negro, about thirty years of age, standing'
about five feet ten inches high, and of am

average uetrj expression ci countenance.
He told the usual story that he was going
straight to heaven but was not excited ia
the least; he was calm, collected and aa
clear-heade- d as any negro we have ever seen
in the every-da- y affairs ot life. We said:

They are going to hang you to-da- y, Joe."
Yes, sir," he replied, "but I did not kill

Jlojor Gray. I was with Webster Brown
when he killed him that Saturday night.
Webster Drown done the shooting, but I was
with him. I did not kill him." This is
about tbe substance of what he said. At
twelve o'clock noon precisely, Joseph Walker
was conducted by the cfiScers from the jail to
the scaffold. The throng was immense, but
Walker wis to ail appearance the most un
concerned ia the vast assemblage of people
as he passed through the crowd, a distance of
some three hundred feet. His arms were
pinioned before he left the jail. He ascended
the scaffold without any assistance and his
feet were tied together directly he got on tbe
drop. His request to speak to the crowd was
readily granted, and for fifteen minutes he
talked as calmly and cool as if he was in or-

dinary conversation, avowing his innocence
of doing the killing to the very last, and say-

ing at the close: "I die innocent of the
erime of killing Major Gray, but I die because

was with a man tbat shot and
killed him with his own gun. I forgive
everybody, and if there is anybody ia this
crowd that has anything to say against me
let him say it low before I go." Religious
services were held by tbe colored minister
on the scaffold, with tbe colored man, imme-
diately after the close of his speech. The
scene was icriiiiag lu the extreme, over
three thousand noeroes formed in a circle
arouad the scaSjld unitiu: ia the socg,
"Upon the cross the Savior died," Walker
earnestly but quietly joining in the hymn.

Amon. Thank God, that's so," arose from
every direction. The vast atsembiy swayed
to and fro with their intensity of feeling, but
Walker stood there upon the drop ta all ap
pearance unmoved, except that his lips kept
in motion as if he was muttering some
prayer, The religions ceremonies over,
it took some five minutes or more to adjust
tbe rope. The negro stood there calmly all
the time the rope was being placed around
his neck. The black cap having been drawn
over his face tbe trigger was sprung, and a
fail of over six feet sent him into the next
world without a struggle, at twenty minutes
to one. In six minutes his pulse ceased beat-
ing, in eight minutes his heart was silent.
and at one o'clock he was cut down, a dead
maa to all intents and purposes. The gen-

eral impression here is that Joe Walker did
not do the shooting , but according to his own
confession he wes aiding and abetting in the
act. This is the first hanging here in Provi-
dence since twenty-fiv- e years ago, and the
example will, we believe, do great good.
