THE AFFAIR IN THE SENATE.

WasameTon, April 9.—In the senate, be-
fore the expiration of the morning hour, Sen-
ator Logan submitted & reto'ation directing
the secretary of war to furnish (he seoate
with any facts that may be in his pcssiession
in reference to the recent mutiiation of one of
the cadets at West Point.

Aw official investiga-
tion of the ogtrage was known to be in pro-
gress, and the aepate would be able to get
the official re port wis:n it skould be mud -,
Sepator Logan modified hie resolution so
ns to request the President to tramsmit such
information 1n regard to the affair as, in his
judgment, would not be incompatible with
the public interest. In his remarks on the
resolution, Senator Logan said the reports
regarding 'he oculrage were most extraordi-
pary. He bad never heard of a moan com-
mitting such sn outrage on himself, and he
wanted the eenate lormished with the facts.
The resolution was supported by Seoalor
Voorhees, who eaid he was in favor of every
possible investigation of the administration
of the West Point mcademy. He regarded
those who kad graduated from that instito-
tion with wonder, as baviog surviwd =
regime of bratalily, inbumanity and oecivil
izzd cenduet. *'l bave known for years," he
conlinued, “of young men going there—npot
colored young men, but white young men—
who have be:n dnven away by a system of
cosduct cn tue part of students there so dis-
graceful, that I iatend to lend my aid, ham-
ble though it may be, on all cocasicne to
every k\ndL of 1oyegtigation; to swell
public dpidgo, 23 lar as 1 am able,
to assist 10 downg if, o homanive and civilise,
if not posubly to christian's: West Point,
That ought to be done, or the institation
ought to bs sbal shed.
