friendly relations. A better understanding
belween the sections is the best cure we can
possibly have for past differences, and sach
an upderstunding will bring about prosper-
ity." While Blaine, who mever-fired a gun
during the war, ia waving the bloody shirt in
the north, and trymg to fire the northern
heart with sectional batreds, Josiah Patter-
#on, & Confednrate cvlosal during the war,
was here in Memphis kukloxing U. 8. Oiaul
by delivering o spocch of welcome, in which
be sard: **Yon bebold from where you stood
oighteen years ago, amid the ocootest of
nrms, a peacefal people congregated from
every State in the Upion, each in the por-
st of his own happiness snd bent em
the prosperity of all. Here, on this battle-
sncred sovl, men who then met in the shock
of war now meet a fnendly intercourse, nod
nround their ircaidea recall the memories of
the groat conflict. The heroes who wore the
biue and the heroes who wore the gray are
embalmed together ‘in soog and story;’ and
the Aowers bloom as aweotly above the graves
of the one as they do above the graves of the
other. Wae are destined to bave a common
history, as well as a common country; the
historian who recorda the chivalry of M'Pher-
son will record the heroism of Jackson; and
on the page inWhich ‘Appomattox’ s writ-
ten be will weave into a chaplet of immor-
tality the names of Ulysses 5. Grant and
Robert K, Lo, 8ir, you are in the house of
your Inends. Traversing the continect from
the Pacific to the Atlantic; descending south
to the Kverglades of Florida, and ascending
the Mississippt from ita mounth to the spob
where you are now standing, you have been
overywhere greeled with a loyul welcome by
your counirymen, Sarely this is the fruition
of your ambition. No wonder, after circling
the globe in your travels, you point with
peide to the land of your birth. May your
Iite be spared, and may your illastrious ex-
naiplo Le potent for all time 1 promoting
Iraternily between the citisens of & common
eounlry and is prescrving the institutions of
tho repablic.”” What a stinging rebuke to
the “stalwuris™ is Colonel Patlerson’s patri-
Otic ulterancos, Jefforson Davis is not per-
mitted 1o muke an agricultoral sddress in
Lilnois, but the southern mon who contronted

General Grant in the shock of battls greet
bim with & cordial welcome, While Blaioe
and Sherman are laboring to perpetuate ihe
passions of a war in which they failed to
fight, the southern people are strewicg the
pathway of General Grant with flowers. The
conquered people of the south, in bestowing
hospitality npon their comqueror, are acto-
ated by the highest and loftiest patriotism, a
ssntiment of peace and of & common brother-
hood between the men who, baving fought,
are too brave to hate each other. The en-
thusissm and cordiality with which General
(Grant bas beea received on his march from
(3alveston to Lattle Rock reflects a spirit of

A PLEA FOE A TENNESSEE MANU-
FACTURE.

That Memphia reqaires the establishment
of manufactores is an indisputable requisite
to her attainiog that degree of prospenty of
which ber mndvantages of geographical posi-
tion make her capable, 18 well understood by
every intelligent citiz:n. Bat it ia not only
the city that would be benefited by introducing
manufactures, or extending them where they
are introduced; the whole State of Tennesses
would be more prosperous and advance with
more rapid strides, if a large iafusion of
manufactaring interests were added to hber
rich and varied nalura! and agricultural pro-
dactions, There is one manufacture which
has made some headway in the State, and
which fornishes employment to a ocopsides-
able number of Wworkmes—the manufacture
of whisky. This is a growing interest, and
if its success be unintertered with by vexa-
tious and obstructive legislation, it will be-
¢ome atan early period a very extensive and
profitable one, developing ia a large
degree the resources the State possesses, Un-
fortunately, whether from ignorance or from
wncorrect modes of apprehending the natare
and hmitations of the business in question,
the increase and the welfare of thoee con-
cerned in it are materially interlered with by
legislative provisions which, while not profit-
ing the reveonue in any important degree, and
mostly not at all, put difficulties in the way
of the business, uud add onnecessary embar-
rassments to ita pursait, so as to iolerfere in-
jariously with what, if the errors of the law
were correoted, would become a souree of in-
creasing weaith and enlarged prosperity to
the SBtate of Teonessee. In order that re-
dresa may be oblained and legislative errors
corrected, the subject has been brought un-
der the attention of congress, where a very
intelligent committes have examined the
questions involved with great indostry and
discrimination, hearing evidesce from men of
very oppeaite  viewa and examic~
ing every detail with UnWeaArying
impartially. The result is that the respected
chairman of the ways and means committe,
Mr. Carlisle, by a vote of eight to four, was
dirascted to introduce into the house a vill for
freeing the present legislation from existing
errors, and for giving business energies fair
play. There are three objects, especially, in-
ciladed in the bill that are of prime impor-
tapce to the manulacturers of spirits, The
first is an amendment providing how often
the fermenting tubs of sweet-mash and sour-
mash distilleries may be filled in a8 named
series of hours, Secondly—when barrels or
other packages of liquors are puf in bond
they are gaoged. While they lie there, as
required by act of congress—it may be one,
two or thres years—a heavy loss of the con-
tents of the packages arises from evapora-
tion, commonly reaching lo seven and a half
gallons on a forty-gallon barrel by the time
they are withdrawn f(rom bond. Although
sach is the case the taxis charged on the
pumber of gallons in the barrel when first
received in bond, the committee’s bill re-
quires, therefore, that the barrels shall be
sal el baad ! Bl of" 2.8 13 ok
owners. If a loss bas occurred resulting
from the enforced storage, the tax is to be
charged upon what 18 in the barrel, not
what was once there but is now away. This
provision is guarded by precaotions that
make the third matenial portion of the ll,
and they are resirictive, so as to namo the
limits of allowance for loss by evaporation,
oot wore than & certain nmount of loss being
allowed for within the duration of a cerlain
definite time. As important interests within
this State are concerned in these changes of
the law, which are to correct errors that ex-
perience has pointed out, it 1s a duty the rep-
resentatives of the State of Tennessee in con-
Kresa owe to constituents connected with 1n-
terests of greal value to the State, to give
their attention to this bill aud support it by
their efforts and their vofes, We call their
atteotion to the bill as one in which their
State bas an interest, and call upon them to
give il the nid its subservience (o an impor-
tant Teanesses interest reqoires.

