It waa not a
pleasant publication to make, bat it was enr
duxy to make it, not only tbat we might Rive
it the prsmpt contradiction it deserved, but
tbat we might with the aatistance of oar
health authorities trace it to its soars e and so
prove to the public tbat then is no reliance
to be placed in any statempnts aa
to diseases of any kind, btt
those 0t officially emanate from
the ctty board of health. We have
traced the dispatch to its source, aad the re-

sult is a confirmation of the official denials of
Dr. Thornton and Dr. Mitchell. The follow-

ing dispatch from the secretary of the
National board of health, in answer to tbe
one we published yesterday. Sent to him by
Dr. Mitchell, is to this effect and oiiKbt to be
satisfactory to every doubling Thorns, and
ought to fortify the claims of oar authorities
to credibility in this regard :

family. By narrowing down to individuals
the effects of these rumors and lying state-
ments as to yellow-feve- r, we are able to ar-

rive at some idea of their effect npon
a whole community whose energies
Lave been several times paraljz?d by epi-

demics. No one wbo is not lost to all sense
of responsibility would be guilty of it. God
knows we have suffered enough without,
after all our expenditures of money and labor
to effect a thorough system of sanitation, be-

ing subjected to weekly panics upon no bet-

ter warrant than rumor, or no firmer foun-

dation than the mistakes of a clerk or
We appeal toour brethren

of the press; we appeal to our neighbors in
tbe country not to give credence cr circula-
tion la reports that are a hindrance and detri-lae- at

to our trade, and that are calculated to
revent the free intercourse between town

and country that ia to ua as the- - air we
breathe. Memphis has alwfa dealt fairly
aad honestly in this matter with the people
beyond her border. She has published every
case of yellow-feve- r, and promptly, that ha

ver occurred. She has not concealed, nor
has she sought to conceal from herself a case
of that or any other infectious disease tbat
has occurred within her limits. Oil tbe con-

trary, we have had to complain tbat there
was an eagerness with some of our own peo-

ple to make cases, and a strong tendency
with the majority to believe on tbe least
provocation that they existed, and to act
upon that belief. We haVe had to complain
of a proneness to exaggerate, and we are
orry to believe a disposition exists with even

some persons to seiz) upon
unanAoenticated rumor and magnify it to an
txtent that will justify them in a course that
ha long been a foregone conclusion. This
ought to be discouraged. If our own citizens
set an example of panic and of yielding to
fears that have no basis of fact, what can be

. expected of tt o ie who have no interest in us
and wbo are to profit by our mistor- -
tunes? The future of the city is in-

volved ia these rumors so prejuii
eial to her interests. Constant drop
ping wears away a stone constant assaults
upon eur good name if not promptly met
will at last break us down. Every man and
every woman in Memphis is interested in
frowning down and preventing the spread of

uob, reports, and every one of them should
make it a special duly to act for their own
aad the city's welfare. For oursjlves, with

We are guided, ot course, in our cal-
culations by the shipments from the different
railroad BUtions.

A small portion of the cotton contained in

the above schedule was received from other
counties, but we are confident that it is safe
to estimate that as much of tbe staple went
out of Giles to shipping points in other coun-
ties as came into it; hence we make no al-
teration in the figures.' Tbe Pulaski cotton-mill- s

have either consumed or stored awav
about two hundred bales, and it is thought
the stock remaining on hand undisposed of
in this place and in other parts of the county
will amount to about eight hundred bales.
Accepting these figures as reliable, and tbey
certainly cannot be far from correct, tbe en
tire crop ot tbe county was fourteen thousand
seven hundred and ninety-nin- e bales, tbe
value of wbich approximates eight hundred
thousand dollars. These figures will give
some idea of Giles County's importance to the
commonwealth, especially when it is borne
in mind that they represent the, value of only
one product other soil. If her shipments of
wheat, corn, catt'e, mules, horses, bogs, etc.,
were included, the sum total would assume
vaster proportions.