A rapy physician of experience, writing

*The gentleman was interfering with the ex-
amination.and charges me with treatiog lum
uncivilly.” i -

Mr. 'lgowmend—l came here this morping
by direction of the secretary of war, from
wtom I recewved a telegram instructing m-
toe me. 1 haveonly just arrived and I
merely asked the privilege of a conference of
one moment with this gentleman, the re-
corder, .

Major Mordecai, president of the board,
said that there was a misunderstanding be
tween the gentlemen. The recorder sog-
geated that a rec~ss be had for conferenoe,
which was ordered. In a short time the
court resassembled, asd the cross-exumina-
tion of Post Sorgeon Alexaunder was re-
sumed.

(G.neral Behofield here enterad the room
and, recoguizing Mr. Townsend, the two
shook bands and left the building, returning
again shortly. Mr. Towpsend watched
closely all the testimony, asking the wit-
pesies many questions.

Mr. Townsend's examination of Alexander
ralerred in the main to the probable guantity
of biood Whittaker lost, the witness sayine
it was mboat one ounce and & balf, or foor
tablespoontnls, He did not think the aptura-
ing of the eyeball conld be corsidered asymp-
tom of shamming,

Cadet Burnett testified that his first reason
for snspectiog Whittaker was shamming was
thut he kept his eyeball turped pp, and that
rlsep coming alter the loss of an ounc= and a
hall wonld be & troabled, nervous slesp. It
would be inconsistent that a.man ehould
claim that be was hit on the head and tuce
if he kpew that alterward no mark would
show it. Whittaker told witness he had had
no difficalties recently and had always been
oumolested, He referred lo the cadets,

assistant pest surgeon, testified thot the
wound on Whittaker’s clipped ear will be a
permanent disfigunrement. Dr. Lippincott
made one stalement in his testimony which
Townsend deema bighly important, that
twelvelbours after Whittaker was found there
were plain indentores on his wrists and
ankles where he had been tied. Townsend
claims that this shows that he had been tied
very tightly and for a long time. Adjourned
till Thursday. I n

A TUSSEL WITH THE TURKS

May Grow out of a Little Cirenmstance
¥Which Lately ©@ccurred at Constan-
tinople, Wherein the Contul-
tieneral of the United States
Did his Whole Duly.

A Clash of Authority ont of Which
the American Representative Came
With Credit to Himsell and
Honor to his Ceuntry—

The Detalls,

Loxpox, April 14.—A lstter from Con-
stantinople, dated April 5th, gives the <ol-
lowing particulars of a conflict of jurisdic-
tion between the United States consul-gene-
ral aod the Oltomas authorities, growing
out of the arrest of an American citizen for
murder, an account of which waslelegraphed
on the tenth instant: *‘A case has come re-
cently before the Awmerican consul, in which
is involved a very imj o:tant question of in-
ternationsal right, and establishes a privileged
position for American cilizens. A treaty be-
tween the United States and Turkey stipu-
lates that any American citizen haviog com-
mitted a penal offense mast be delivered up to
the American coosulate for judgment. This
is mot the case with any other foreigners,
who, if charged with criminnl offenses
against an Ottoman subj=ct would be tried by
an Ottoman jodge, although hir case would
be watched by a dragomun of his consulafe.
A month ago an American citizen established
in business at Constanlisuple kiled an Otto-
man subject accidentally. He sorremderad
himself to the American consul after baving
remuained bidden a few days. Ia the mean-
time the Tarkish police seized everythiog in
his warehouss in Galata without having
asked the assistance of the Amercan drago-
man. The accused is am importer of arms,
and the minister of police torced a box of
arms open and appropriated several revolvers,
which example was followed by olber officials.
Consul-General Heap, who iz ais) charge d’
affairs, was informed of the charge
againet the Amencan after this act,
and on the day previcus to
b1z eurrender be complained to Sawasasha,
minister of foreign affairs, that the domicile