San Frakcisco, April 18. The storm that
has prevailed throughout the 8tate for sev-

eral days has been the severest ever known.
Oa the line of the Central Pacific, through
the mountains, the snow-shed- s were broken
Hown between Emigrant Gap and Cisco.
Yesterday's eastern-boun- d express got only
as far as Alta Virginia. Tbe lightning ex-

press is stopping at the same point. A snow-plo- w

train with eight engines, which left
Summit this morning to effect a connection
again from Emigrant Gap, when half a mile
west from Summit jumped the track and
dashed through tbe snow-sheds- , carrying
away four hundred feet. The west-boun- d

emigrant and freight-trai- n, due at Sacramen-
to last night, has been stopped by slides two
miles from any station, where it still remains.
Every effort is now being made to clear the

Milwaukee, April 16. The severest storm

of the season visited this State this morning.
In northern Illinois several inches of snow
fell, impeding trains in the vicinity of Oih
koab. No serious disasters ate yet repotted
on the lake, but it is feared the gale was
severe on vessel property, and reports of dis-

asters are expected.
The propeller Caroline Williams reached

this port this evening, and reports having
abandoned tbe schooner Walter Allen after
rescuing tbe crew. The schooner sunk soon
after, between Manitowac and Sheboygan.

AT CINCINNATI AND VICINITT.
Cincinnati, April 15. An unusually

heavy rain this morning was followed by
high winds all day here. A cumber of houses
were umoMed, and some weak buildings
blown down. Tbe wiud extended widely
through the central and southern portions of
the State. At Newark, Ohio, a frame barn
was blown down, tbe iron roof was blown 'off
Scott & Co.'s furniture establishment, the
iron and Blate roof of the gasworks was blown
off, buggies were overturned and fences and
trees blown down. At New Philadelphia
and Canal Dover the storm was destructive.

Washington, April 16. Representative
Ccx, in bis report from the committee on
foreign affairs relative to the interoceanic
canal and tho Monroe doctrine, quotes at
length from the t'resnlent a message upon
this subject, of March 8, 1880, and severely
arraigns the policv of Mr. Clayton in seeking
to induce Great Jaritain to abandon her un-

founded claim upon tbe territory of an inde-
pendent Spanish-America- n State, and invit
ing her to share with us a duty and privilege
peculiarly our own, that of protecting an in-

teroceanic communication of infinite interest
and concern to this country. Having blun-
dered thus at the outset, the report says, he
went into the most complicated and

serits of transactions, the final out-
come of which was the treaty with Greut
Britain. April 19, 1850. known as the Clay-
ton Bulwer treaty. The report continues:

tortunately for the country the (Jiayton-Bulwe- r

treaty had scarcely come into opera
tion before its fundamental principles were
violated by Great Britain by the firing uf oa
the American steamer Trometbus, November
21, I80O, while she was going out ot
tbe port, of San Juan de Nicaragua,
by the English brig-ot-w- ar Express, then
Iving in tbat port to enforce a
British dominion over that part of Nicara-
gua. Other similar infringements followed.
the most conspicuous being tbe deliberate es
tablishment by tjfat Britain, on tbe seven-
teenth of July, 1852, of a new colony in Cen-
tral America, off the coast ot Honduras, un-

der the name of tbe colony ot tbe 'Biy
Islands,' by and on account ot which Mr. Cass,
in the senate in January, 1353, declared tbe
treaty to have been virtually nullified by
Great Britain. Tbe report then details the
negotiations and controversies between this
government and Great Britain growing out
of these occurrences and the ineffectual ef-

forts to negotiate a new treaty coming down
to 1S69, and continues, "The outbreak soon
after this of our unhappy domestic trouble
and great civil war diverted public attention
from the Central American questions, and
the Clayton-Bulwe- r treaty was
gradually suffered on both sides to lapse into
the oblivion from which it bm but re

cently been evoked by - persons disposed
to controvert the policy and purposes
of the United ' States with regard to
any protectorate of life and property
over any part Of the Central American
States ot the isthmus; The circumstances
nnder which this treaty was Originally ne-

gotiated have been profoundly modified by
the lapse of thirty years, and it appears to
your committee to"be entirely clear that as
an obstacle, arct possibly peril, is in the way
of a complete and pacific assertion
Of the fetind, necessary and vigor-
ous American policy laid down in .the
President's messaa of March 8, 1530,
this treaty should be finally and formally
abrogated. It ha? been shown to have led
only to great misunderstandings and contro-
versies with the power with which we were
unwisely led to make it It has always been
equally inoperative either to guarantee inde-
pendence of Central American States or to
advance the general interests of commerce.
So long as it shall have even a formal
shadow Of existence, it cannot but tend to
cloud and obscure perfectly simple, jost
and equitable policy of the United States in
regard to interoceanic transit. .Your com
mittee, therefore, recommendlthe passage of
the following joint resolution:
